 is the inferential or consequential use of the postpositive conjunction OUN, meaning “Therefore” plus the nominative subject from the neuter singular noun SCHISMA, meaning “a division, schism.”  Then we have the third person singular aorist deponent middle indicative from the verb GINOMAI, which means “to occur, happen, or take place.”


The aorist tense is a constative/historical aorist, which views the action as a fact.


The deponent middle voice functions in an active sense, which indicates that the division among the people in the crowd produced the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact and reality.

“Therefore a division occurred”
 is the preposition EN plus the locative of place from the masculine singular article and noun OCHLOS, meaning “in the crowd.”  Finally, we have the preposition DIA plus the accusative of cause from the third person masculine singular personal use of the intensive pronoun AUTOS, meaning “because of Him” and referring to Jesus.

“in the crowd because of Him.”
Jn 7:43 corrected translation
“Therefore a division occurred in the crowd because of Him.”
Explanation:
1.  “Therefore a division occurred”

a.  John continues by making certain we understand that the various opinions in the crowd concerning whether or not Jesus was the Messiah resulted in a division between the people.  Some were for Jesus being the Messiah and some were against Him being the Messiah.


b.  Jesus declared that this was one of the results of His coming to Israel.



(1)  Mt 10:34-36, “Do not think that I came to bring peace on the earth; I did not come to bring peace, but a sword.  For I came to set a man against his father, and a daughter against her mother, and a daughter-in-law against her mother-in-law; and a man’s enemies will be the members of his household.”


(2)  Lk 12:51-53, “Do you suppose that I came to grant peace on earth?  I tell you, no, but rather division; for from now on five members in one household will be divided, three against two and two against three.  They will be divided, father against son and son against father, mother against daughter and daughter against mother, mother-in-law against daughter-in-law and daughter-in-law against mother-in-law.”

c.  This division among the people will be emphasized by John again in:



(1)  Jn 9:16, “Therefore some of the Pharisees were saying, ‘This man is not from God, because He does not keep the Sabbath.’  But others were saying, ‘How can a man who is a sinner perform such signs?’  And there was a division among them.”



(2)  Jn 10:19, “A division occurred again among the Jews because of these words.”


d.  “All of these ‘divisions’ arose over Jesus — His identity, origin, and message.  Jesus’ presence, actions, and words caused people to take sides, to believe or not believe.”


e.  “He divides believers from unbelievers (Jn 3:18, 36; 1 Jn 5:10); those who walk in the light from those who walk in darkness (Jn 8:12; 12:35, 46; Eph 5:8; 1 Thes 5:5; 1 Pet 2:9; 1 Jn 2:9); the sheep from the goats (Mt 25:32–33; cf. Jn 10:26); and the children of God from the children of the devil (1 Jn 3:10; cf. v. 8; Jn 8:44).  Everyone is either for Him or against Him; there is no middle ground (Mt 12:30).”

2.  “in the crowd because of Him.”

a.  Not only was there division in the crowd because of Jesus, but there was division in His own family.  Think of what Mary knew regarding Jesus as reported to her by the angel Gabriel as compared to what the brothers of Jesus thought of Him.


b.  There was also division among the disciples of Jesus regarding Jesus.  Compare the belief of Peter, James, and John with the unbelief of Judas and the doubting of Thomas.


c.  The world is completely divided over Jesus and always has been from the division of Cain and Abel to the division of the saints versus the unbelievers of the Gog and Magog revolution.  “People confronted with the revelation of God in Christ are not allowed to remain neutral; they divide before him as before the judgment seat of God.”


d.  The division of mankind over Jesus is the mirror image of the division of the elect and fallen angels.
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
