John 8:16

 is the ascensive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “even” plus the third class conditional participle EAN, meaning “if,” followed by the first person singular present active subjunctive from the verb KRINW, which means “to judge.”

The present tense is a tendential/futuristic present, which describes the action as a future action that is proposed, but has not yet begun.


The active voice indicates that Jesus will produce the action.


The subjunctive mood is a potential subjunctive, which regards the future action as probable.

Then we have the adversative use of the postpositive conjunction DE, meaning “But” plus the nominative subject from the first person singular personal pronoun EGW, meaning “I” and referring to Jesus.  This is followed by the nominative subject from the feminine singular article and noun KRISIS plus the article and first person feminine singular adjective EMOS, meaning “My judgment.”  Then we have the predicate nominative from the feminine singular adjective ALĒTHINOS, which means “true, genuine, or real.”  This is followed by the third person singular present active indicative from the verb EIMI, meaning “to be: is.”

The present tense is an aoristic present, which regards the present state of being as a fact.


The active voice indicates that the judgment of Jesus produces the action of being true.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

“But even if I do judge, My judgment is true;”
 is the causal or explanatory use of the conjunction HOTI, meaning “because or for.”  Then we have the predicate nominative from the masculine singular adjective MONOS, meaning “only; alone; by myself.”  This is followed by the negative OUK, meaning “not” and the first person singular present active indicative from the verb EIMI, meaning “to be: I am.”

The present is an aoristic present, which regards the present state of being as a fact.


The active voice indicates that Jesus produces the action of not being alone.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Notice that the words “in it” do not occur in the Greek and are an interpretative addition by the translators of the New American Standard Version.

“for I am not alone,”
 is the adversative use of the conjunction ALLA, meaning “but” plus the nominative subject from the first person singular personal pronoun EGW, meaning “I” and referring to Jesus.  Then we have the additive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and,” followed by the nominative masculine singular articular aorist active participle of the verb PEMPW, which means “to send.”

The article functions as a relative pronoun, meaning “the one who” or simply “who.”


The aorist tense is a constative/historical aorist, which views the entire past action as a fact.


The active voice indicates that the Father produced the action.


The participle is circumstantial.

Then we have the accusative direct object from the first person singular personal pronoun EGW, meaning “Me” and referring to Jesus.  Finally, we have the nominative subject from the masculine singular noun PATĒR, meaning “Father.”
“but I and the Father who sent Me.”
Jn 8:16 corrected translation
“But even if I do judge, My judgment is true; for I am not alone, but I and the Father who sent Me.”
Explanation:
1.  “But even if I do judge, My judgment is true;”

a.  In contrast to the fact that Jesus is not judging anyone during His first advent, even if He were to do so, His judgment would be true, reliable, dependable, honest and right.  Jesus did not come during the First Advent to judge the world, as He has repeatedly said.  He has come to save the world.  However, when Jesus comes at the Second Advent, He will come to judge the world of unbelievers, and they will be judged with a baptism of fire.  They will be cast into Hades and be identified with fire.  That judgment will be a true judgment and the Lord will be right in executing it.

b.  Jesus does make judgments of people during His first advent, but He does not judge anyone.  There is a big difference.  Jesus had to make judgments as to who would be His twelve disciples.  He had to make the judgment to include Judas.  He had to make the judgment to take only Peter, James and John to see His transfiguration.  There were many judgments regarding people and circumstances that He had to make, but He did not pass a formal judgment on anyone.

c.  For example, Jesus called the Pharisees a brood of vipers.  This was clearly a judgment of their character.  But He did not take the life of anyone or send them to hell.  But even if He had done so, He had every right to do so as the Son of God and King of Israel.


d.  The judgment of God is always true, right, correct, etc.”
  By saying that His judgment was true, Jesus was indirectly declaring that He was God, since only the judgments of God can be completely and thoroughly true.  In order for a judgment to be true, the person judging must have all the facts, and only God has all the facts.
2.  “for I am not alone,”

a.  Jesus now gives the reason why His judgment is true—He is not alone in that judgment.

b.  Jewish law required more than one person testifying for or against someone in a court of law.  And in the case of Jesus, whenever He makes a judgment, He will not do so by Himself.  There will always be Someone else with Him making the same exact judgment.

c.  Jn 5:30, “I can do absolutely nothing on my own authority.  As I hear, I judge; and My judgment is just, because I do not seek My will, but the will of the One who sent Me.”
3.  “but I and the Father who sent Me.”

a.  Instead of being alone in His judgment, God the Father will always be with God the Son in His judgments.  Even though the Father has given all authority to Jesus to judge the world and all those creatures whom He has created, God the Father concurs completely in the judgments of God the Son.  Thus there will always be at least two witnesses against the fallen angels and the unbelievers of the human race.

b.  Jesus again mentions the fact that He has been sent by God the Father, which is another way of saying that He is God incarnate; that is, that He pre-existed His human life on earth by living with God the Father in heaven before He came to earth.  He is again making the claim that He is eternal God.  “Throughout the Gospel of John, special emphasis is laid on Jesus’ status as the one sent down from God the Father (Jn 4:34; 5:23–24,30; 6:38–40,44,57; 7:16, 18; 8:16,18; 9:4; 10:36; 11:42; 12:45, 49, 14:24; 15:21; 16:5; 17:3,18, 21, 23, 25; 20:21).”


c.  “The purpose of the coming of Jesus was not to condemn but to save (Jn 3:17; cf. 8:15).  Yet the very coming of Jesus set persons into decisive categories based on their acceptance or rejection of him.  Accordingly, by his coming, the Father who sent him placed Jesus in the position of evaluation (Jn 5:22–24; 9:39) so that Jesus’ role actually was and is part of the Father’s judgment or evaluation.  The purpose in the coming of Jesus had thus not changed.  He came to be the Savior of the world (Jn 4:42), but human decision did mean that Jesus evaluated people (cf. Jn 8:44; 9:39–41).”


d.  “By insisting that He was one with the Father in judgment, Jesus was claiming essential equality with Him.  In Jn 5:17 He made a similar claim: ‘My Father is working until now, and I Myself am working.’  Enraged, ‘the Jews were seeking all the more to kill Him, because He not only was breaking the Sabbath, but also was calling God His own Father, making Himself equal with God’.  Jesus’ testimony was true because He was of the same nature as the one true, living God (Jn 10:30).”


e.  “A note of warning to the Pharisees lies in these brief statements which reveal the kind of judge that Jesus is.”


f.  “These distinctions regarding judgment are important within the church.  Jesus says. ‘Do not judge. or you too will be judged’ (Mt 7:1).  Clearly this does not mean we should not distinguish good from evil or truth from error, for Jesus calls us to do just that a few verses later in his teaching on false prophets (Mt 7:15-20).  But it is one thing to recognize evil and error and quite another to conclude that an individual is totally lost to God.  The final state of a person’s soul is known only to God.  Therefore we should write off no one, yet all the while we should discern the teaching and behavior to see whether it is of God.  Such discernment can only come from Christ through the Spirit, for our judgments, like Jesus’ can only be right if they are in union with the Father.”
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
