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 is the nominative subject from the neuter singular noun ELEOS, which means “mercy, compassion, pity, or clemency.”  This word is commonly used in introductions to New Testament letters; for example, 1 Tim 1:2; 2 Tim 1:2; and 2 Jn 3.  The best translation of the word here is mercy.


1.  Mercy is God’s grace in action toward you.


2.  Mercy is the righteousness of God demanding blessing toward you from the justice of God.


3.  Mercy is the justice of God motivated by the love of God to be gracious toward you.


4.  Mercy is God providing for you everything you need as a matter of His integrity.

is the dative indirect object from the second person plural personal pronoun SU, meaning “to you” and referring to all Church Age believers, both winners and losers.

is the connective conjunction KAI used in a series of KAI’s connecting nouns together.  This is translated “and...”
 is the nominative subject from the feminine singular noun EIRĒNĒ, which means “peace, prosperity, health, welfare, or harmony.”  Here it is a reference to the spiritual prosperity, which comes to you as a part of your harmonious rapport with God.

is the connective KAI, meaning “and.”  It is used like our commas to string nouns together.
 is the nominative subject from the feminine singular noun AGAPĒ, meaning “unconditional love.”  This is a reference to the virtue-love of God, which He has toward you.


1.  God the Father loves you personally because you have His imputed righteousness in you.  God the Father also loves you personally because you share the righteousness of Jesus Christ.


2.  God the Father loves you impersonally, providing logistical grace blessing, divine discipline, and momentum testing among other things as a part of His virtue-love for you.

 is the third person singular aorist passive optative from the verb PLĒTHUNW, which means “to be multiplied, grow, or increase.”  This verb is also found in the aorist passive optative in 1 Pet 1:2 and 2 Pet 1:2.


The aorist tense is a constative aorist, which gathers your entire spiritual life into a single whole.


The passive voice indicates that we as believers in the Lord Jesus Christ receive the action of the verb.


The optative mood is a voluntative optative which is the ordinary form of the verb and the most extensive use in the New Testament.  It is translated “May...be multiplied.”
Jude 2 corrected translation
“May mercy and prosperity and unconditional love be multiplied to you.”
Explanation:
1.  Jude doesn’t just ask that God add His mercy, prosperity, and virtue-love to our spiritual life, but that these things be multiplied to us in our spiritual life.

2.  Mercy, spiritual prosperity, and virtue-love are multiplied to us by the use of the mechanics of the spiritual life: getting in and staying in fellowship with God the Holy Spirit, learning the word of God, applying the word of God, and executing the will of God.  The mechanics of the spiritual life are:


a.  Mechanic One.  The two power options – the power of God the Holy Spirit influencing our soul and the power of Bible doctrine deployed on the starting blocks of your soul, waiting to go into action.


b.  Mechanic Two.  The spiritual skills, which include knowing how to be filled with the Holy Spirit as your Mentor (1 Jn 1:9), so that we know exactly what is expected of us at any given moment in the spiritual life, understanding Bible doctrine so thoroughly that we always have the correct doctrine available in our soul to apply, and understanding and using the problem-solving systems of doctrine.


c.  Mechanic Three.  This is the ability to apply the Bible doctrine circulating in our soul in the various different ways to solve problems in life: using the faith-rest drill of claiming promises of God, being grace oriented, having a personal sense of destiny, being occupied with Christ, sharing the happiness of God, etc.

d.  Mechanic Four.  This is achieving the three adult stages of the spiritual life (spiritual self-confidence, spiritual autonomy, and spiritual maturity) through the use of the previous three mechanics of the spiritual life.

3.  Jude wishes that God’s mercy might be multiplied to us.


a.  God’s mercy is God’s grace in action.


b.  God’s grace is one of the major characteristics of God’s integrity.  God’s integrity is composed of His righteousness, justice, love, and grace.


c.  Mercy is God’s grace functioning toward us, because the justice of God, which provides all blessing to us, was motivated by the love of God to do something special for us, which we did not deserve.

4.  Jude wishes that God’s prosperity might be multiplied to us.


a.  God’s prosperity includes all our logistical grace support and all our escrow blessings for time and eternity being guarded by God in heaven.

b.  God’s prosperity includes our harmonious rapport with His integrity.  This requires the constant use of the recovery procedure of 1 Jn 1:9.  We have no spiritual life without the use of this procedure to recover from carnality.


c.  God’s prosperity includes our greater understanding of His word, with emphasis on a greater understanding of who and what He is, for our spiritual life is our personal, private, and individual relationship with the Lord Jesus Christ and no one else.


d.  God’s prosperity is a spiritual prosperity, which centers on what we know about Christ, what we think about those things which we know about Christ, and how important are the things which we know about Christ.  Their importance to us is reflected in what we think, say, and do.

5.  Jude wishes that God’s virtue-love might be multiplied to us.


a.  Since virtue-love is a part of God’s integrity, this is Jude’s wish – that the integrity of God function on our behalf in both personal and unconditional love.  This has already occurred as a part of salvation, but Jude is asking that it continue to function throughout our spiritual lives.


b.  It is a wish, because Jude cannot make it happen, and he knows that God cannot make it happen either.  Why?  Because our volition is involved.  We have the final say so over whether or not we are blessed by the righteousness of God.


c.  God’s righteousness inside of us demands blessing from the justice of God.  The amount of blessing demanded depends on our experiential righteousness, which complements our absolute righteousness imputed at salvation.  The more we execute the plan of God for our life, the more capacity we have for blessing, and therefore the more God’s righteousness in us demands blessing from the justice of God.


e.  The justice of God, motivated by the love of God, provides through grace the blessing demanded by the righteousness of God.  These four characteristics, operating together, form the integrity of God – the virtue of God being multiplied toward us.
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
