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

 is the adversative use of the postpositive conjunction DE, meaning “However.”  Then we have the predicate nominative from the neuter singular cardinal adjective OUDEIS, meaning “nothing.”  With this we have the appositional predicate nominative from the neuter singular perfect passive participle of the verb SUGKALUPTW, which means “to be hidden, to be concealed.”


The perfect tense is a consummative perfect, which emphasizes a past, completed action.  This can be translated by use of the English auxiliary verb “having.”


The passive voice indicates that nothing receives the action of being concealed.


The participle is circumstantial.

Then we have the third person singular present active indicative from the verb EIMI, which means “to be: there is.”


The present tense is an aoristic present, which describes the state of being as a fact.


The active voice indicates that the situation being described produces the state of being what it is.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

This is followed by the nominative subject from the neuter singular relative pronoun HOS, meaning “which; that.”  Next we have the negative adverb OUK, meaning “not” plus the third person singular future passive indicative of the verb APOKALUPTW, which means “to be revealed.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what will take place.


The passive voice indicates that nothing hidden will receive the action of being revealed.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

“However there is nothing having been concealed that will not be revealed,”
 is the additive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and,” followed by the predicate nominative from the neuter singular adjective KRUPTOS, meaning “hidden.” Then we have the nominative subject from the neuter singular relative pronoun HOS, meaning “which; that.”  Finally, we have the negative adverb OU, meaning “not” plus the third person singular future passive indicative from the verb GINWSKW, which means “to be known.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what will take place.


The passive voice indicates that nothing hidden will receive the action of being known.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

“and hidden that will not be known.”
Lk 12:2 corrected translation
“However there is nothing having been concealed that will not be revealed, and hidden that will not be known.”

Lk 8:17, “For there is not hidden that which will not become evident, nor a secret that will absolutely not be known and come to light.”

Mt 10:26, “Therefore do not fear them, for there is nothing concealed that will not be revealed, or hidden that will not be known.”
Explanation:
1.  “However there is nothing having been concealed that will not be revealed,”

a.  In contrast to the leaven of the Pharisees, which they are trying to hide, there is nothing that they are attempting to hide about themselves that will not be revealed.


b.  The subject “there is” refers back in the context to the hypocrisy of the scribes and Pharisees.  It is their hypocrisy that they attempt to hide from the general population.  This hypocrisy has continually been exposed by the Lord during His entire public ministry.  This same hypocrisy will continue to be revealed with the arrest and crucifixion of Jesus.  And it will continue to be revealed with their treatment of Christians by one of their leading Pharisees (Saul of Tarsus) after the ascension and session of Christ.  And the final revelation of their total hypocrisy will be revealed during the four years of the siege and fall of Jerusalem.


c.  There is no wrongdoing by the leaders of Israel that has not been revealed.  They made every attempt to concealed their rejection and hatred of their Messiah and King, but in the end it was all revealed for what it really was—the deliberate, premeditated murder of the Son of God.  Their sinfulness and evil has been on display in the word of God for all to see for the rest of eternity.


d.  This statement also extends to the resolution of the angelic conflict.  There is nothing Satan has attempted to do or has done throughout angelic and human history that will not be revealed at the Last Judgment.  Every creature who exists will know everything he has done to oppose God.  All his plans, schemes, deceptions, machinations, plots, and nefarious activities will be revealed.


e.  Does this statement mean that all of our sins and evil will be revealed for all to see at the Judgment Seat of Christ?  No, absolutely not.  The privacy of the priesthood will be maintained by our Lord Jesus Christ at His judgment seat.  No one is going to stand there and condemn us for something we did wrong.  Those things were judged on the Cross and the law of double jeopardy applies.  We cannot be charged twice for the same sin, crime, wrongdoing, etc.  Likewise, we will not have the right to stand next to anyone else and condemn them for something they did to us.  In addition, we have the Lord Jesus Christ as our defense attorney.  So this statement doesn’t apply to all our sins, human good, and evil being exposed for all elect angels and other believers to see.  They will not throw the first stone and neither will we.

