 is the explanatory use of the postpositive conjunction GAR, meaning “For” plus the adverb of place HOPOU, meaning “where.”  Then we have the third person singular present active indicative from the verb EIMI, meaning “to be: is.”


The present tense is an aoristic present, which describes the state of being as a fact.


The active voice indicates that your treasure produces the state of being somewhere.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

This is followed by the nominative subject from the masculine singular article and noun THĒSAUROS with the possessive genitive from the second person plural personal pronoun SU, meaning “your treasure.”

“For where your treasure is,”
 is the adverb of place EKEI, meaning “there” plus the adverbial/additive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “also.”  Then we have the nominative subject from the feminine singular article and noun KARDIA with the possessive genitive from the second person plural personal pronoun SU, meaning “your heart.”  Finally, we have the third person singular future active indicative from the verb EIMI, meaning “to be: will be.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what the future state of being will be.


The active voice indicates that your heart will produce the state of being there.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

“there also your heart will be.”
Lk 12:34 corrected translation
“For where your treasure is, there also your heart will be.”
Mt 6:21, “for where your treasure is, there your heart will be also.”
Explanation:
1.  “For where your treasure is,”

a.  The Lord continues by explaining why we must make for ourselves unfailing treasure in the heavens.  We must make for ourselves unfailing treasure in the heavens because where our treasure is, there also our heart will be.

b.  Our treasure is what we value most in life.  Our treasure is an immaterial treasure that consists most importantly of our relationship with God.  Our treasure is wherever God is.  And since God is in heaven, that is where our greatest treasure exists.


c.  Our greatest treasure is also our own soul and spirit.  These contain our real life.  And therefore, wherever our real life is, that is where our treasure is.


d.  Whatever we value most in life is our treasure and the two most important things we treasure in life are our relationship with God and our own existence.  Our thoughts will be or should be about the things we value most in life.

2.  “there also your heart will be.”

a.  The heart is the thinking part of the soul.  It is the place where the word of God is stored, remembered, and applied.  Our heart is where our thoughts about God, His love, what He has done or us, and everything about Him exist and operate in execution of our spiritual life.


b.  What we think about is what we care most about.  Our heart thinks about the things we treasure most.  If we care about God, His plan, will, and purpose for us, then we think about Him and what He wants.  We treasure the word of God in our heart, because it is more valuable than anything else in life.  Our relationship with the Lord Jesus Christ is our number one priority in life, and without the word of God in our souls on a consistent basis that relationship with Jesus fades from our priorities in life.


c.  Related Scripture.



(1)  Ps 119:11-16, “Your word I have treasured in my heart, that I may not sin against You.  Blessed are You, O Lord; teach me Your statutes.  With my lips I have told of

all the ordinances of Your mouth.  I have rejoiced in the way of Your testimonies, as much as in all riches.  I will meditate on Your precepts and regard Your ways.  I shall delight in Your statutes; I shall not forget Your word.”



(2)  Prov 8:10-11, “Take my instruction and not silver, and knowledge rather than choicest gold.  For wisdom is better than jewels; and all desirable things cannot compare with her.”



(3)  Prov 2:1-6, “My son, if you will receive my words and treasure my commandments within you, make your ear attentive to wisdom, incline your heart to understanding; for if you cry for discernment, lift your voice for understanding; if you seek her as silver and search for her as for hidden treasures; then you will discern the fear of the Lord and discover the knowledge of God.  For the Lord gives wisdom; from His mouth come knowledge and understanding.”

3.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “Jesus explains the rationale for His exhortation with a proverbial saying about loyalty.  One is loyal to the things one values most.  The references to the heart and to treasure are figurative for ‘priorities’ and ‘that which is valued.’  If one values people, then one will work to meet their needs.  If one values self, then one will collect possessions that perish.”


b.  “The main question is, ‘Where is your heart?’  If our hearts are fixed on the transient things of earth, then we will always worry.  But if we are fixed on the eternal, then God’s peace will guard our minds and hearts.”


c.  “Ezekiel speaks of idolatry in terms of the heart’s desire: ‘takes his idols into his own heart’ (Ezek 14:3-4, 7).  It is idolatry also, though in a more subtle form, that Jesus has in mind when He says in Mt 6:21; Lk. 12:34, “For where your treasure is, there will your heart be also.”


d. “Heart and treasure always go together.  Your heart, the center of your being, is where your valuables, your energies, your time, all the things you value most, are.  Where is your heart?”
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
