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

 is the preposition KATA plus the adverbial accusative of manner from the neuter plural article and intensive pronoun AUTOS, meaning literally “according to the same things,” which idiomatically means “in the same manner.”  Then we have the third person singular future deponent middle indicative from the verb EIMI, which means “to be; to exist; to occur, happen, or take place.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what will take place.


The deponent middle voice is middle in form but active in meaning with the subject (the situation on earth) producing the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

“It will occur in the same manner”
 is the locative of time from the feminine singular relative pronoun HOS and the noun HĒMERA, meaning “on the day that.”  Then we have the nominative subject from the masculine singular article and noun HUIOS plus the genitive of relationship from the masculine singular article and noun ANTHRWPOS, meaning “the Son of Man.”  Finally, we have the third person singular present passive indicative from the verb APOKALUPTW, which means “to be revealed.”


The present tense is a descriptive present, which describes what takes place actually will take place at some moment in the future.


The passive voice indicates that the Son of Man receives the action of being revealed.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

“on the day that the Son of Man is revealed.”
Lk 17:30 corrected translation
“It will occur in the same manner on the day that the Son of Man is revealed.”
Explanation:
1.  “It will occur in the same manner”

a.  The subject it refers back to the ‘day of the Lord’, which begins with the resurrection of the Church and continues through the seven year Tribulation and culminates with the second advent of Christ.  Looking back at the previous context we see the following: Lk 17:22-24, “Then He said to the disciples, ‘The days will come when you will long to see one of the days of the Son of Man, and you will not see it.  And they will say to you, “Look there!” or “Look here!”  Do not go nor run after [them]. For just as the lightning, as it flashes from under the sky, shines to under the sky, so will the [days of the] Son of Man be.”  The subject of the context is ‘the days of the Son of Man’.  Jesus is the Son of Man, a title He often used in referring to Himself.

b.  Here He says that the days of the Son of Man (“it”) will occur in the same manner.  In the same manner as what?  They will occur in the same manner as the day of the Flood and the day of the destruction of Sodom and Gomorrah.  And what manner is that?  The judgment will come swiftly and without warning.  This judgment begins with the removal of all believers from the earth—the event which is often called the Rapture or resurrection of the Church.  All believers of this Age—the Age of the Church  (from Pentecost until the day Jesus returns to remove His Bride from the world) are removed by our Lord, who returns to take them back with Him to heaven to prepare us for His second advent.  The Lord comes in the air or atmosphere around the earth and we meet Him in the air and are taken to heaven, where we are prepared before the Judgment Seat of Christ (as described in 1 Thes 4 and 1 Cor 3).  The resurrection of the Church delivers all Church Age believers from the events of the Tribulation.  This event happens in a moment of time on one day in human history, which is not known to anyone.  No unbeliever will be prepared for this historical event.  They will be shocked by the removal of all Christians from the earth.

2.  “on the day that the Son of Man is revealed.”

a.  Our Lord then goes on to speak other another day at the end of the days of the Lord.  This day is the day that the Son of Man, the Lord Jesus Christ, is revealed to all the people still alive on the earth at the end of the Tribulation.  This is the day of the second advent of Christ.


b.  So we have two great ‘days’ that bracket the ‘days of the Lord’.  The first day of the days of the Lord is the day of the resurrection of the Church, and the last day of the days of the Lord is the day of the Second Advent.  On the first day of the days of the Lord Jesus Christ is only revealed to His bride—the Church.  On the final day of the days of the Lord He is revealed to every person (believer and unbeliever) alive on the earth at His return or second coming.

3.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “The Son of Man’s day will follow this same pattern.  Just as Lot’s generation was busy with life and unprepared for God’s activity, so also people will not be ready for the Son of Man’s return.”


b.  “Luke 17:30–36 describes what will occur when Jesus Christ returns in judgment to defeat His enemies and establish His kingdom on earth (Rev 19:11–20:6).”


c.  “With these parallels from Israel’s past, Jesus warns his followers about the dangers of the period before the end.  This will be a time when life will be easily occupied with the everyday and the urgency of faith will easily be replaced with laxity.”
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
