Explanation:
1.  This verse is not part of the original text.  It is found in none of the oldest and best manuscripts.  “Although it is possible that verse. 36 may have been accidentally omitted through homoeoteleuton [two lines of verse which end with words having the same ending], in view of the weighty manuscript evidence supporting the shorter text (p75 Codex  A B L W Δ Θ Ψ f 1 28 33 565) it is more probable that copyists assimilated the passage to Mt 24:40.”

2.  The verse is found in Codex D, which typically includes every verse and part of a verse that could possibly be included.  The scribe of Codex D threw everything into the text he could.  
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
