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

 is the continuative/additive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and” plus the second person plural future deponent middle indicative of the verb EIMI, meaning “to be: you will be.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what will take place.


The deponent middle voice is middle in form but active in meaning with the subject (believers) producing the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

With this main verb with have the nominative masculine second person plural present passive participle of the verb MISEW, which means “to be hated.”


The present tense is a descriptive/aoristic present, which describes a static fact at that future time.


The passive voice indicates that believers will receive the action of being hated.


The participle is complimentary, completing the action of the main verb.  This is a periphrastic construction.

Then we have the preposition HUPO plus the ablative of agency from the masculine plural adjective PAS, meaning “by everyone.”

“and you will be hated by everyone”
 is the preposition DIA plus the accusative of cause/reason from the neuter singular article and noun ONOMA with the possessive genitive from the first person singular personal pronoun EGW, meaning “because of My name/person.”

“because of My person.”
Lk 21:17 corrected translation
“and you will be hated by everyone because of My person.”
Mk 13:13a, “You will be hated by all because of My name.”

Mt 24:9b, “you will be hated by all nations because of My name.”
Explanation:
1.  “and you will be hated by everyone”

a.  This verse is the continuation of the sentence begun in the previous verse.  The entire sentence now reads: “However you will be delivered over even by parents and brothers and relatives and friends, and they will put to death [some] of you, and you will be hated by everyone because of My person.”

b.  In addition to being betrayed by parents, family, relatives and friends, believers will be hated by everyone.  The word “everyone” refers to all the unbelievers of the world, who are not friends and relatives of the believer.  In other words, unbelievers who have a close relationship to the believer will betray them and unbelievers who have no relationship to the believer will hate him/her.


c.  The hatred of Jewish believers will be overwhelming in the Tribulation just as it was prior to the fall of Jerusalem.  This hatred will extend to Gentile believers, just as it did at the beginning of the Church Age.  Christianity will be considered to be the ultimate blasphemous cult.  The only religion Satan will promote will be the worship of the Antichrist.  Everyone who does not worship the Antichrist will be despised, hatred, vilified, ridiculed, and hunted down for slaughter by those who worship the Antichrist.

2.  “because of My person.”

a.  The reason for this unreasonable hatred, antagonism, and assault on Christians is because of the person of the Lord Jesus Christ.


b.  Believers will not be hated because of their race, nationality, ethnic background, language, culture, or any other false criteria.  They will be hated and persecuted for one reason and one reason only—because they have believed that Jesus is the Son of God, the Messiah, and worthy of all worship.  And this Satan cannot stand, and will seek to stamp out from the face of the earth.  Just as he failed to do this through the persecution instituted by Saul of Tarsus, so he will fail during the Tribulation because of God’s sealing of the 144,000 Jewish evangelists and the two great witnesses.

“Do not suppose that I have come to bring peace to the earth. I did not come to bring peace, but a sword. For I have come to turn a man against his father, a daughter against her mother, a daughter-in-law against her mother-in-law—a man’s enemies will be the members of his own household.” (Mt 10:34–36)
3.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “Confession of Christ yields hatred from many.  The disciples will be the object of intense rejection.  Their commitment to Jesus will offend many (Lk 6:22, 27; 1 Cor 1:25–31). PAS [= all] refers to those outside the community [unbelievers].”


b.  “The persecution the original disciples would experience was a precursor to the ultimate persecution which future disciples would undergo.”


c.  “Acts is replete with incidents which stress the hate vented on Christians by Jew and Gentile alike.  What men warrant this hate; for there is no reasonable explanation for it.  Surely, no one can justify hating someone whose only preoccupation is to provide another person with salvation and eternal life, at no cost, and regardless of cost to the Christian.”


d.  “In saying, ‘All men will hate you,’ Jesus meant people in general.  Christians should never forget that the media powers can quickly turn the world against them.  Jesus said, ‘If the world hates you, keep in mind that it hated me first.  If you belonged to the world, it would love you as its own.  As it is, you do not belong to the world, but I have chosen you out of the world.  That is why the world hates you’ (Jn 15:18-19).  Any follower of Christ who follows His example will suffer persecution.”
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
