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

 is the causal use of the conjunction HOTI, meaning “because,” followed by the predicate nominative from the feminine plural noun HĒMERA, meaning “days.”  With this we have the feminine singular noun EKDIKĒSIS, meaning “of vengeance; of punishment.”
  Then we have the nominative subject from the feminine plural demonstrative pronoun HOUTOS, meaning “these.”  Next we have the third person plural present active indicative from the verb EIMI, meaning “to be: are.”


The present tense is an aoristic present, which describes that present state of being as a fact.


The active voice indicates that these days produce the state of being days of vengeance and punishment for unbelieving Jews.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

“because these are days of punishment,”
 is the articular genitive neuter singular aorist passive infinitive of the verb PIMPLĒMI, which means “to be fulfilled.”


The genitive articular infinitive is a Greek idiom that denotes purpose, result or a combination of both.  Here it expresses both purpose and result and can be translated either “in order that,” so that,” or simply “that.”


The aorist tense is a constative/historical aorist, which views the action in its entirety as a fact.


The passive voice indicates that the subject (‘all things which are written’) receives the action of being fulfilled.


The infinitive is a blending of purpose and result.

Then we have the accusative ‘subject of the infinitive’ (another Greek idiom) from the neuter plural adjective PAS, meaning “all things.”  With this we have the accusative neuter plural article, which functions as a relative pronoun, meaning “which” plus the accusative neuter plural perfect passive participle of the verb GRAPHW, which means “to be written.”


The perfect tense is an intensive perfect, which emphasizes the present state as a result of a past, completed action.


The passive voice indicates that the all things received the action of being written.


The participle is circumstantial.

“that all things which are written are fulfilled.”
Lk 21:22 corrected translation
“because these are days of punishment, that all things which are written are fulfilled.”
Explanation:
1.  “because these are days of punishment,”

a.  This verse is the continuation of the sentence begun in the previous verse.  The entire sentence now reads: “Then those who are in Judea must flee to the mountains, and those in the midst of her must depart, and those in the country must not enter into her; because these are days of punishment, that all things which are written are fulfilled.”


b.  Jesus continues His prophecy and teaching by indicating the reason why believers (and anyone who values their life) must get out of Jerusalem and get out of Israel.  They must leave because these times are days of punishment.  Notice that the term ‘days’ refers to two periods of human history that are both about three and one-half years long.



(1)  The Jewish war against Rome began in August of 66 A.D. and ended in August of 70 A.D.  “In August 66, a man named Menahem made a raid on the fortress of Masada, where he seized lots of weapons.  This Menahem was the son or the grandson of Judas the Galilean, who had led an anti-Roman revolt in 6 A.D.  The followers of Menahem were called Sicarians ('dagger men').  They hailed their leader as king of the Jews and went to Jerusalem, where they laid siege to the remaining Roman garrison. The new king (Menahem) had the high priest Ananias executed, but when he went to the Temple, he was lynched by the adherents of Ananias’ son.  The Sicarians left Jerusalem and returned to Masada, which they used as a base for a guerilla war, until they were defeated in 74 A.D.”(needs footnote)  Notice that the ‘days’ of this period were four years.



(2)  The ‘days’ of the last half of the Tribulation are 1260 or three and one-half years—almost the same as the days of the Jewish war.


c.  So in both cases the days of punishment are three and one-half to four years.  The punishment of the unbelievers in Israel will not last for literal days, but for literal years.


d.  Notice also that the punishment is permitted by God, but is executed by the forces of Satan.  Satan is the motivator behind the plan and execution of Jews and all believers.  He wants all believers and all Jews, whether they are believers or not to die in his final great holocaust of history.  God permits him to execute his plan, but only for so long, when He brings it to a dramatic halt with the second advent of Christ.

2.  “that all things which are written are fulfilled.”

a.  Jesus continues with a purpose clause, stating the purpose for permitting this punishment to occur.  The punishment will continue for ‘days’, in order that all the prophecies and promises of the word of God might be fulfilled.


b.  The phrase “all things which are written” refer to the statements made in Scripture throughout the Old Testament (the New Testament did not yet exist, when Jesus spoke these words).  The Old Testament Scriptures are filled with descriptions, prophecies, and promises about the future discipline of Israel for their failure to follow the Law, obey their God, accept their Messiah, and do all the things God asked of them.  And because of their disobedience and hardness of heart, all the punishment, pain, discipline, and judgment described and promised by God will come upon them and be fulfilled.



(1)  Isa 63:4-6, “For the day of vengeance was in My heart, and My year of redemption has come.  I looked, and there was no one to help, and I was astonished and there was no one to uphold; so My own arm brought salvation to Me, and My wrath upheld Me.  I trod down the peoples in My anger and made them drunk in My wrath, and I poured out their lifeblood on the earth.”



(2)  Hos 9:7, “The days of punishment have come, the days of retribution have come; let Israel know this!  The prophet is a fool; the inspired man is demented; because of the grossness of your iniquity and because your hostility is so great.”



(3)  Dt 29:20-27, “The Lord shall never be willing to forgive him, but rather the anger of the Lord and His jealousy will burn against that man, and every curse which is written in this book will rest on him, and the Lord will blot out his name from under heaven.  Then the Lord will single him out for adversity from all the tribes of Israel, according to all the curses of the covenant which are written in this book of the law.  Now the generation to come, your sons who rise up after you and the foreigner who comes from a distant land, when they see the plagues of the land and the diseases with which the Lord has afflicted it, will say, ‘All its land is brimstone and salt, a burning waste, unsown and unproductive, and no grass grows in it, like the overthrow of Sodom and Gomorrah, Admah and Zeboiim, which the Lord overthrew in His anger and in His wrath.’  All the nations will say, ‘Why has the Lord done thus to this land?  Why this great outburst of anger?’  Then men will say, ‘Because they forsook the covenant of the Lord, the God of their fathers, which He made with them when He brought them out of the land of Egypt.  They went and served other gods and worshiped them, gods whom they have not known and whom He had not allotted to them.  Therefore, the anger of the Lord burned against that land, to bring upon it every curse which is written in this book’.”

3.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “The reason to avoid the city is that it will be the object of divine judgment, ‘days of vengeance’ (Lk 18:7-8; Acts 7:24; Rom 12:19; 2 Cor 7:11; 2 Thes 1:8; Heb 10:30; 1 Pet 2:14).  Since Scripture details such punishment for the nation as a response to covenantal unfaithfulness, Luke speaks of ‘all things being fulfilled,’ which here promises judgment for unfaithfulness.  Numerous texts give this warning (Lev 26:31–33; Dt 28:49–57; 32:35; 1 Kg 9:6–9; Isa 34:8; Jer 5:29; 6:1–8; 26:1–9; 46:10; 50:27; 51:6; Dan 9:26; Hos 9:7; Mic 3:12; Zech 8:1–8; 11:6.”


b.  “Jerusalem shall receive the punishment for all her unbelief and crimes against the gospel, and this will not be some incidental punishment but her complete and final rejection by God.”


c.  “The reason for flight is that the people may avoid being involved in the divine judgment upon Jerusalem.”
