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

 is the explanatory use of the postpositive conjunction GAR, meaning “for” plus the third person singular future deponent middle indicative from the verb EPEISERCHOMAI, which means “to come upon.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what will take place.


The deponent middle voice is middle in form but active in meaning with the subject (the day of the Lord) producing the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Next we have the preposition EPI plus the accusative of place from the masculine plural adjective PAS, meaning “upon all.”

“for it will come upon all”
 is the accusative of place from the masculine plural articular present deponent middle/passive participle of the verb KATHĒMAI, which means “to live, settle, reside.”


The article functions as a relative pronoun with an embedded demonstrative pronoun, meaning “those who.”


The present tense is a descriptive present of what is normally occurring during that time.


The deponent middle/passive voice is middle/passive in form but active in meaning with the subject (the people of the earth) producing the action.


The participle is circumstantial.

Next we have the preposition EPI plus the accusative of place from the neuter singular noun PROSWPON, meaning “on the face.”  Finally, we have the possessive genitive from the feminine singular adjective PAS plus the article and noun GĒ, meaning “of all the earth.”

“those who live on the face of all the earth.”
Lk 21:35 corrected translation
“for it will come upon all those who live on the face of all the earth.”
Explanation:
1.  “for it will come upon all”

a.  This verse is the continuation of the sentence begun in the previous verse.  The entire sentence now reads: “However, take care for yourselves that your hearts not be weighted down with indulgence in a drinking party and drunkenness and daily life worries, and that day come on you suddenly like a trap; for it will come upon all those who live on the face of all the earth.”


b.  Jesus continues with an explanation why the disciples (believers) must be vigilant in the execution of their spiritual life and not become preoccupied with the distractions of this life and the worries of this life.  There is a great reason to be alert and prepared mentally for what is coming.


c.  The subject ‘it’ refers back to ‘that day’ at the beginning of the sentence.  ‘That day’ will come upon all people.  This tells us that this is a definite reference to the time prior to the return of Jesus as the Second Advent.  The fall of Jerusalem did not come upon ‘all those who live on the face of the earth.’  The events just prior to the Second Advent and the actual day of the Second Advent will come upon all those who live on the face of the earth.  Therefore, the phrase ‘that day’ cannot be applied to any other period of history other than the second advent of the Lord Jesus Christ at the end of the Tribulation.

2.  “those who live on the face of all the earth.”

a.  The Lord then qualifies who He means by the word ‘all.’  The ‘all’ or ‘everyone’ refers to those who live on the face of all the earth.  This refers to all people of every race, gender, nationality or culture.  This cannot and does not refer to the Jews alone.  This does not and cannot refer to believers alone.  This cannot and does not refer to unbelievers alone.


b.  This refers to every person living on the face of the entire earth.  There are no exceptions and nowhere to hide.  The second advent of the Lord Jesus Christ affects everyone, but it affects them in different ways.  Believers are delivered by the Second Advent.  Unbelievers are judged.


c.  There is only one way for unbelievers to be prepared for the Second Advent—they must believe in Christ before ‘that day’ comes.  There is only one way for believers to be prepared for the Second Advent—they must trust what the word of God has told them to do and continue doing it in faithfulness and love for the Lord.

3.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “The day will bring comprehensive judgment.  The danger to disciples is noted because of the day’s universal scope (Jer 48:43; 25:29; Rev 14:6).  Jesus notes that the day will come on all who dwell on the earth, a point that makes clear that end-time events are in view.”


b.  “During difficult times, it is easy to give up and start living like the unsaved world; and believers during the Tribulation period will face that temptation.  They must ‘watch and pray’ and resist the temptations around them, for they want to be ready when their Lord returns.”


c.  “The beginning of the tribulation will come as a snare to all men (Lk 21:35); i.e., no one will be able to predict it.”
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
