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

 is the adversative use of the postpositive conjunction DE, meaning “As for”
 plus the nominative subject from the second person plural personal pronoun SU, meaning “you,” referring to the disciples.  Next we have the second person plural present active indicative from the verb EIMI, which means “to be: you are.”


The present tense is an aoristic present, which emphasizes the present state of being as a fact.


The active voice indicates that the disciples produce the state of being something.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Then we have the predicate nominative from the second person masculine plural articular perfect active participle of the verb DIAMENW, which means “to continue in association with someone; to remain continually with someone Gal 2:5; to stand by someone Lk 22:28.”


The article is used as a relative pronoun with an embedded demonstrative pronoun, translated “those who.”


The perfect tense is a consummative perfect, which emphasizes the past, completed action of our Lord’s public ministry.  This can be translated by use of the English auxiliary verb “have.”


The active voice indicates that the eleven disciples have produced the action.


The participle is circumstantial.

This is followed by the preposition META plus the genitive of association from the first person singular personal pronoun EGW, meaning “with Me” or “by Me.”
“As for you, you are those who have stood by Me”
 is the preposition EN plus the locative of sphere from the masculine plural article, used as a possessive pronoun, and noun PEIRASMOS, meaning “in My  tests, trials or temptations.”

“in My trials;”
Lk 22:28 corrected translation
“As for you, you are those who have stood by Me in My trials;”
Explanation:
1.  “As for you, you are those who have stood by Me”

a.  Jesus quickly changes reference from Himself as the One among them who serves to the disciples, whom He says have stood by Him.


b.  When do we find them standing by Him?  They certainly weren’t with Him when He was tested by Satan in the desert.  That was before He began His public ministry and had called anyone to be a disciple.


c.  However, they were with Him on almost every occasion when the scribes, Pharisees or Sadducees made their verbal attacks on Him and set their verbal traps for Him.


d.  They were with Him when people asked Him to leave their district because all the demons went into the herd of pigs which committed suicide by running off a cliff into the Sea of Galilee.


e.  They were with Him, when everyone in Galilee turned away from Him and rejected Him (Jn 6:66).


f.  They were with Him when He was tired, exhausted, hungry, cold, thirsty and all the normal privations men suffer.


g.  The disciples stood by Him on every occasion throughout His entire public ministry until this night.  They were at His side through everything: the good, the bad, and the ugly.

2.  “in My trials;”

a.  Then Jesus qualifies the most important times, when the disciples stood by Him.  They stood by Him in His trials.  The word “trials” refers to all the difficult circumstances that happened to Him.  For example, the disciples stood by Jesus, when His own brothers didn’t believe in Him and His mother wanted Him to stop His ministry and come home.  They were with Him at the lowest point in His public ministry, Jn 6:66-67, “As a result of this many of His disciples went backwards and were no longer walking with Him.  Therefore Jesus said to the twelve, ‘You do not also want to go away, do you?’”  In addition, they were still at His side now, even though they have just learned that one of them is a traitor and will betray Him.


b.  It is easy to stand by someone in the good times, the easy times, the happy times.  But the Eleven have stood by Him when the going got tough.  Unfortunately, the going is about to get really tough and none of them will stand by Him.  Knowing this, Jesus will address the issue before it occurs, in order that they might know that in spite of their failure everything is going to turn out for the good in the end.

3.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “This is the tragedy of the situation when Jesus is facing the Cross with the traitor at the table and the rest chiefly concerned about their own primacy and dignity.”


b.  “In a comment unique to Luke, Jesus next commends His disciples’ constancy, a remark that serves to contrast the behavior of the Eleven with that of Judas.  They have continued with Him in trial.  This constancy includes the whole of Jesus’ ministry.  In the face of pressure, rejection, and opposition, they have continued to stand by Him.  Their constancy is now rewarded with greater responsibility.  This responsibility is given after Jesus has defined the service into which they come.  It illustrates that glory and reward follow sharing in the suffering of Jesus.”


c.  “In spite of their weaknesses and failures, the disciples had stood by Jesus during His earthly ministry, and God would honor them for their faithfulness.”
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
