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

 is the strong adversative conjunction ALLA, meaning “But” plus the adjunctive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “also.”  Then we have the nominative subject from the feminine plural noun GUNĒ and adjectival use of the indefinite pronoun TIS, meaning “some women.”  Next we have the preposition EK plus the ablative of the whole (or ablative of origin) from the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, meaning “from us.”  This is followed by the third person plural aorist active indicative from the verb EXISTĒMI, which means “to confuse, to amaze, or to astound.”


The aorist tense is a constative/historical aorist, which views the action in its entirety as a fact.


The active voice indicates that some women from us produced the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Then we have the accusative direct object from the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, meaning “us” and referring to the rest of the believers following Jesus.

“But also some women from us amazed us,”
 is the nominative feminine plural aorist deponent middle participle of the verb GINOMAI, which means “to be: being.”


The aorist tense is a constative aorist, which views the action in its entirety as a fact.


The active voice indicates that some women produced the action.


The participle is circumstantial.

Next we have the accusative direct object from the feminine plural adjective ORTHRINOS, which means “early in the morning.”
  Finally, we have the preposition EPI plus the accusative of place from the neuter singular article and noun MNĒMERION, meaning “at the tomb.”

“being at the tomb early in the morning,”
Lk 24:22 corrected translation
“But also some women from us amazed us, being at the tomb early in the morning,”
Explanation:
1.  “But also some women from us amazed us,”

a.  In contrast to all the things that these believers thought Jesus was going to do regarding the redemption of Israel and in contrast to Jesus’ condemnation and crucifixion Cleopas also explains that some of the women believers amazed, astounded and caused the other believers to wonder about something.


b.  The subject “some women” we know from the previous context refers to the women that went to the grave early in the morning (Mary Magdalene and the others).  The object “us” refers to the Eleven disciples plus these two men walking with Jesus plus other women that did not go to the grave (for example, Mary the mother of Jesus).


c.  The story that the women who went to the grave and reported back what they had seen and heard caused some people to wonder if it was true, to be amazed that angels were involved, to be astounded that no one could find the body of Jesus or that anyone would mess with the grave.  Different people would have their own varying reactions.

2.  “being at the tomb early in the morning,”

a.  This phrase is just a qualifying statement, providing their Fellow-Traveler with background information about when this happened.


b.  They add the fact that this took place early in the morning to insinuate that nothing could have happened before this time, since the previous day was a Sabbath—the Passover.  Jesus was buried just before the Sabbath begun and the first opportunity the women had to do anything to anoint the body wasn’t until daylight after the Sabbath.  So none of Jesus’ followers would even bother to go to the grave until the Sabbath was over and the first light of the following day.


c.  Not stated but also part of the background is that the tomb was closed by a rock slab that the women could not possibly move, and then was sealed by the Roman guard that the Jewish leaders had requested to make sure the body wasn’t stolen by any of Jesus’ believers with the claim that He rose from the dead.


d.  All this is well known to Jesus, and He has to be chuckling to Himself as He listens to Cleopas go on and on with his sad explanation.

3.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “Yet even death does not end the story, for events of the early morning extend the drama.  The pair summarizes what Luke recorded in 24:1–12.  Their reaction to these latest events is one of amazement.  When some of the women with the disciples went to the tomb, they did not find Jesus.  The travelers are not impressed by the women’s report, only astonished by it.  They represent perplexed doubters.  What had happened to Jesus’ body?  The recent news is also part of their discussion.”


b.  Commentaries virtually ignore this verse.  I could find nothing of value to add from them.
