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Luke 24:8



 is the continuative use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “And,” followed by the third person plural aorist passive indicative from the verb MIMNĒISKW, which means “to remember; to be reminded of.”


The aorist tense is a constative/historical aorist, which views the entire action as a fact.


The passive voice indicates that they received the action of being reminded.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Then we have the genitive of content from the neuter plural article and noun HRĒMA plus the possessive genitive from the third person masculine singular personal use of the intensive pronoun AUTOS, meaning “of His words, teachings.”

“And they were reminded of His words,”
Lk 24:8 corrected translation
“And they were reminded of His words,”
Explanation:
1.  “And they were reminded of His words,”

a.  As a result of the angel’s statement to the women, they were reminded by the angel of the previous predictions of Jesus.


b.  Compare the remembering of these women with what occurred to the disciples, when Jesus spoke these things:



(1)   Lk 18:34, “And yet they understood nothing of these things, that is, this statement was hidden from them, and so they did not comprehend the things being said.”


(2)  Mt 17:-23, “And they were deeply grieved.”



(3)  Lk 9:45, “But they did not understand this statement, and it was concealed from them so that they would not perceive it; and they were afraid to ask Him about this statement.”

c.  The angels were the active agents, causing the women to remember what Jesus had said.  The women were the passive agents, being reminded of what Jesus had said.

2.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “The women recall Jesus’ teaching and respond.   It is only the Lord’s teaching that is remembered as they take the first small step to faith.  The teaching is given before an empty tomb.  The context of Jesus’ earlier remarks is now clear.  The teaching that they recall is specifically about resurrection, the key point in this context.  If they take the reminder to heart and recognize the key point, there is hope.”


b.  “Today, the Spirit of God assists us to remember His Word (Jn 14:26).”


c.  “The great truth here for us is that the significance of the Resurrection is inseparable from Jesus’ prophetic word about his death and resurrection.  It is the Word of God that makes sense of everything.”
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
