“the [son] of Jacob,”
 is the genitive of relationship from the masculine singular article and the proper noun, which is an idiom with the ellipsis (deliberate omission) of the masculine singular noun HUIOS, meaning “the [son] of” plus the masculine singular proper noun ISAAK, transliterated as “Isaac.”

“the [son] of Isaac,”
 is the genitive of relationship from the masculine singular article and the proper noun, which is an idiom with the ellipsis (deliberate omission) of the masculine singular noun HUIOS, meaning “the [son] of” plus the masculine singular proper noun ABRAAM, transliterated as “Abraham.”

“the [son] of Abraham,”
 is the genitive of relationship from the masculine singular article and the proper noun, which is an idiom with the ellipsis (deliberate omission) of the masculine singular noun HUIOS, meaning “the [son] of” plus the masculine singular proper noun THARA, transliterated as “Terah.”

“the [son] of Terah,”
 is the genitive of relationship from the masculine singular article and the proper noun, which is an idiom with the ellipsis (deliberate omission) of the masculine singular noun HUIOS, meaning “the [son] of” plus the masculine singular proper noun NACHWR, transliterated as “Nahor.”

“the [son] of Nahor,”
Lk 3:34 corrected translation
“the [son] of Jacob, the [son] of Isaac, the [son] of Abraham, the [son] of Terah, the [son] of Nahor,”
Explanation:
1.  “the [son] of Jacob, the [son] of Isaac, the [son] of Abraham, the [son] of Terah, the [son] of Nahor,”

a.  Jacob is the son of Isaac and father of Juda.  He is the fifty-third generation from Joseph.


b.  Isaac is the son of Abraham and father of Jacob.  He is the fifty-fourth generation from Joseph.


c.  Abraham is the son of Terah and father of Isaac.  He is the fifty-fifth generation from Joseph.


d.  Terah is the son of Nahor and father of Abraham.  He is the fifty-sixth generation from Joseph.


e.  Nahor is the son of Serug and father of Terah.  He is the fifty-seventh generation from Joseph.

2.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “Jacob was the son of Isaac and Rebekah, as well as the twin brother of Esau (Gen 25:19–26).  He is called Israel in Gen 35:10, and the twelve tribes of Israel take their names from his twelve sons.  Luke mentions him in Lk 1:33; 13:28; and 20:37.  The listing of Jacob, Isaac, and Abraham agrees with Matt. 1:2.  Isaac was the long-awaited promised son of Abraham and Sarah (Gen 21:1–7).  His name also appears in 1 Chr 1:34.  Abraham was the patriarch of promise, who is the focus of Gen 12–25.  He is merely mentioned here, but the presence of his name alone is significant. Matthew’s list ends here.  Luke now moves beyond Matthew’s listing with the mention of Terah and Nahor.  The names running from Terah to Adam come from a combination of sources: Gen 11:10–26; 5:1–32; 1 Chr 1:1–26.  The names on the list are well known, as they come from the Book of Genesis with its account of the beginning of Israel’s history.  Terah is the father of Abraham in Gen 11:26–27.  His name also appears in Josh 24:2 and 1 Chr 1:26.  He was a Semite whose name may reflect the region from which he came.  Nahor probably bears the name of the region from which he came, the area of Naḫuru in Mesopotamia.  He is mentioned in Gen 11:22 and 1 Chr 1:26.”


b.  “Nahor is the name of Terah’s father and Terah’s son, brother of Abraham.  The most elementary facts about the older of the two Nahors appear in Gen 11:22–25.  His father was Serug, the seventh recorded generation from Noah. Nahor’s father was 30 years old when Nahor was born, and lived for 200 more years.  Nahor himself was 29 when he fathered Terah, the father of Abraham.  Nahor died at 148 years of age; thus he lived well into the life of Abraham.  The two genealogies where his name appears later offer no additional information (1 Chr 1:26; Lk 3:34).  The younger Nahor, a grandson of the older Nahor, also appears in Gen 11, but always in the shadow of his more famous brother Abraham.  We cannot be certain that Abraham was the oldest of the three brothers mentioned in verse 27.  Nahor married Milcah, the daughter of Haran, Nahor’s other brother (verse 29).  Gen 22:20–24 provides the names of Nahor’s twelve children—eight by Milcah his wife (his son Kemuel is called the father of Aram; this familial relationship accounts for the close relation between the Arameans and the Hebrews) and four by Reumah his concubine.  The purpose of these details is to point out that Rebekah, who later became Abraham’s daughter-in-law, was a granddaughter of Nahor.”
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
