“the [son] of Reu,”
 is the genitive of relationship from the masculine singular article and the proper noun, which is an idiom with the ellipsis (deliberate omission) of the masculine singular noun HUIOS, meaning “the [son] of” plus the masculine singular proper noun PHALEK, transliterated as “Peleg.”

“the [son] of Peleg,”
 is the genitive of relationship from the masculine singular article and the proper noun, which is an idiom with the ellipsis (deliberate omission) of the masculine singular noun HUIOS, meaning “the [son] of” plus the masculine singular proper noun EBER, transliterated as “Eber.”

“the [son] of Eber,”
 is the genitive of relationship from the masculine singular article and the proper noun, which is an idiom with the ellipsis (deliberate omission) of the masculine singular noun HUIOS, meaning “the [son] of” plus the masculine singular proper noun SALA, transliterated as “Shelah.”

Explanation:
1.  “the [son] of Serug, the [son] of Reu, the [son] of Peleg, the [son] of Eber, the [son] of Shelah,”

a.  Serug is the son of Reu and father of Nahor.  He is the fifty-eighth generation from Jospeh.


b.  Reu is the son of Peleg and father of Serug.  He is the fifty-ninth generation from Joseph.


c.  Peleg is the son of Eber and father of Reu.  He is the sixtieth generation from Joseph.


d.  Eber is the son of Shelah and father of Peleg.  He is the sixty-first generation from Jospeh.


e.  Shelah is the son of Cainan and father of Eber.  He is the sixty-second generation from Jospeh.

2.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “The sources for the names in this verse are largely confined to the two genealogical lists of Gen 11 and 1 Chr 1.  Serug is mentioned in Gen 11:20 and 1 Chr 1:26.  Reu appears in Gen 11:18 and 1 Chr 1:25.  Peleg appears in Gen 11:16 and 1 Chr 1:25.  Eber is mentioned in Gen 11:14; 10:24; and 1 Chr 1:25.  Shelah is noted in Gen 11:12; 10:24; and 1 Chr 1:24.  A variant reading of the name appeared in Lk 3:32.”


b.  Read Gen 11:12-23.  Gen 10:25 says about Peleg that “in his days the earth was divided,” which brings all kinds of speculation from commentators.
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
