 is the continuative use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “And,” followed by the third person singular future deponent middle indicative from the verb HORAW, which means “to see: will see.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what will take place.


The deponent middle voice is middle in form but active in meaning with the subject (all flesh) producing the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Then we have the nominative subject from the feminine singular adjective PAS and noun SARX, meaning “all flesh.”

“And all flesh will see”
 is the accusative direct object from the neuter singular article and adjective SWTĒRIOS, meaning “the salvation.”  Finally, we have the possessive genitive or ablative of source from the masculine singular article and noun THEOS, meaning “of God.”

“the salvation of God.”’”
Lk 3:6 corrected translation
“And all flesh will see the salvation of God.”’”
Explanation:
1.  “And all flesh will see”

a.  This statement concludes John the Baptist’s quote of the passage from Isa 40:3-5a and Isa 52:10.  The phrase “And all flesh will see” is the first half of Isa 40:5 and a paraphrase of the last statement in Isa 52:10, “that all the ends of the earth may see the salvation of our God.”


b.  The subject “all flesh” refers to all of mankind, both Jew and Gentile.  This statement is critical considering Luke is writing to a Greek/Roman Gentile.  This empirical evidence of God’s deliverance or salvation will occur at the second advent of the Lord Jesus Christ.  Every person on the fact of the earth will see the Light as He breaks forth through the supernatural darkness that covers the earth just before the second advent of Christ.  The entire earth will see Him and what He does to end the Jewish Age and Great Tribulation.

2.  “the salvation of God.”’”

a.  The salvation or deliverance of God refers specifically and literally to the deliverance of Israel and all believers from the devastating effects of the Great Tribulation at the second advent of Christ.  This salvation or deliverance also refers to the spiritual salvation and deliverance of all believers from the devastating effects of being in a physical body with spiritual death.


b.  The salvation/deliverance of God is the Lord Jesus Christ’s work to save and deliver His creation from the effects of Satan’s rulership of the world and man’s fall in the Garden of Eden.



(1)  Jesus Christ delivers all those who believe in Him from spiritual and physical death by providing regeneration, a new birth, the salvation of the human soul and body.




(a)  Acts 2:21, “And it shall be [that] everyone who calls on the person of the Lord will be saved.”




(b)  Acts 16:31, “Then they said, ‘Believe in the Lord Jesus, and so you and your household will be saved.’”




(c)  Rom 10:13, “For ‘whoever will call upon the name of the Lord will be saved.’”




(d)  1 Cor 3:15, “If the work of any person is completely burned up, he will suffer loss, but he himself will be saved, but [he will be saved] in this manner as through fire.”




(e)  2 Cor 1:9-10, “But we ourselves had the verdict of death against ourselves, so that we might not depend on ourselves but on God, who raises the dead, who rescued us from so great a danger of death and will deliver [us], in Whom we have absolute confidence.  Indeed He will yet deliver [us],”




(f)  Col 1:13, “Who has delivered us from the authority [power, domain] of darkness and transferred us into the kingdom of the Son of His love.”




(g)  Jam 1:21, “Therefore, having removed all pollution and the surplus of wickedness, in the state of humility receive the implanted Word, which keeps on being able to deliver your souls.”




(h)  1 Pet 1:5, “who are guarded by the power of God through faith resulting in a deliverance [which is] ready to be revealed in the last time.”




(i)  Rev 19:1, “After these things I heard what sounded like the loud sound of a huge throng in heaven saying, ‘Praise the Lord.  Salvation [deliverance] and glory and power belong to our God,’”



