 is the additive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “And,” followed by the nominative subject from the masculine singular adjective PAS plus the article and noun OCHLOS, meaning “all the people; the entire crowd.”  Then we have the third person plural imperfect active indicative from the verb ZĒTEW, which means “to seek; to try.”


The imperfect tense is a descriptive imperfect, which describes a continuous, past action without reference to its conclusion.


The active voice indicates that all the people were producing the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

This is followed by the present middle infinitive from the verb HAPTW, which means “to touch.”


The present tense is a descriptive present, describing what was occurring at that time.


The middle voice is an indirect or dynamic middle, which emphasizes the personal responsibility of the subject(s) in producing the action.


The infinitive is a complementary infinitive, which completes the meaning of the main verb.

Then we have the objective genitive from the third person masculine singular personal use of the intensive pronoun AUTOS, meaning “Him” and referring to Jesus.

“And all the people were trying to touch Him,”
 is the causal use of the conjunction HOTI, meaning “because,” followed by the nominative subject from the feminine singular noun DUNAMIS, meaning “power.”  Then we have the preposition PARA plus the ablative of origin from the third person masculine singular personal use of the intensive pronoun AUTOS, meaning “from Him” and referring to Jesus.  This is followed by the third person singular imperfect deponent middle/passive indicative from the verb EXERCHOMAI, which means “to go out; to come out.”


The imperfect tense is a descriptive/durative imperfect, which describes a continuous, past action without reference to its conclusion.


The deponent middle/passive voice is middle/passive in form but active in meaning with the subject (power) producing the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

“because power was coming out from Him”
 is the additive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and,” followed by the third person singular imperfect deponent middle/passive indicative from the verb IAOMAI, which means “to heal.”


The imperfect tense is a descriptive imperfect, which describes a continuous, past action without reference to its conclusion.


The deponent middle/passive voice is middle/passive in form but active in meaning with the subject (power) producing the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Finally, we have the accusative direct object from the masculine plural adjective PAS, meaning “all; everyone.”

“and healing everyone.”
Lk 6:19 corrected translation
“And all the people were trying to touch Him, because power was coming out from Him and healing everyone.”
Explanation:
1.  “And all the people were trying to touch Him,”

a.  Luke continues the story of one of Jesus’ famous sermons or teachings by telling us what was happening prior to Jesus beginning to teach.  All the people who came from Judea, Jerusalem, Tyre and Sidon, who had some sort of disease or demon possession (or demon induced illness) were trying to just touch Jesus in order to be healed.


b.  This is Luke’s second mention of people being able to be healed by simply touching Jesus, (Lk 5:17, “And it happened during one of the days that He was teaching that Pharisees and teachers of the Law were sitting [there], who had come from every village of Galilee and Judea and Jerusalem; and the power of the Lord was His for the purpose of healing.”)  However, the implication of this passage is that it wasn’t always the case that a person was healed by touching Jesus.  It may have been the case, but it is not directly stated anywhere in the gospels that people were always healed by touching Him.  So it may have been that this type of healing only occurred on this occasion or possibly others, but not necessarily all the time.  We really don’t know.


c.  Apparently someone must have come up to touch just not thinking that they would be healed, but they were.  In their joy and astonishment word quickly spread to others like wildfire and many rushed to just touch Jesus and be healed.  It should be noted that this passage doesn’t say that Jesus touched those needing to be healed.  He may have done so, but the emphasis is on the volition of those coming to Jesus to touch Him.  They are producing the action from their own free will, which is clearly a demonstration of their belief that they can be healed by simply touching Him.


d.  Another interesting note here is the statement that “all” were trying to touch Him to be healed, which implies that even those who didn’t know they had an illness or disease were touching Him just to make sure they were healed of something they didn’t know they had.



(1)  Mk 3:10, “for He had healed many, with the result that all those who had diseases pressed upon Him in order to touch Him.”


(2)  Mk 6:56, “And wherever He entered into villages, or into cities, or into farming areas, they were laying the sick in the marketplaces, and they kept imploring Him in order that they might just touch the border of His cloak; and as many as touched it were restored to health.”


(3)  Mk 8:22, “And they came to Bethsaida.  And they brought a blind man to Him and implored Him, in order that He might touch him.”



