 is the continuative use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “And” plus the temporal adverb EUTHUS, meaning “immediately.”  Then we have the third person singular aorist active indicative from the verb APERCHOMAI, which means “to leave, depart, or go away.”

The aorist tense is a constative/historical aorist, which views the action in its entirety as a fact.


The active voice indicates that the leprosy produced the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

This is followed by the preposition APO plus the ablative of separation from the third person masculine singular personal use of the intensive pronoun AUTOS, meaning “from him.”  Then we have the nominative subject from the feminine singular article and noun LEPRA, meaning “leprosy.”

“And immediately the leprosy went away from him”
 is the continuative use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and” plus the third person singular aorist passive indicative from the verb KATHARIZW, which means “to be cleansed.”

The aorist tense is a constative/historical aorist, which views the action in its entirety as a fact.


The passive voice indicates that the man received the action of being cleansed.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

“and he was cleansed.”
Mk 1:42 corrected translation
“And immediately the leprosy went away from him and he was cleansed.”
Explanation:
1.  “And immediately the leprosy went away from him”

a.  Mark continues the story by telling us what happened immediately after Jesus touched the leper and said, “I am willing; be cleansed.”  The leprosy left the leper immediately, just as the demon left the man in the synagogue immediately.

b.  The immaterial demon obeyed Jesus; and now the material disease obeyed Jesus.  The leper’s skin was restored to the perfection God had intended it to be.  The man did not have a single spot or blemish.  He had the perfect skin of a magazine air-brushed model.
2.  “and he was cleansed.”

a.  In addition to the leprosy going away from or leaving the man, he was also cleansed from all other defects and diseases.  There was nothing wrong with the man.  He was restored to perfect health.  God deals in perfection.  When God fixes something, it is completely and thoroughly fixed.

b.  God didn’t leave the man in a partially healthy state of being.  The man was completed cleansed physically, just as he was completely cleansed spiritually by believing in Christ.  The Lord Jesus Christ gave the man a brand new start in life with a totally healthy body in which to enjoy that new life.  The Lord never partially healed anyone.  His healings were total and permanent.  The diseases did not return.
3.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “As with the fever, so with the leprosy: it was gone instantly!”


b.  “It was immediate, complete, visible to all who saw him.”


c.  “The traditions about Jesus record various accounts of Jesus’ acts of delivering people from forms of physical, spiritual/psychic, and demonic/cosmic bondage to a condition of restored wholeness and soundness (Mk 1:40-45; 2:1-12; 5:1-20, 34; 10:52; Lk 7:50; 17:19; Jn 9; 12:3-7).”


d.  “While the extent  of the man’s disfigurement cannot be known, an immediately visible cure is extraordinary.  The vivid anthropomorphism (‘the leprosy went out from him’) suggests that the symptoms of the disease could be seen to vanish, leaving the man visibly ‘clean’.  Jesus’ healings are immediate, and even the disfigurement of leprosy is no exception.”


e.  “The flesh that was eaten away, the fingers and the toe joints that had dropped off, the raw sores that were spreading over the body were instantly restored sound and whole.  All modern ‘healing’ fades into nothing beside this omnipotent deed of Jesus.” 
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
