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

 is the second person plural present passive imperative from the verb EGEIRW, which means “to rise up, raise up, wake up; get up! Mt 26:46; Mk 14:42; Jn 14:31.”


The present tense is a descriptive and customary present for an action that is expected to occur right now.


The passive voice indicates that the three disciples are expected to produce the action.


The imperative mood is a command.

Then we have the first person singular present active subjunctive from the verb AGW, which means “to lead; to go.”


The present tense is a descriptive present for an action that is to happen right now.


The active voice indicates that Jesus and the three disciples are to produce the action.


The subjunctive mood is a hortatory subjunctive, in which the speaker invites that listeners to join Him in a course of action.  This is typically translated “let us….”
“Get up, let us be going;”
 is the particle of attention IDOU, which means “behold; notice, pay attention, etc.”  Then we have the nominative masculine singular articular present active participle of the verb PARADIDWMI, which means “to deliver over; to betray.”


The article functions as a relative pronoun, translated “the one who.”


The present tense is a descriptive present for what is now going on or happening.


The active voice indicates that Judas is producing the action.


The participle is circumstantial.

This is followed by the accusative direct object from the first person singular personal pronoun EGW, which means “Me” and refers to Jesus.  Finally, we have the third person singular perfect active indicative from the verb EGGIZW, which means “to draw near, come near, approach: 
‘My betrayer is near’ Mt 26:46; Mk 14:42; thief Lk 12:33; the tribune Acts 21:33; blind man Lk 18:40; Jesus 19:41; 24:15.”


The perfect tense is an intensive perfect, which emphasizes the present state as a result of a past action.


The active voice indicates that Judas produces the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact and reality.

“behold, the one who betrays Me is near!’”
Mk 14:42 corrected translation
“Get up, let us be going; behold, the one who betrays Me is near!’”
Explanation:
1.  “Get up, let us be going;”

a.  Jesus continues by telling the three disciples to get up.  They have been laying on the ground asleep, instead of watching and praying as Jesus has asked them to do.  Judas is at hand with the temple guards and Roman soldiers.  Therefore the disciples need to be in a position to move to the defense of Jesus or flee from those intending to arrest Jesus and them.  Laying on the ground is no position to be in at this time.


b.  The Lord then states the reason for getting up now.  It is time to go.  Jesus isn’t going to go far.  They will take Him back into Jerusalem.  The disciples will flee in the opposite direction—probably back to Bethany, which is the only other they could go and find friends to hide and/or protect them.  The exception will be Peter and John, who will follow Jesus at a distance to see what happens to Him.  But for right now Jesus, Peter, James and John are only going to go as far as the entrance to the garden of Gethsemane, where the rest of the disciples are asleep.

2.  “behold, the one who betrays Me is near!’”

a.  The Lord then bids the disciples to notice who is coming—none other than the one who betrays Jesus—Judas Iscariot.


b.  From the location of the garden of Gethsemane on the western side of the hill of olive trees, Jesus could see the contingent coming to arrest Him.  Remember that it was the middle of the night (around 3-5 a.m.) and pitch dark.  The contingent coming to arrest Him were carrying torches to light their way.  This light could easily be seen coming from the across the Kidron valley as they left the east gate of Jerusalem.  They could be seen coming through the valley below and up the hill to the garden.  As they were getting closer to Him, our Lord moves forward to engage the enemy.  There is no fear in His soul.


c.  And notice that our Lord takes His disciples with Him to meet His betrayer.  He wants them to witness the events about to take place.  He does not send them away to safety as the arresting guards and soldiers come nearer.  The Lord is going to protect His disciples even though He will lead them into a dangerous situation.  They are in no danger even though in a dangerous situation.


d.  Jesus knew He was about to be betrayed and allowed it to take place.  He didn’t run away from the Father’s plan and will, but moved forward to meet it.  He had truly passed the testing in the garden and was now on the offensive against Satan and his minions.

3.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “The disciples were still lying on the ground.  Our Lord was standing.  Judas and his party were approaching.  Jesus went out to meet them.  The words ‘let us go’ meant let us go to meet Judas and those with him.  They did not mean that our Lord was contemplating flight.  This was His hour and He was there to meet it.”


b.  “Instead of fleeing, Jesus and the three disciples (no doubt now joined by the other eight) advanced to meet Judas.  The issue that prompted Jesus’ prayer had been settled.”


c.  “The infamous behavior of Judas in betraying Jesus to the leaders in Israel, fills us with indignation, that one so favored could behave so abominably.  But it was simply the exemplification of what is in all our hearts, unrestrained by divine grace. Jesus bore it all with quiet dignity and with no evidence of anger or ill-will to the one who was treating Him so wickedly.”


d.  “Mt 26:46 [parallel passage to Mk 14:42] indicates that Jesus went forward to meet His betrayer.  It is clear that Jesus was the only person who was calm and in control of Himself; this calm must be contrasted with the incomprehensible anguish of the spiritual battle in Gethsemane.  What a Man!  Jesus was left absolutely alone.  He got absolutely no assistance from mankind in providing salvation; salvation is purely a demonstration of God’s grace, and man contributed not an atom towards it.  There is one further aspect of our Lord going forward out of the enclosed Garden of Gethsemane that we need to admire, for in so doing He led His disciples out of the trap they were in when the arresting posse came on the scene; He thus made their subsequent escape possible.”


e.  “Without the help of Judas, the priests would never have been able to find Jesus among the many groups camped around Jerusalem that night.  Those who have seen the crowds of pilgrims camped around temples at a Hindu festival will understand.  Even if they had found the place, they would never have been able to find Jesus himself in the darkness.”


f.  “Just as rebellion in a garden brought Death’s reign over man (Gen 3:1-19), submission in Gethsemane reversed that pattern of rebellion and sets in motion a sequence of events which defeated Death itself (Heb 5:7-10).”
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
