JESUS’ POST-RESURRECTION APPEARANCES
The New Testament reports of Jesus Christ’s resurrection depict the confusion, bewilderment, excitement, turmoil, terror, skepticism, and the many other emotions one would expect such a singular event to generate.  The reports we have of Jesus Christ’s post-resurrection appearances reveal that He manifest Himself five times on the day of His resurrection, and then at least six times thereafter.
