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 is the continuative use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “And,” followed by the nominative feminine singular aorist active participle of the verb APERCHOMAI, which means “to go away; to depart.”


The aorist tense is a constative/historical aorist, which views the entire past action as a fact.


The active voice indicates that the woman produced the action.


The participle is temporal and precedes the action of the main verb.  It can be translated “after going away.”

Then we have the preposition EIS plus the accusative of place from the masculine singular article and noun OIKOS plus the possessive genitive from the third person feminine singular personal use of the intensive pronoun AUTOS, meaning “to her house.”

“And after going away to her house,”
 is the third person singular aorist active indicative from the verb EURISKW, which means “to find: she found.”


The aorist tense is a constative/historical aorist, which views the entire past action as a fact.


The active voice indicates that produced the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Then we have the accusative direct object from the neuter singular article and noun PAIDION, meaning “the child.”  This is followed by the accusative neuter singular perfect passive participle of the verb BALLW, which means “to throw; of physical disability lying Mt 9:2; Mk 7:30.”


The perfect tense is an intensive perfect, which emphasizes the present state of being as a result of a past, completed action.


The passive voice indicates that the child received the action.


The participle is circumstantial.

Then we have the preposition EPI plus the accusative of place from the feminine singular article, used as a personal pronoun, and noun KLINĒ, meaning “on her bed.”
“she found the child lying on her bed,”
 is the additive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and,” followed by the accusative absolute construction in which the noun in the accusative functions as the ‘subject’ of a participle in the accusative, which functions like a finite verb.  The ‘subject’ here is the accusative neuter singular from the article and noun DAIMONION, meaning “the demon.”  With this we have the accusative neuter singular perfect active participle of the verb EXERCHOMAI, which means “to go out; to leave; to depart.”


The perfect tense is a consummative perfect, which emphasizes the past, completed action.  This can be translated by use of the English auxiliary verb “having.”


The active voice indicates that the demon produced the action.


The participle is circumstantial and functions like a finite verb in the accusative absolute construction.

“and the demon having gone out.”
Mk 7:30 corrected translation
“And after going away to her house, she found the child lying on her bed, and the demon having gone out.”
Explanation:
1.  “And after going away to her house,”

a.  Mark concludes this story by telling us what happened when the woman returned to her home.


b.  Notice that she willingly obeyed Jesus’ command to “go” without bothering Him any further.  Her faith believed what He had said, and she left with the confidence that what He said was true—the demon was gone from her daughter.


c.  The manner of her going is not described by Mark or Matthew, but we can imagine that she ran home to her daughter as fast as she could.

2.  “she found the child lying on her bed,”

a.  Arriving at home, the woman found the child lying on her bed.  The child wasn’t sick, ill, or slowly recovering.  Like all little children at some point in the day, she was taking a nap, getting ready to, or had just awakened from a nap.


b.  The point here is that the child was safe and sound at home and in bed.  Nothing bad or evil had happened to her during her mother’s absence.


c.  A question naturally arises here: ‘How did Mark find out what happened at the woman’s home?’  We have no clue.  One of the disciples might have gone with her, but that is unlikely.  Other people from the crowd probably went with her and then returned to where Jesus was staying to report to the crowd that the child had been healed.  That news then spread to those in the house, including the disciples.  Mark would then have been told this story by Peter.

3.  “and the demon having gone out.”

a.  Mark’s final conclusion is the great result of the grace and love of God, the demon had departed from the daughter (never to return).


b.  Behind this statement is the joy of child, having been healed, the joy of the mother who dearly loved her daughter, the joy of Jesus at the knowledge of helping the helpless, the awe of the disciples and crowd at the ability of Jesus to command demons and heal at a distance without even speaking a word, and another defeat for Satan in the angelic conflict.

4.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “This was her crumb from the children’s table.  The perfect active participle expresses the state of completion.  The demon was gone for good.”


b.  “The perfect tense is used again, showing the permanency of the cure.  Again, the use of the perfect [tense in the second verb] shows that the relaxed, resting position of the girl, was indicative of a complete cure.”


c.  “Hastening to her home, doubtless with a glad heart and with eager expectation as she entered the house, she found her daughter lying quietly upon the bed, the demon having left her.”


d.  “Mark 7:30 indicates that the woman returned to give thanks [no it doesn’t], for surely that is the easiest explanation for how Peter was able to tell Mark to report this (and for Matthew to record ‘she was healed from that hour’).  [No, it can also be easily explained if someone in the crowd went with the woman and returned to inform the crowd and disciples.]  The gospel had found a ready and courteous acceptance in Gentile territory—a welcome contrast to the opposition in Galilee.  By the conclusion of this episode Jesus had demonstrated to His disciples the depth of the faith of which Gentiles are capable.  Tired as they were, they had just received a valuable first lesson on ministry to Gentiles, as well as one on a selfless attitude towards ministry.  Two little details, but important, are easily overlooked.  First, this foray into Gentile territory started with an attack on the devil.  Jesus served notice on Satan that his Gentile stronghold had been invaded for the second time!  [The first was the healing of the demon possessed men in Gadarene.]  Second, the lady of the story’s first approach styling Jesus ‘Son of David’ indicates that it was widespread knowledge that Jesus had the legal right to David’s throne.  The Gospels have no record of this fact ever being contested, yet if it were contestable it would have been the simplest and most devastating rebuttal of Jesus’ claims to the Messiah’s office.”


e.  “The woman hurried home as Jesus bade her do.  Her faith knew what she would find.  No pagan remedies had helped, but the assurance on the part of Jesus gave her certainty and joy.  Because the girl is lying thus some think that she was still weak and exhausted, but this is not the way in which Jesus heals and helps.  The child was resting.  While she was under the power of the demon she was, no doubt, driven about and robbed of rest.  The very sight of her lying quietly assured the mother that the child was free.”
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
