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Matthew 10:30



 is the adversative use of the postpositive conjunction DE, meaning “However” plus the ascensive or adverbial use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “even.”  With this we have the nominative subject from the feminine plural article and noun THRIX plus the adjective PAS, meaning “all the hairs.”  Then we have the possessive genitive from the second person plural personal pronoun SU with the genitive of identity from the feminine singular article and noun KEPHALĒ, meaning “of your head.”

“However, even all the hairs of your head”
 is the nominative feminine plural perfect passive participle of the verb ARITHNEW, which means “to number.”  With this we have the third person plural present active indicative of the verb EIMI, meaning “to be: are” and forming a periphrastic construction.


The present and perfect tenses combine to indicate a present state of being that was accomplished in the past.


The passive and active voices combine to indicate that all the hairs of our head have received the action of being numbered.


The indicative mood and participle combine to declare a simple statement of fact.

“are numbered.”
Mt 10:30 corrected translation
“However, even all the hairs of your head are numbered.”
Explanation:
1.  “However, even all the hairs of your head”

a.  In contrast to the value of the sparrows and God’s plan for their lives and when they should die, there is an even more significant knowledge and consent of God the Father with regard to believers.


b.  Every minute detail of our lives matters to God the Father, right down to the number of hairs on our head that we start and end with.  God knows every detail of our life and take care of us along that path.


c.  God has a plan for our life and it is a very detailed plan.  Nothing is overlooked.  God knows the end from the beginning and every possibility that could have occurred but did not occur.  He knows why we make every decision we make and He is intimately involved in every action we take.  We are not alone.  In fact, we have overwhelming support from all three members of the Trinity.


d.  If God the Father knows all the hairs of our head, how much more does He know the thoughts and intents of our heart?  The kind of knowledge mentioned here is a knowledge related to our Father’s care and protection of us at all times under all circumstances.

2.  “are numbered.”

a.  Does God need to count our hairs?  No, He just knows them as a function of His omniscience.  He knows when the number goes up and the number goes down.  The number is in constant flux and He knows every change that occurs.


b.  The point of this numbering is that He keeps track of all the details of our life right down to the moment we should die and be face to face with our Lord.


c.  God is not surprised by our death, and neither should we be.  Our life and death are matters that have to be entrusted to Him and left in His hands.  Therefore, the apostles are receiving a divine guarantee from the Lord Jesus Christ that God the Father will protect them and watch over every detail of their missionary journey.  They have nothing to fear from anyone or anything, especially concern about their life.

3.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “God is concerned about all of the details of our lives.  Even the hairs of our head are numbered—not ‘counted’ in a total, but numbered individually!  God sees the sparrow fall to the ground, and God sees when a hair falls from the head of one of His children.  When He protects His own, He protects them down to the individual hairs (Lk 21:18).  There is no need for us to fear when God is exercising such wonderful care over us.”


b.  “If God is interested in the smallest of His created beings, He is also interested in the smallest details of the people He has made in His own image.  Your comes first in the sentence and puts some emphasis on people in contrast to birds, a contrast that is strengthened with But.  It scarcely seems to matter how many hairs we have on our heads (and we certainly do not have that information ourselves).  The word order emphasizes that the Father has complete knowledge of the most insignificant information about each one of His children.”


c.  “This illustration exemplifies the infinite extent of God’s provident care.”
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
