 is the adverb of manner HOUTWS, which means “So; Thus; In this manner.”  Then we have the third person singular future active indicative of the verb EIMI, meaning “to be: it will be.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what will take place.


The active voice indicates that the situation previously described will produce the state of existing in the manner described.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

This is followed by the preposition EN plus the locative of time from the feminine singular article and noun SUNTELEIA plus the descriptive genitive or genitive of identity (or possibly the possessive genitive) from the masculine singular article and noun AIWN, meaning “at the end of the age.”

“So it will be at the end of the age;”
 is the third person plural future deponent indicative of the verb EXERCHOMAI, which means “to come out; to come forth.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what will take place.


The deponent middle voice is middle in form but active in meaning with the subject (the elect angels) producing the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Then we have the nominative subject from the masculine plural article and noun AGGELOS, meaning “the angels.”

“the angels will come forth”
 is the additive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and,” followed by the third person plural future active indicative of the verb APHORIZW, which means “to take out; to separate.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what will take place.


The active voice indicates that the angels will produce the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Next we have the accusative direct object from the masculine plural article and adjective PONĒROS, meaning “the evildoers.”
  Then we have the preposition EK plus the ablative of separation from the neuter singular adjective MESOS, meaning “from the middle” or “from the midst.”  Finally, we have the genitive of identity from the masculine plural article and adjective DIKAIOS, meaning “of the righteous.”

“and will take out the evildoers from the midst of the righteous,”
Mt 13:49 corrected translation
“So it will be at the end of the age; the angels will come forth and will take out the evildoers from the midst of the righteous,”
Explanation:
1.  “So it will be at the end of the age;”

a.  The word “So” indicates a summary conclusion related to the fact that the believers will be gathered; however, the bad will be thrown out.  Jesus then indicates that this separation of believers and unbelievers will occur at the end of the Jewish Age.  This cannot refer to the end of the Church Age, because the angels have no part in the resurrection of the Church to meet the Lord in the air at the end of the Church Age.  Indeed, the Church Age does not yet exist, and the disciples to whom Jesus is speaking have no idea that there will be another Age inserted into history.  All they know is that Daniel’s seventieth week should already be underway.


b.  The ‘end of the age’ is the end of Daniel’s seventieth week as a part of the prophecy that foretold that there would be seventy weeks (490) years until the coming of Messiah.  That seventieth week is the seven years (each day represents a year) of the Tribulation, the last seven years of the Jewish Age until the coming of Messiah at His second advent.


c.  So the separation of believers from unbelievers at the end of the Tribulation will be done by the elect angels as a part of the regathering of Israel and the deliverance of all believers (Jews and Gentiles) from the rule of the Antichrist.

2.  “the angels will come forth”

a.  These angels are the elect angels.  They come forth from heaven, where they have been awaiting the command of the Lord Jesus Christ during the Tribulation to put an end to the suffering and danger to believers—those without the mark of the beast on their hand or forehead.


b.  Fallen angels have no intention of trying to deliver any believer.  In fact, Satan’s desire and plan is to attempt the complete annihilation of all believers before the second advent of Christ.

3.  “and will take out the evildoers from the midst of the righteous,”

a.  The mission of the elect angels is now stated.  Their mission is to remove the ‘evildoers’, that is, all unbelievers from the earth, that is, from the midst of all believers on earth.


b.  The ‘taking out’ includes the deposit of these unbelievers in the compartment of Hades, called ‘Torments’ as we have already seen in other parables.


c.  Note that there are only two kinds of people on earth—the righteous, that is, all believers, who have the imputed righteousness of God as a grace gift at the moment of their faith in Christ.  This righteousness qualifies us to live with God forever.  The other kind of people are all considered to be ‘evil’.  Their evil consists in their dogmatic refusal to believe in Christ.  No matter how ‘good’ they think they are or others think they are, their evil consists in their unbelief in the Lord Jesus Christ.  They reject the unconditional love of God, the offer of forgiveness of sins, the promise of eternal salvation, eternal life, and eternal security.  They don’t believe that Jesus is the Son of God, their Savior, the Messiah, or the King of the Jews.  They trust in their own self-righteous goodness rather than putting their faith, trust, and confidence in the salvation offered by the Lord Jesus Christ.


d.  Therefore, the elect angels separate all unbelievers from all believers at the end of the Jewish Age.  The unbelievers go to Torments for the duration of the millennial reign of the Lord Jesus and all believers go into the millennial kingdom to enjoy the fulfillment of the unconditional covenants to Israel as well as the perfect environment of the restored Garden of Eden on earth.


e.  How will the elect angels know exactly who the believers and unbelievers are, since the elect angels do not have the supernatural ability to read someone’s mind?  The unbelievers will have the mark of the beast on their hand or forehead.  Believers will not.

4.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “At the end of the age, God will separate the true believers from the false and the good from the bad.  When Jesus Christ returns to earth, to fight the battle of Armageddon, He will separate believers and unbelievers already on the earth.  These are living people who are not a part of the church (which was already in heaven) or Israel.”
  I agree that this includes Gentiles, but I don’t not agree that it does not include Israel.  Of course, Jewish believers are delivered in Jerusalem from the surrounding satanic armies.  Why wouldn’t Jesus deliver and save the Jewish believers who have fled to the mountains, when the abomination of desolation is set up in the Temple in Jerusalem halfway through the Tribulation.  These Jewish believers are still alive and will enter into the millennial kingdom.

b.  “This separation will occur when Jesus Christ returns to establish His kingdom on earth, Mt 25:30.”


c.  “The reference, as in the weeds, is not primarily to a mixed church, but to the division among mankind in general which the last judgment will bring to light.”


d.  “God will judge all people…, gather together the righteous for further service and safekeeping, and discard as worthless those who are unredeemed.”


e.  “So will it be at the end of the age is repeated exactly as in verse 40.  Again the angels are seen in their function at the end of time.  They will go out, but nothing is said about the place from which they will make their exit.  It is possible that we should understand some such words as ‘from heaven.’  They will commence their task of separating the wicked from the righteous.  The former term refers, of course, to those who have lived evil lives and have not repented and sought the divine forgiveness.  The righteous are those who are accepted by God, those who are adjudged as in the right when they are judged before the divine tribunal.  It is easy to misinterpret this as though Jesus were talking of an ethical virtue and holding that those who have attained this virtue by their own efforts are righteous.  But throughout this Gospel there is an emphasis on the ‘little ones,’ the ‘poor,’ those who have no merit of their own, and it is those of whom Jesus speaks here.  Those who are finally righteous are those who realize their own shortcomings and rely on God’s mercy.”
  Why not simply say ‘believers and unbelievers’?
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
