 is the second person plural present active imperative of the verb TIMAW, which means “to honor.”


The present tense is a durative present, which expects the action to occur at all times.


The active voice indicates that all Jews were expected to produce the action.


The imperative mood is a command.

Then we have the accusative direct object from the masculine singular article, used as a possessive pronoun and noun PATĒR with the additive use of the conjunction KAI plus the accusative direct object from the feminine singular article and noun MĒTĒR, meaning “your father and mother.”

“Honor your father and mother,’”
 is the additive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and,” followed by the second person singular future active indicative of the verb AGAPAW, which means “to love unconditionally.”


The future tense is an imperative future, which affirms what must take place.


The active voice indicates that all Jews were expected to produce the action.


The imperative mood is a command.

Next we have the accusative direct object from the masculine singular article and adverb PLĒSION with the possessive genitive from the second person plural personal pronoun SU, meaning “the one near you,” that is, “your neighbor.”  Finally, we have the comparative use of the conjunction HWS, meaning “as, like” plus the accusative direct object from the second person masculine singular reflexive pronoun SEAUTOU, meaning “yourself.”

“and ‘Love your neighbor as yourself.’”

“Honor your father and mother,’ and ‘Love your neighbor as yourself.’”
Explanation:
1.  “Honor your father and mother,’”

a.  Jesus continues His answer to the rich young ruler about which commandments God expects him to obey.


b.  The Lord has just mentioned commandments 6,7,8,9 and now adds the 5th commandment.  All these commandments deal with interpersonal relationships.

2.  “and ‘Love your neighbor as yourself.’”

a.  In conclusion Jesus adds the greatest commandment related to relationships between people.  The Lord cites the commandment for unconditional love mentioned in Lev 19:18.


b.  This commandment is cited by Jesus as the second greatest commandment from God after the greatest commandment, which is our complete love for God, Mk 12:28-31, “And one of the scribes, after coming, hearing their arguing, seeing that He had answered them correctly, asked Him, ‘What is the most important commandment of all?’  Jesus answered, ‘The most important is, “Hear, O Israel!  The Lord our God is the only Lord; and you will love the Lord your God from your whole heart, and from your whole soul, and from your whole mind, and from your whole strength.”  The second is this, “You will love your neighbor as yourself.”  There is not another commandment greater than these.’”

3.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “The one commandment that especially applied to him, Jesus did not quote: ‘You shall not covet’ (Ex 20:17).  The young man should have pondered all of the commandments and not just the ones that Jesus quoted.”


b.  “Jesus did not mention the 10th commandment concerning coveting.”


c.  “Jesus quoted the part of the Decalogue that covers an individual’s relationships with his fellowman, summing it up by quoting Lev 19:18, thus substituting the positive command, ‘love your neighbor,’ for the negative tenth, ‘you shall not covet.’ However, Jesus omitted the first four commandments, which govern man’s relationship with his God and which are summed up in Dt 6:5, ‘You shall love your God with all your heart.’ While it is possible to remain blameless within the letter of the law governing man’s relationship with his fellowman, the first part of the law is where the trouble lies. Jesus was leading this young man to a confrontation with his God; would he value his material possessions higher than a promise of riches from God?”


d.  “Jesus focuses on the second table of the Decalogue, presenting the Fifth through Ninth Commandments in the order six, seven, eight, nine, five.  He appends Lev 19:18, the second half of His own twofold summary of the law, which He will present in Mt 22:37–39.  All of these commands focus on external and observable behavior that others can evaluate.”


e.  “It is noteworthy that all the commandments Jesus cites have to do with the way we treat other people;”


f.  “Jesus takes this ruler to a place where he felt surest of himself; for these are the commandments which most men imagine they are able to obey with little effort.”
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
