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

 is the continuative use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “And” plus the nominative masculine singular aorist deponent passive participle of the verb APOKRINOMAI, which means “to answer.”


The aorist tense is a constative aorist, which views the past action in its entirety.


The deponent passive voice is passive in form but active in meaning with Jesus producing the action.


The participle is circumstantial. 

“And answering,”
 is the nominative subject from the masculine singular article and proper noun IĒSOUS, meaning “Jesus.”  Then we have the temporal adverb PALIN, meaning “again.”  This is followed by the third person singular aorist active indicative from the verb EIPON, which means “to say; to speak: spoke.”


The aorist tense is a constative/historical aorist, which views the entire past action as a fact.


The active voice indicates that Jesus produced the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact or reality.

Next we have the preposition EN plus the instrumental of manner from the feminine plural noun PARABOLĒ, meaning “in parables.”  Then we have the dative indirect object from the third person masculine plural personal use of the intensive pronoun AUTOS, meaning “to them.”  Finally, we have the nominative masculine singular present active participle of the verb LEGW, which means “to say: saying.”


The present tense is a descriptive present of what occurred at that moment.


The active voice indicates that Jesus produced the action.


The participle is circumstantial.

“Jesus again spoke to them in parables, saying,”
Mt 22:1 corrected translation
“And answering, Jesus again spoke to them in parables, saying,”
This parable is commonly called ‘The parable of the Wedding Feast’ and a variation of the parable is found in Lk 14:15–24.
Explanation:
1.  “And answering”

a.  The last question the leaders of Israel ask Jesus is found in Mt 21:23, “By what authority are You doing these things, and who gave You this authority?”


b.  Jesus is still answering this question with His series of parables.

2.  “Jesus again spoke to them in parables, saying,”

a.  Jesus began speaking in parables to these leaders in Mt 21:28 with the parable of the two sons.  Then He continued with the parable of the evil tenant farmers.


b.  Now Jesus addresses them with a third parable about a king and the invitation he gives to his son’s wedding feast.


c.  Why Jesus continues to speak to the leaders of Israel in parables has already been explained by Him in Mt 13:10-13, “And after coming, the disciples said to Him, ‘Why do You speak to them in parables?’  Then answering, He said to them, ‘Because to you to know the mysteries of the kingdom of the heavens has been given; however, to them it has not been given. For whoever has, it [what he has] will be given to him and he will have an abundance; however, whoever does not have, even what he has will be taken away from him.  Because of this I speak to them in parables, because while seeing, they do not see, and while hearing, they do not hear nor do they understand.”


d.  Only now are the Jewish leaders beginning to understand that He is speaking about them, Mt 21:45, “And the high priests and the Pharisees, after hearing His parables, understood that He was speaking about them;”

3.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “The purpose of this parable is to prophesy the course of the Kingdom of God in consequence of Israel’s rejection.  It is evident from the progress of the gospel record that the Jewish nation was going to reject Jesus.  The question thus arose, ‘What will happen now?’  This parable outlines the answer; it can be seen as an outgrowth of Mt 21:43, an explanation of how the Kingdom would be taken from Israel ‘and given to a nation bearing the fruits of it.’”


b.  “The third in this trilogy of parables further hammers home the danger in which the members of the ecclesiastical establishment had placed themselves.  It is not enough to have accepted the invitation to the marriage feast—one must also go to the marriage.  The parable is not unlike that in Lk 14:15–24, and many commentators assume that it is a variant of the same parable.  But there are some significant differences.”
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
