 is the continuative use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “And,” followed by the third person singular future passive indicative from the verb KĒRUSSW, which means “to be announced; to be proclaimed.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what will take place.


The passive voice indicates that the gospel will receive the action of being proclaimed.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Next we have the nominative subject from the neuter singular demonstrative pronoun HOUTOS plus the article and noun EUAGGELIOIN with the genitive of identity (descriptive genitive) from the feminine singular article and noun BASILEIA, meaning “this good news of the kingdom.”  This might also be an adverbial genitive of reference, meaning “about the kingdom.”

“And this good news of the kingdom will be proclaimed”
 is the preposition EN plus the locative of place from the feminine singular adjective HOLOS plus the article and noun OIKOUMENĒ, meaning “in the whole world/inhabited earth.”  Next we have the preposition EIS plus the accusative of result from the neuter singular noun MARTURION, meaning “as a witness/testimony.”
  This is followed by the dative indirect object from the neuter plural adjective PAS plus the article and noun ETHNOS, meaning “to all the nations/peoples.”

“in the whole world as a testimony to all the nations,”
 is the additive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and” plus the temporal adverb TOTE, meaning “then.”  This is followed by the third person singular future active indicative from the verb HĒKW, which means “to come.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what will take place.


The active voice indicates that the end will produce the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact or reality.

Finally, we have the nominative subject from the neuter singular article and noun TELOS, meaning “the end.”

“and then the end will come.”
Mt 24:14 corrected translation
“And this good news of the kingdom will be proclaimed in the whole world as a testimony to all the nations, and then the end will come.”
Explanation:
1.  “And this good news of the kingdom will be proclaimed”

a.  Jesus concludes this portion of His discourse on a positive note.  The subject of this positive note is the ‘good news of the kingdom’.  The good news is the proclamation of the gospel, that is, the message that eternal salvation and entrance into the kingdom of God is by faith in Christ apart from works, lest any man should boast that it was on the basis of their enduring faith.  The gospel is the good news of the kingdom.  Faith or belief in the message that Jesus is the Christ is the good news that opens the door or gates to the kingdom of heaven and/or kingdom of God.


b.  This good news or gospel message is going to be proclaimed by four different groups of believers during the Tribulation:



(1)  By the 144,000 Jewish evangelists mentioned in Rev 7:4; 14:1.



(2)  The two great prophets of Rev 11.



(3)  The Tribulational martyrs, Rev 20:4, “And then I saw thrones; and they [Tribulational martyrs] sat down on them; and authority to judge was given to them; that is, [I saw] the souls of those who had been decapitated because of their testimony about Jesus and because of the word of God; namely, the very ones who did not worship the beast nor his image and did not receive his mark on their forehead and on their hand.  They both came to life and ruled with Christ for a thousand years.”



(4)  Believers who survive the Tribulation to the end and are delivered by the second advent of Jesus.
2.  “in the whole world as a testimony to all the nations,”

a.  The message of the gospel will be proclaimed world-wide throughout the Tribulation, not only by the 144,000 Jewish evangelists, the two great prophets of Rev 11, and Tribulational martyrs and living believers, but even an elect angel gets to do so from the atmosphere above the earth as the earth turns on its axis, Rev 14:6-7, “And then I saw another angel flying in mid-heaven, having the eternal gospel to announce the good news to those who are living on the earth; that is, to every nation and tribe and language and people, continually saying with a loud voice, ‘Fear God and give glory to Him, because the hour of His judgment has come, that is, worship the One who created the heaven and the earth and sea and fountains of water.’”


b.  There will be believers throughout the world in every nation during the Tribulation.  No person will be able to say they did not hear or understand the gospel.  The message of the good news of salvation and deliverance will be made clearly available to all, so no person can say they didn’t have the chance to be saved.  People will have a clear choice and make that choice by receiving or not receiving the mark of the Beast.

