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

 is the adverb of manner HOUTWS, which means “So; Thus; In this manner” plus the adjunctive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “also,” followed by the nominative subject from the second person plural personal pronoun SU, meaning “you” and referring to believers of the Tribulation.  Next we have the temporal conjunction HOTAN, meaning “when,” followed by the second person plural aorist active subjunctive of the verb EIDON, which means “to see: you see.”


The aorist tense is a constative/futuristic aorist, which views the future action in its entirety as a fact.


The active voice indicates that believers will produce the action.


The subjunctive mood is a temporal subjunctive after HOTAN, indicating an indefinite time for this future event.

Then we have the accusative direct object from the neuter plural adjective PAS and demonstrative pronoun HOUTOS, meaning “all these things.”

“So also you, when you see all these things,”
 is the second person plural present active indicative or imperative (the endings [formation/spelling] of the indicative and imperative are identical) of the verb GINWSKW, which means “to know.”  This can be translated as a present tense “you know” or as an imperative command “know.”  The latter is more likely given the previous commands in the last verse.


The present tense is a descriptive/customary present of what is reasonably expected to occur at that time.


The active voice indicates that believers are expected to produce the action.


The imperative mood is a command.

Then we have the conjunction HOTI, meaning “that” and used after verbs of mental activity to introduce and indicate the content of that activity.  This is followed by the adverb of time and place EGGUS, meaning “near.”  With this we have the third person singular present active indicative of the verb EIMI, which means “to be: He is.”


The present tense is an aoristic present, which describes the state of being as a fact.


The active voice indicates that Jesus produces the state of being near.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Finally, we have the preposition EPI plus the locative of place from the feminine plural noun THURA, meaning “at the doors.”

“know that He is near at the doors.”
Mt 24:33 corrected translation
“So also you, when you see all these things, know that He is near at the doors.”
Explanation:
1.  “So also you, when you see all these things,”

a.  Jesus continues with the application to His disciples as representatives of all future believers.  Farmers and orchard owners note what is happening in their orchards.  So also believers are expected to note what is happening historically in their own times.


b.  The subject “you” begins with the disciples themselves, but extends to all those believers they will teach in the future verbally and through their writings (the gospels, epistles, and Revelation).  Though these descriptions by Jesus apply specifically to those who become believers after the resurrection of the Church, there is still the lesson for all Church Age believers that we are expected to be aware of the signs of the times.


c.  The phrase “all these things” refers back to everything Jesus has described in Mt 24:5ff.



(1)  “many will come in My name, saying, ‘I am the Messiah’, and will deceive many.”



(2)  “you are going to hear about wars and rumors of wars”



(3)  “nation will be raised up against nation and kingdom against kingdom and there will be famines and earthquakes in various places.”



(4)  “they will deliver you up to affliction and kill you, and you will be hated by all the people because of My person.”



(5)  “many will be scandalized and will deliver up one another and will hate one another.”



(6)  “many false-prophets will be raised up and will deceive many.”



(7)  “lawlessness is multiplied, the unconditional love of many will be extinguished.”



(8)   “the good news of the kingdom will be proclaimed in the whole world as a testimony to all the nations”



(9)  “you will see the abomination producing devastation standing in the Holy Place”



(10)  “false-Christs and false-prophets will be raised up and will produce great signs and wonders”



(11)  “immediately after the tribulation of those days the sun will be darkened, and the moon will not give its light, and the stars will fall from the sky, and the powers of the heavens will be shaken.”



(12)  “the sign of the Son of Man will appear in the sky, and then all the peoples of the earth will mourn, and they will see the Son of Man coming on the clouds of the sky with power and great glory.”


d.  Notice that all these things are empirically observable.  The evidence is real and visible; it is not some rational puzzle that must be figured out.  None of these signs will be confusing, but easily and openly discernable.

2.  “know that He is near at the doors.”

a.  Having all the empirical evidence before them, believers are expected to apply the knowledge they have to the situation.  The situation is that the Lord Jesus Christ is near.  He is about to return.  He is at the door of the house and about to open the door and walk in.


b.  Therefore, believers are expected to anticipate the next event—the door being flung open and the King of the Jews taking His kingdom back from the usurper to the throne.  The Lord isn’t knocking at the door, He is going to charge through the door and plunder His enemies, who are holding His children hostage.


c.  God expects believers to be ready for His return with confident expectation, patience, endurance, calmness, and comfort, because “I have told you beforehand.”

3.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “These signs Jesus had been speaking of clearly indicated that His coming would follow shortly.  The Lord’s emphasis fell on the fact that all these things would be necessary.  While various events throughout history have been pointed to as the fulfillment of this prophecy, clearly all these things (pertaining to the Great Tribulation) have never occurred.”


b.  “The followers of Jesus are to be no less discerning than the orchard owner.  When the tokens of which He has spoken make their appearance, they are commanded, know that it is near; the imminence is underlined with right at the doors.”


c.  Lenski says all these signs have already taken place.  He is wrong and no help here.
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
