 is the nominative subject from the masculine singular article and noun OURANOS with the additive use of the conjunction KAI plus the nominative subject from the feminine singular article and noun GĒ, meaning “Heaven and earth.”  Then we have the third person singular future deponent middle indicative of the verb PARERCHOMAI, which means “to go away; to pass away in the sense of something coming to an end.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what will take place.


The deponent middle voice is middle in form but active in meaning with the subject (heaven and earth) producing the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

“Heaven and earth will pass away;”
 is the adversative use of the postpositive conjunction DE, meaning “however” plus the nominative subject from the masculine plural article and noun LOGOS with the possessive genitive from the first person singular personal pronoun AUTOS, meaning EGW, meaning “My words.”  Next we have the double negative OU MĒ, which means “absolutely not; definitely not.”  Finally, we have the third person singular future deponent middle indicative of the verb PARERCHOMAI, which means “to go away; to pass away in the sense of something coming to an end.”
  The morphology is the same.

“however, My words will absolutely not pass away.”
Mt 24:35 corrected translation
“Heaven and earth will pass away; however, My words will absolutely not pass away.”
Explanation:
1.  “Heaven and earth will pass away;”

a.  Jesus then makes an astounding statement that at first glance makes us think that we have no future after the millennial kingdom of God.  God has proved his point against Satan and thrown all unbelievers and fallen angels in an eternal lake of fire.  And then what?  Heaven and earth ceases to exist?  There is no place for us?  Hardly.


b.  Heaven and earth will pass away, as described in:



(1)  2 Pet 3:7…10, “But the present heavens and the earth by means of that same command are being reserved for fire, being preserved for the day of judgment and destruction of godless men.  …“But the day of the Lord will come as a thief, in which the heavens will pass away with a roar, and the elements will be destroyed by burning, and the earth and the works in it [human good (Satan’s counterfeit of righteousness) and evil] will be discovered [HEURISKW=to be found/discovered].”



(2)  Rev 21:1, “And then I saw a new heaven and a new earth.  For the first heaven and the first earth passed away; and the sea does not exist any longer.”  God is going to create a new heaven and a new earth for the believers of history.  Nothing of the former universe will exist.  There will not be a single molecule of sin in the new heaven and new earth.

2.  “however, My words will absolutely not pass away.”

a.  In contrast to what will happen to the present universe, which is contaminated with the sin and evil of Satan and his followers, the words of the Lord Jesus Christ will absolutely not pass away.  This is another absolute guarantee that all Jesus has said is true, eternal, irrevocable, and cannot be changed.  The word of God is sovereign, right, just, omniscient, omnipotent, truthful, and unchangeable.


b.  Scripture affirms the permanency of the word of God.



(1)  Isa 40:8, “The grass withers, the flower fades, but the word of our God stands forever.”



(2)  1 Pet 1:24-25, “For, ‘All flesh [is] as grass and all her glory as the flower of the grass; the grass dries up and the flower falls off; but the word of the Lord endures into eternity.’  And this is the word [preaching] which was proclaimed to you.”



(3)  Jn 10:35, “If he called them gods, to whom the word of God came, (and the Scripture is not able to be abolished),”



(4)  1 Cor 2:16, “‘For who has known the thinking of the Lord, so that he should instruct Him?’  But we have the thinking of Christ [the word of God].”



(5)  2 Jn 1:2, “because of truth [the word of God] which resides in us, and shall be with us eternally.”



(6)  Mt 5:18, “For truly I say to you, until the heaven and the earth pass away, one iota or one serif will absolutely not pass away from the Law, until all things have come to pass.”
3.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “This promise is sure, for it would be easier for heaven and earth to pass away than for Christ’s words to fail.”


b.  “Verse 35 concludes the first half of Jesus’ teaching on the Mount of Olives by stressing the certainty of everything that Christ has outlined.  His words will endure even longer than the universe itself, which will be destroyed and re-created.”


c.  “Jesus makes a further statement that underlines the certainty and the permanence of what He is saying.  Heaven and earth have lasted through many human lifetimes and stand for what is permanent.  We speak easily of ‘solid earth’ and view it as one of life’s permanencies.  So also with the sun, moon, and stars.  But, Jesus now says, all these things will pass away, and in doing so they form a contrast to His saying that His words will not pass away.  This implies a far-reaching claim about His person, as well as about the end of the world.  What He says will in the end have its fulfilment.”
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
