 is the preposition DIA plus the accusative of cause from the neuter singular demonstrative pronoun HOUTOS, meaning “Because of this” or “For this reason.”  Then we have the adjunctive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “also,” followed by the nominative subject from the second person plural personal pronoun SU, meaning “you” plus the second person plural present deponent middle/passive imperative of the verb GINOMAI, which means “to become; to be; to happen, occur, or take place.”


The aorist tense is a constative/historical aorist, which views the entire past action as a fact.


The deponent middle/passive voice is middle/passive in form but active in meaning with the subject (you) producing the action.


The imperative mood is a mild command.

Next we have the predicate nominative from the masculine plural adjective HETOIMOS, which means “ready.”

“Because of this you also be ready,”
 is the causal use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “because,” followed by the locative of time from the feminine singular relative pronoun HOS, used as an adjective modifying the locative of time from the feminine singular noun HWRA, meaning “in an hour which.”  This is followed by the negative adverb OU, meaning “not” plus the second person plural present active indicative of the verb DOKEW, which means “to think.”


The present tense is a descriptive present, which describes the state of being of that future time.


The active voice indicates that believers will produce the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

“because in an hour which you do not think,”
 is the nominative subject from the masculine singular article and noun HUIOS plus the genitive of relationship from the masculine singular article and noun ANTHRWPOS, meaning “the Son of Man.”  Finally, we have the third person singular present deponent middle/passive indicative of the verb ERCHOMAI, which means “to come: is coming.”


The present tense is an aoristic and static, which describes the action as a static fact.


The deponent middle/passive voice is middle/passive in form but active in meaning with the subject (the Son of Man) producing the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

“the Son of Man is coming.”
Mt 24:44 corrected translation
“Because of this you also be ready, because in an hour which you do not think, the Son of Man is coming.”
Explanation:
1.  “Because of this you also be ready,”

a.  Because the Lord is coming when unexpected, so unexpected that Satan is not even ready for His return, believers must also be ready.  This has two applications.  It applies to believers of the Church Age, who are to be ready for the return of Christ in the resurrection of the Church and applies to believers of the Tribulation, who must be ready for the second advent of Christ.


b.  The subject “you” refers to the believers now and of the future Tribulation.  There was a near fulfillment application to the believers alive in Israel, when the Roman army invaded Israel in 66 A.D.  But it also applies to the Church and in this context to the future believers of the Tribulation.


c.  How does a believer become and stay ready for the return of the Lord?  They do so by the faithful application of the Bible doctrine resident in their soul.  They keep on obeying the two great commandments of the word of God—unconditional love for God and unconditional love for one’s fellow man.


d.  Does this have application to the unbeliever? Yes, most certainly.  They make themselves ready for the return of the Lord by having faith in Jesus, that is, by believing in His promise to save them from the lake of fire by faith alone in Him alone.

2.  “because in an hour which you do not think,”

a.  Jesus continues with the reason why believers (and unbelievers) need to be ready.  They must be ready because Jesus is coming at a time when people do not think He is coming.  This is true of the Church Age believers awaiting the resurrection of the Church, which occurs in a nano-second, and is true for the believers waiting in supernatural darkness for the ‘light of the world’.


b.  This ‘hour’ can have a near fulfillment at the time of the resurrection of the Church and for the believers desperately fighting in Jerusalem to stay alive and be delivered by the second advent of Christ.


c.  In both cases Christ will come when people don’t think He is coming.  Satan and his Antichrist will think they have the victory secured, and will not think that Jesus is going to return on time.  They will believe He is too late and they have the victory in hand.  The unbelievers of the earth will join them in this delusion.  Believers will honestly not know the exact hour of our Lord’s return, but will not being thinking about the resurrection of the Church, when it happens.

3.  “the Son of Man is coming.”

a.  This is a definitive, absolute, dogmatic, guaranteed statement of fact.  The Lord Jesus Christ in a human resurrected and glorified body is coming back.  The ‘Son of Man’ is Jesus’ title of humanity in union with His deity.  He is coming back as the God-man, with emphasis on His human nature in resurrection body.


b.  He is coming for His Church and He is coming for His kingdom.  The two events are separated by seven years, but they are all part of the end times, the day of the Lord, Daniel’s seventieth week, and the defeat of Satan.  ♫People get ready, there’s a train a comin’.♫
  If you are too young to have never heard the song, look it up on Google and listen to it.  It is worth your time as a Christian to do so.
4.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “When we combine the exhortations found in these three pictures, we end up with: ‘Know that He is near!  Watch therefore!  Be ye also ready!’  Believers alive during that period of history will certainly find great comfort in the promises of the Word of God.  While the interpretation of this section relates to Israel during the Tribulation, we may apply the Word to our own hearts.  We do not know when our Lord will return for His church.  Therefore, we must be alert, watchful, and faithful.  Jesus dealt with this in detail in the next section of the Olivet Discourse (Mt 24:45–25:30).”


b.  “Matthew [the Lord Jesus Christ is speaking] exhorts the righteous of Israel (those who will find righteousness in the tribulation) to believe in the return of their Messiah, and not to be lost in the same oblivion as the world.”


c.  “Disciples are in essentially the position of the householder and do not know when the coming is to be.  Jesus therefore calls on His followers (His you is emphatic) to be ready at all times, and again He repeats the reason; it is because they do not know the time of the return that they must live in a state of constant preparedness.  Jesus says once more, the Son of man is coming.  He leaves no doubt about the fact.  That is a certainty on which they may reckon.  But the timing of it all is another matter.  The hour of the coming is one that they do not expect.”
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
