 is the temporal conjunction TOTE, meaning “Then,” followed by the third person plural future active indicative from the verb PARADIDWMI, which means “to deliver up.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what will take place.


The active voice indicates that the Jewish leaders will produce the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact or reality.

Next we have the accusative direct object from the second person plural personal pronoun SU, meaning “you.”  This is followed by the preposition EIS plus the accusative of purpose/result from the feminine singular noun THLIPSIS, meaning “to affliction, tribulation, trouble, etc.”  Then we have the additive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and.”  Next we have the third person plural future active indicative from the verb APOKTEINW, which means “to kill.”  The morphology of the verb is the same as the previous verb.

“Then they will deliver you up to affliction and kill you,”
 is the additive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and,” followed by the second person plural future deponent middle indicative of the verb EIMI, which means “to be: you will be.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what will take place.


The deponent middle voice is middle in form but active in meaning with the subject (believers) producing the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

With this we have the nominative masculine second person plural present passive participle of the verb MISEW, which means “to be hated.”


The present tense is a durative and static present for a continuing, unchanging state of being.


The passive voice indicates that Jewish believers will receive the action of being hated.


The participle is circumstantial and complementary with the verb EIMI.

Then we have the preposition HUPO plus the ablative of agency from the neuter plural adjective PAS plus the article and noun ETHNOS, meaning “by all the people/nations.”  Finally, we have the preposition DIA plus the accusative of cause/reason from the neuter singular article and noun ONOMA with the possessive genitive from the first person singular personal pronoun EGW, which means “because of My person.”

“and you will be hated by all the people because of My person.”
Mt 24:9 corrected translation
“Then they will deliver you up to affliction and kill you, and you will be hated by all the people because of My person.”
Mk 13:9, “However, you watch out for yourselves; they will deliver you over to the courts, and in the synagogues you will be flogged, and you will be made to appear before governors and kings for My sake, for a testimony to them.”

Mk 13:12-13a, “In fact brother will deliver over brother to death, and father a child; and children will rebel against parents and put them to death.  And you will be hated by all because of My person,”

Lk 21:12, “However, before all these things, they will lay their hands on you and will persecute you, delivering [you] over to the synagogues and prisons, being brought before kings and governors because of My person.”

Explanation:
1.  “Then they will deliver you up to affliction and kill you,”

a.  Jesus continues to describe future events, continuing to answer the question about the end of the Jewish Age.  The temporal conjunction/adverb TOTE points to the events prior to the fall of Jerusalem in 70 A.D. and the events during the last seven years of the Jewish Age, called the Tribulation.  Thus we continue to see a near and far fulfillment of this prophecy.


b.  The object “you” is a reference to Jewish believers in both fulfillments of the prophecy.  In the near fulfillment we have the persecution of Jewish believers as the popularity of Christianity grew and Saul of Tarsus was unleased on Jewish Christians.  This persecution continued with the expulsion of Christians from the city of Rome in 50 A.D. and Christians being blamed for upsetting the peace of Rome in city riots such as took place in Ephesus against Paul.


c.  The far fulfillment of this prophecy against Jewish believers is seen in the worldwide persecution of Jews, especially Jewish Christians during the last half of the Tribulation, after the statue of the dictator of the revived Roman Empire, the king of the West is set up in the Holy Place in the temple in Jerusalem.  Anti-Semitism will be worldwide with the aim of extermination of the Jews from the earth, so the Lord Jesus Christ has no one left to whom He can fulfill His unconditional covenants.


d.  The word THLIPSIS refers to various types of persecution, trouble, and tribulation short of death: harassment, prejudice, beatings, vandalism, arrests, imprisonment, etc.  The ultimate anti-Semitism is indiscriminate killing of all believers without cause, trial, or judgment.  This is the action of killing a person on sight without cause or reason other than they are a believer in Jesus Christ.

