 is the explanatory use of the postpositive conjunction GAR, meaning “For” plus the dative of indirect object from the masculine singular articular present active participle of the verb ECHW, which means “to have: has.”


The article is used in place of a relative pronoun and means “who.”


The present tense is a descriptive present of what is now the state of being.


The active voice indicates that ‘everyone’ produces the action of having.


The participle is circumstantial.

Next we have the dative indirect object from the masculine singular adjective PAS, meaning “to everyone.”  This is followed by the third person singular future passive indicative of the verb DIDWMI, which means “to be given.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what will take place.


The active voice indicates that eternal rewards will produce the action of being given to the believer.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact or reality.

“For to everyone who has it will be given”
 is the additive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and,” followed by the third person singular future passive indicative of the verb PERISSEUW, which means “to have a great abundance.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what will take place.


The passive voice indicates that the believer in eternity will receive the action of having a great abundance.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

“and he will have a great abundance;”
 is the adversative use of the postpositive conjunction DE, meaning “however” plus the negative adverb MĒ, meaning “not” with the ablative of origin/source from the masculine singular articular present active participle of the verb ECHW, which means “to have: the one not having.”


The article functions as the subject of the participle and should be translated “the one.”


The present tense is a descriptive present of what is now occurring.


The active voice indicates that the unbeliever produces the action of not having.


The participle is circumstantial.

This is followed by the ascensive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “even.”  Next we have the accusative direct object from the neuter singular relative pronoun HOS, meaning “what; that which.”  Then we have the third person singular present active indicative of the verb ECHW, which means “to have: he has.”


The present tense is a descriptive present of what is now going on.


The active voice indicates that the unbeliever produces the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Then we have the third person singular future passive indicative of the verb AIRW, which means “to be taken.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what will take place.


The passive voice indicates that what the unbeliever has will receive the action of being taken from him.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Finally, we have the preposition APO plus the ablative of separation from the third person masculine singular personal use of the intensive pronoun AUTOS, meaning “from him.”

“however, from the one not having even what he has will be taken from him.”
Mt 25:29 corrected translation
“For to everyone who has it will be given and he will have a great abundance; however, from the one not having even what he has will be taken from him.”
Explanation:
1.  “For to everyone who has it will be given”

a.  Jesus continues the parable with an explanation why the one talent is taken from the evil and lazy slave and given to the most prosperous slave.  The principle involves “everyone who has.”  These people are the ‘haves’ and what is it that they have?  They have a permanent relationship with God through the Lord Jesus Christ.  They have faith in Christ, which God the Father credits to them as being worthy of the imputation of His righteousness and eternal life.  They have eternal salvation and eternal security.  They have been adopted by God as sons of God and members of the family of God.  They have a spiritual life and the privilege of glorifying God.  They have an exhausting list of wonderful things that are beyond our imagination and description.  Most of all they have the unconditional love of God forever in a new heaven and new earth.  They will therefore share the happiness of God forever.  They will enter into the joy of their Master.


b.  What is the ‘it’ that will be given to them?  This refers to all the eternal rewards and blessings that God can bestow on believers.  Everything that could possibly make us happy, content, and joyful will be given to us by our Lord.  These are grace gifts and rewards for faithful service.  They are the gold, silver, and precious stones analogy used by Paul in 1 Corinthians.  The future tense (‘will’) indicates this refers to rewards given at the Second Advent and/or at the Last Judgment.  It certainly includes rewards for Church Age believers at our evaluation after the resurrection of the Church.


c.  God has a perfect plan for our eternal rewards and blessings, and that plan does not include any disappointment, discouragement, self-pity, or frustration in the future.  We will all be content with what we have.

2.  “and he will have a great abundance;”

a.  The Lord adds to the simple principle of future blessings and rewards for believers the fact that each person (notice how ‘he’ individualizes this concept) will have a great abundance.  Believers in the kingdom of God and in the eternal state won’t have just an abundance, but a great abundance.


b.  The idea here is that believers will have more than they could think or imagine.  We will have great abundance spiritually, intellectually, physically, environmentally, governmentally, socially, and every other kind of ‘ly’.  Most importantly, we will have a great abundance of love and gratitude toward God unconditionally, just as He loves us with a maximum amount of love unconditionally.

3.  “however, from the one not having even what he has will be taken from him.”

a.  However, there is a contrast between the unbeliever and the believer.  The one not having is the unbeliever.  He has no relationship with God, no spiritual life, no faith in Christ, no love for God, and no obedience to God.  He has no eternal life, no eternal security, and nothing to commend himself to God.


b.  The only thing the unbeliever has is physical life and even that will be taken from him.  He will not only die the first death—physical death, but will also die the second death—eternal existence in the lake of fire.  What little he has now (the things of this world) will be taken from him at the end of his physical life and he will spend eternity alone, suffering in darkness, with no spiritual life.


c.  The contrast between the future existence of the believer and unbeliever couldn’t be greater, and Jesus’ warning couldn’t be clearer.  All the advantage goes to believing in the Lord Jesus Christ.  The unbeliever is left with nothing.  Even the blessings that could have been his will be given to others.

4.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “Giving the one talent to the man who already had ten has no obvious spiritual counterpart and probably is used just to round out a story in which the money of an absentee landlord has to continue to be divided among his servants in some way.”
  That is such a lame explanation.  Every word out of the mouth of God is critically important.  This commentator needs to find the importance.


b.  “This verse largely repeats the words of Mt 13:12.  Jesus is not countenancing business practices that enable the wealthy to become wealthier at the expense of the deserving poor.  He is laying down a principle of the spiritual life, a principle of great importance.  Anyone who has a talent of any kind and fails to use it, by that very fact forfeits it.  By contrast, anyone who has a talent and uses it to the full finds that that talent develops and grows.  This is a law of the spiritual life, and we neglect it at our peril.  The parable illustrates both possibilities.  The servants who used what they had saw it grow; the one who refused to use what he had lost it.  Jesus’ followers are warned.”
  This is an obviously better explanation than the previous commentator.
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