2.  “and hidden that will not be known.”

a.  The Lord adds a parallel example.  There is nothing hidden that will not be known.  For example, the fact that Satan uses various religions to accomplish his goals will be made known.  The lies that Satan perpetuated on the human race will be revealed.  The total evil of the Antichrist will be revealed and made known.  The total rejection by unbelievers of Jesus as their Savior will be revealed for all to see.  The persecution of Christians throughout history will be made known.  The secret plans and plots of evil governments will be made known.  The fact there are no aliens will be made known.


b.  There are related Scriptures that help clarify this passage.



(1)  1 Cor 4:5, “For this reason, stop criticizing and condemning anything before the end-time until the Lord comes, who will both bring to light the hidden things of darkness, and will reveal the motives and decisions of our hearts, and then each person will have recognition from God.”  The ‘hidden things of darkness’ are the secret plans of Satan in the angelic conflict.  Notice that our motives and decisions will be revealed by God, showing that He knew exactly what we were doing and why.  This does not imply that these motives and decisions are revealed to others.  That is reading into the passage what you want it to say, not what it actually says.  Compare Rom 2:16.



(2)  Heb 4:13, “Furthermore no creature is hidden from His sight, but all things [are] uncovered and laid bare to His eyes to Whom we have to give an account.”  Notice that these ‘all things’ are laid bare to God’s eyes, not to anyone else’s eyes.  We give an account to Him, not to the rest of the people we have encountered in life.  The execution of this passage takes place at the Judgment Seat of Christ, which is a private affair.  Elect angels, unbelievers, Satan, fallen angels, and other believers are not witnesses to this judgment.  It is between you and the Lord Jesus Christ.  You are accountable to Him and Him alone.



(3)  Col 3:3, “For you have died and your life has been hidden [secured] with Christ by God.”  Your “life” here is not your old life as a sinner, but your new spiritual life with Christ.  It has been secured by the sealing of God the Holy Spirit.


c.  This verse does not deal with silly questions like: “Where did I lose that $52 check I was taking to the bank, but wasn’t in my pocket when I got there?”  Or, “Who shot JFK?”  Or any other nonsense that no one will care about a billion years into the eternal state.  More importantly God’s entire plan for the creation of angels, the creation of man, the fall of man, and the salvation of man will be revealed in all its glorious detail.

3.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “Jesus uses a proverbial saying to make clear that hypocrisy cannot work, because all is revealed in time.  There is some debate whether the remark promises that the Pharisees’ hypocrisy will be exposed or is a general remark.  As a general remark, it would serve as a warning to all, though Pharisees would clearly be included.  Given that the warning is addressed to the disciples, a general remark seems likely.  There comes a time when the secrets of people’s hearts will be revealed (1 Cor 4:5; Rom 2:16).  The picture of God’s omniscience and omnipresence informs the passage.  Nothing that is done escapes His eye and mind.  All are subject to Him.  The remark is emphatic, as the double use of the negative shows.  All becomes clear with God’s judgment.  The point is that God knows what one does, good or bad, whether with integrity or hypocritically.  All is exposed for what it is.”


b.  “Hypocrisy is foolish and futile.  Why? Because nothing can really be hidden.”


c.  “Jesus first stated that it is foolish to be hypocritical because eventually everything will be made known.”


d.  “Jesus does not regard the Pharisees as unique in their failure to live with integrity a life oriented around absolute love of God and neighbor.  His followers, too, are susceptible; hence, He presents this warning lest they contract the same ingressive agent whose decay has already become evident among the Pharisees.  Such yeast must be avoided, Jesus warns, because nothing will remain hidden.”


e.  “Jesus hinted at the fact that the Pharisees were plotting His downfall in secret, but indicated that their machinations would be exposed for all the world to see.”


f.  “Everybody must beware of hypocrisy, for one day their hidden thoughts will all be revealed.”


g.  “Full disclosure will come on Judgment Day.  Everything will be revealed, and the disclosure will be ruthless [where does it say that in Scripture?].”
  So the Lord will be ruthless toward His bride?  It might be ruthless of unbelievers, but how can it be ruthless for the Church?  This commentator needs to qualify his statement.
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