(2)  Jesus Christ delivers Israel from the armies surrounding and attacking the remnant of believers by killing all the solders of the kings of the west, east, south, and north.  Rev 19:17-21, “And then I saw a single angel standing in the sunlight; and he shouted with a loud voice, saying to all the birds which fly in mid-heaven, ‘Come, be gathered to the great feast from God, in order that you may eat the corpses of kings and the corpses of general officers and the corpses of the mighty [field grade officers], and the corpses of horses and those who sit on them [mechanized soldiers], in fact the corpses of all, both free [volunteers] and slaves [draftees], both small [enlisted soldiers] and great [officers]’.  And then I saw the beast and the kings of the earth and their armies, having been assembled for the purpose of making war against the One who sits on the horse and against His army.  And then the beast was seized, and with him the false prophet, who performed miracles in his presence, by which he deceived those who received the mark of the beast and those who worshipped his image.  Although being alive, these two were thrown into the lake of fire which burns with sulfur.  And then the rest were killed with the broadsword which came out of the mouth of the One who sat on the horse, and all the birds were gorged with their corpses.”



(3)  Jesus Christ delivers the world of believers from all unbelievers by the baptism of fire after the second advent of Christ.  This is the judgment of all unbelievers, who are removed from the earth prior to the beginning of our Lord’s millennial reign on earth.  Lk 3:16-17, “John answered and said to them all, ‘As for me, I baptize you with water; but One is coming who is mightier than I, and I am not fit to untie the thong of His sandals; He will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and fire.  His winnowing fork is in His hand to thoroughly clear His threshing floor, and to gather the wheat into His barn; but He will burn up the chaff with unquenchable fire.’”  Mt 25:31‑46.


(4)  Jesus Christ delivers the world of animals and plants that He has created from the devastating effects of man’s fall.  Rom 8:21, “Because the creation itself also shall be set free from the slavery to corruption and decay for the purpose of the freedom of the glory of the children of God.  Indeed we know that the entire material creation groans along with [us] and suffers agony together with [us] until now.”

3.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “Luke concludes the citation with a focus on all people.  This conclusion is crucial for him and is a major reason for citing a longer portion of Isa 40.  The reference to ‘salvation’ reflects the LXX and replaces the Masoretic Text’s reference to the glory of God.  The LXX’s rendering, which Luke follows, may have been motivated by a desire to show how God’s glory is manifested; that is, God’s glory is seen in his salvation. [More likely it is the text Theophilus would have been familiar with rather than the Hebrew.]  God’s display of salvation before all…is a fundamental concern of his book.  Putting the entire Isaiah quotation together, one sees that John calls the humble to prepare for God’s powerful coming.  After John’s ministry comes a manifestation of power, the salvation of God.  As Lk 2:30 shows, God’s salvation resides in Jesus.  This salvation is available to all (Lk 2:31–32).  While the people are called to prepare in Lk 3:4 for God’s salvation, in Lk 2:31 God prepares salvation for them in a special person (Acts 28:28).  Is Luke directly responsible for the lengthening of the Isaiah citation?  Most [commentators] see Luke’s interest in the universality of salvation as sufficient reason for arguing that he is the source of the expansion [how about we give credit to the inspiration of the Holy Spirit?]  Nowhere else do we see Luke expanding Synoptic material using the OT.  The question is complex since the citation that Luke uses does not seem to be from his own hand.  The question is this: Did the full Isa 40 citation come as part of a tradition associated with John the Baptist?  There is no way to answer the question.  It is possible that Luke came in contact with traditional materials that Matthew or Mark lacked. It is possible he made the association himself. What is clear is that only Luke develops the Isa 40 citation so fully.”


b.  “The scope of God’s salvation is again identified in a universal way.  John’s ministry may be more narrowly directed to Israel, but it is part of God’s larger project of bringing redemption to all humanity.”


c.  “From the beginning of Luke, alongside the emphasis on the Jewish origin of the Christian movement, were foreshadowings of the mission to come.  The announcement to the shepherds was that the gospel would be ‘to all the people’ (Lk 2:10).  Simeon celebrated God’s salvation of ‘all peoples’ (2:25–32).  John the Baptist, citing Isa 40, described the coming of the Lord: ‘and all flesh shall see the salvation of God’.”


d.  “The writer makes plain at the outset of Jesus’ ministry that He had a universal message.”
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