(4)  Mt 14:36, “and they implored Him that they might just touch the fringe of His cloak; and as many as touched it were cured.”

2.  “because power was coming out from Him”

a.  Luke then states the reason why these people were doing this—because divine, supernatural, healing power was coming out from Him.  The power that was coming out from Him was the omnipotent power to create.  Jesus was creating wholeness, wellness, and power over demons.


b.  Did Jesus run out of power like a battery?  No, His power is infinite.  Power could go forth from Him constantly without end.  He never needs to recharge His batteries.  The power coming out of Him was the power to heal, the power to create, the power over demon forces of evil.  Imagine what this power will be like for people during the millennial reign of Jesus?  There will be no demon forces on earth for Him to exorcise.  Human disease and illness will cease to exist under perfect environment.  So the only thing Jesus will be able to heal will be someone who gets accidentally hurt (for example, someone accidentally breaking a bone, or burning themselves) or a non-resurrected believer who is assaulted/murdered by an unbeliever.
3.  “and healing everyone.”

a.  Luke then adds the summary of all this action—everyone is healed.  Think of it, not a single person in all those thousands had a single thing wrong with them, when they got done touching Jesus.  There was not a single physical or mental thing wrong with any of them.  They were all left in perfect health with no demons bothering them.


b.  Also note that this included “everyone”: Jew, Gentile, males, females, children, slaves, freemen, tax collectors, sinners, even the scribes and Pharisees, if they chose to participate.  Jesus didn’t hold back His grace from anyone.  Just as eternal salvation was a free gift to anyone who believed, so complete healing was a free gift to anyone who wanted it.


c.  With everyone feeling the best they had ever felt and with the forces of Satan vanquished and driven out, all these people were now ready to hear the clear, accurate, and wonderful teaching of the word of God.

4.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “It was at a time of surpassing dynamic spiritual energy when Jesus delivered this greatest of all sermons so far as they are reported to us.  The very air was electric with spiritual power.”


b.  “Jesus’ ministry was causing quite a crush, since all those seeking healing wished to avail themselves of the power that they recognized as part of His ministry.  The power appears to be related to His special position as the one anointed with the Spirit.  Jesus heals all who come to him, even though their desire to touch Him may indicate a perception that Jesus has magical powers that can be released only upon coming into contact with Him.  Jesus honors a seed of faith that is even slightly misguided.  Thus, as Jesus prepares to address the crowd, three groups are present: apostles, disciples, and the people.  They all can hear what he has to say.  Jesus does not limit his teaching to insiders only.  He will teach all who will hear, so the walk with God is made clear to anyone.  The teaching counters the people’s focus on healing.  God heals and gives graciously, but a walk with God involves serving God, as the sermon will show.  One comes to God not just to receive from Him, but to respond to Him.  With the end of this summary, Luke begins to narrate a sequence of events (in 6:20–8:3) that has no explicit parallel in Mark.  Most of these events are paralleled in Mt 7 or Mt 11.  Only Lk 7:11–17 and 8:1–3 have no parallel in Matthew, and Lk 7:36–50 is not narrated in the setting where Matthew has it (Mt 26:6–13) and thus is probably also without a true parallel.  Thus, it is clear that Luke is doing his own arranging in presenting these additional features of Jesus’ ministry.”


c.  “Before He preached this great sermon, He took time to heal many needy people.  This was a demonstration of both His power and His compassion.  It was also a reminder to His newly appointed assistants that their job was to share His love and power with a needy world.”


d.  “For Luke the foe of redemptive wholeness is the devil.  That the diabolic is being overcome in Jesus’ ministry is intimated by Luke’s final comment: He healed them all.”


e.  “Jesus evidently allowed healing to result in those who merely touched Him, as He did at certain other times.  The press of the people must have become frantic.  Yet Jesus’ healing power was not the centerpiece of the day.  Rather, it was the prelude to something far greater—namely, the Sermon on the Plain.”


f.  “Superstitious their belief may have been, but God accepted it, and His power went out from Jesus and healed them all.  Thus the gospel is already presented in deed and word to those from whom some response is later to be demanded (verses 20-23, and 27-45).”


g.  “When Jesus now preached His great sermon to them, there was not a single sufferer in the entire audience that waited on Jesus’ words.”
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