3.  “and then the end will come.”

a.  Jesus concludes this statement with the answer to the question the disciples first asked.  The word ‘then’ refers to the end of the Jewish Age, which is what the disciples originally inquired about.  The end is the end of the Jewish Age, the end of the Tribulation.  It has nothing to do with the end of the Church Age, which ended seven years before this with the resurrection of the Church.  The Church does not go through the Tribulation, but spends the seven years of the Tribulation in heaven with the Lord Jesus Christ, being evaluated and rewarded by Him.


b.  This does not refer to the end of history; for there is still another thousand year reign of Christ in His kingdom on earth as explained in Rev 20:2-7, “And then he seized the serpent, that ancient snake, who is the devil, that is, Satan, and bound [incarcerated] him for a thousand years.  And then he threw him into the Abyss.  Furthermore he locked and sealed [it] over him, in order that he should no longer deceive the nations until the thousand years were completed.  After these things, releasing him for a short time is necessary.  And then I saw thrones; and they [Tribulational martyrs] sat down on them; and authority to judge was given to them; that is, [I saw] the souls of those who had been decapitated because of their testimony about Jesus and because of the word of God; namely, the very ones who did not worship the beast nor his image and did not receive his mark on their forehead and on their hand.  They both came to life and ruled with Christ for a thousand years.  (The rest of the dead [unbelievers] did not come to life until the thousand years was completed.)  This [is] the first resurrection.  Happy and holy [is] he who has a part in the first resurrection; over these the second death does not have authority, but they shall be priests of God and of Christ.  Furthermore they shall rule with Him for a thousand years.  And then when the thousand years shall be completed, Satan shall be released from his prison.”


c.  The ‘end’ here does not refer to the end of history, which does not occur until after the Gog/Magog revolution and the Last Judgment, Rev 20:8-15, “And he will go out to deceive the nations, the ones in the four corners of the earth, Gog and Magog, to gather them for battle, whose number [is] as the sand of the sea.  And then they came up over the breadth of the earth.  And they surrounded the military camp of the saints and the Beloved City [Jerusalem].  And then fire came down from heaven and destroyed them.  And then the devil, who deceived them, was thrown into the lake of fire and sulfur, where both the beast and the false-prophet [are or were thrown].  And then they shall be tortured day and night forever and ever.  And then I saw a great white throne and the One sitting on it, from Whose presence the earth and heaven vanished.  Consequently, no inhabitable place was found for them.  And then I saw the dead, the great and the insignificant, standing before the throne.  And then books were opened.  And then another book was opened, which is [the book] of life.  And then the dead were judged on the basis of the things which had been written in the books according to their works.  And then the sea gave up the dead which [were] in it; also death and Hades gave up the dead which [were] in them.  And then they were judged, each one, on the basis of their works.  And then death and Hades were thrown into the lake of fire.  This is the second death, the lake of fire.  And if anyone was not found having been written in the book of life, he was thrown into the lake of fire.”
4.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “Rev 7:1–8 teaches that God will choose and seal 144,000 Jewish evangelists who will carry the kingdom message to the ends of the earth.  This verse does not teach that the Gospel of God’s grace must be spread to every nation today before Jesus can return for His church. It is the Lord’s return at the end of the age that is in view here.”


b.  “The gospel of the kingdom will be preached in the whole world during this period as a testimony to all nations.  Though this will be a terrible time of persecution, the Lord will have servants who will witness and spread the good news concerning Christ and His soon-coming kingdom.”


c.  “The period of divine testing which will mark the close of the Tribulation will be a strange mixture; for while the love of many will die out and become ineffective through the enticements and pressures of the lawlessness which will be rampant in those days, others who have come to faith in Jesus as the Christ will be so on fire for Him that they will evangelize the whole earth for Him in the short space of seven years (Rev 14:6).”


d.  “Separated from the previous eight negative signs that do not herald the end is the promise of yet one more preliminary event: the extensive preaching of the gospel.  Here is the fulfillment of the Great Commission Jesus will give in Mt 28:18–20.  It is separated from the other eight items because it is a more positive development.  Jesus does not say that every individual on earth will hear the gospel.”
  This last sentence is just plain ignorant.  Jesus is not willing that any should perish.  Does Jesus have to say the exact words this commentator wants to hear to understand that God is going to attempt to evangelize every single person?  Is omnipotent God so limited that He can’t get the gospel message to everyone?


e.  “Christian salvation calls for endurance [a salvation by works statement], as this passage makes abundantly clear [no it doesn’t; living the Christian life calls for endurance, but not Christian salvation], but in its essence it is not anything that people do.  It is what God in Christ has done.  The death of Jesus was to be an atoning death, a death in which he would deal with the problems of human sin and be ‘a ransom for many’ (Mt 20:28).  The proclamation of the gospel is the bearing of testimony to that great fact.  And this is to be done in no minor way but to all the nations.  The followers of Jesus must not lose sight of the fact that their Savior, during his life on earth, spoke of carrying the gospel to every nation.  Christianity must always be a missionary faith.”
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