2.  “and you will be hated by all the people because of My person.”

a.  The Lord adds to the action the motivation behind the action.  The motivation is unbridled hatred.  This hatred is unnatural hatred, being motivated by the king of hatred, the devil himself.  During the Tribulation all believers will be blamed for all the misery of the world and Satan’s solution to the problems plaguing mankind is the total extermination of all Jews and all Christians.  According to Satan, the extermination of all believers will solve the problems of the world.  The word “you” refers to God’s two great witnesses of Rev 11, the 144,000 Jewish evangelists, all other believers in Christ, and finally all Jews.


b.  Notice who does the hating—“all the people.”  This includes all unbelievers of the world.  Every person with the mark of the Beast on their hand or forehead will be the enemy of all believers and have the sanction from Satan to commit all crimes and murder against these believers.  A person’s enemies will be the members of his own household.  The indiscriminate murder of believers will be worldwide and continue for the three and one half year period of the last half of the Tribulation.


c.  The reason given for all this is “because of My person.”  The word “My” refers to Jesus in the context, since He is the only speaker in this discourse.  Believers are hated, persecuted and killed because of their relationship to the Lord Jesus Christ, because they are in union with Him, because they believe in Him, because they are called by His name, because they have anything to do with Him.  They aren’t hated and killed just because they have the name ‘Jesus’, thousands of Hispanic men are named ‘Jesus’ and are not hatred, persecuted, and killed for it.  It is the person of Jesus Christ that gives cause for the supernatural hatred, persecution and killing of Christians.  We could be called ‘Galileans’ and would still be hated as much.  It is not the ‘name’ but the Person and persons Satan seeks to destroy.

3.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “Christians have always been hated by the world, but here we have an acceleration of persecutions and murders.  All nations will be involved.  This certainly was not true in the history of the early church.”
  This last statement is true in comparison to the last half of the Tribulation, but there certainly was persecution of Christians throughout the Empire under the hand of Nero after the great fire in Rome that he blamed on Christians.


b.  “At the middle point of the seven-year period preceding Christ’s second coming, great distress will begin to be experienced by Israel.  The Antichrist, who will have risen to power in the world and will have made a protective treaty with Israel, will break his agreement at that time (Dan 9:27).  He will bring great persecution on Israel (Dan 7:25) and even establish his own center of worship in the temple in Jerusalem (2 Thes 2:3–4).  This will result in the death of many Jews.”
  This is not exclusive to Jews alone, but to all believers.


c.  “Our Lord also painted an alarming picture of the conditions which believers will have to face in the Tribulation.  Believers in the Tribulation will first meet with violent opposition from organized Judaism (Mk 13:9), but when the Jews see the sign of the abomination of Daniel, then, as a nation, they will recognize Jesus as Christ.  Their opposition will cease then, but further and even worse persecution will take its place.  What a frightful picture Mk 13:12 paints of heinous betrayal and wholesale wanton rebellion.”


d.  “Here are the further preliminary signs that do not necessarily prove that the end is coming immediately.  Rather, they characterize the entire interadvent period—what we often call the church age.  Persecution and martyrdom of disciples will proliferate (verse 9).  Jesus has already predicted these sufferings in Mt 10:17–25 with a similar generalization (Mt 10:22, ‘all men will hate you’) just as here He warns that ‘you will be hated by all nations.’  Here Jesus’ point may be that antagonism against the gospel will emerge among every people group.  Such a warning.  Apostasy, betrayal, and hatred will run rampant in the church.”
  This commentator either does not believe in the pre-tribulation resurrection of the Church or clearly believes that this prophecy is for the Church.


e.  “Jesus moves from what the Jews in general expected to the way these happenings will affect His followers.  In a little section largely peculiar to Matthew, they are introduced without explanation, but clearly He is speaking of people in places of authority, people in a position to take decisive action and who will take action against the disciples.  They will hand you over to trouble. This signifies that people in authority will take the initiative against Jesus’ followers; they must expect special trouble in the last days and not simply the suffering they will share with all people, such as the famines and earthquakes of which Jesus has just spoken.  They will suffer because of who they are—Christians, and their suffering will be no insignificant discomfort but the trouble that crushes.  That they will kill you does not mean that all Christians will be killed but that some of them certainly will.  And they will all be the objects of a hatred that will be universal.  It is one of the things that puzzle Christians in every age that, although they are doing their best to love God and their neighbor and to put love into practice by ministering to whatever needs they discern in those they encounter on their way through life, they are so often the butt of ridicule and the objects of hatred.  Jesus is saying that this will be especially the case in the last days.  Jesus’ followers are clearly warned that the end time will mean serious trouble for them.  They will be hated not because of anything that they will have done, but on account of my name; they will suffer persecution simply because they bear the name ‘Christian.’  In an evil world they must expect to suffer for what they are, not for what they have done.”


f.  “The ONOMA is really the person of Jesus Himself and all that He stands for but as known, revealed, and made manifest to men, that is, in His gospel.”
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
