 is the temporal conjunction TOTE, meaning “Then,” followed by the third person singular future active indicative of the verb EIPON, which means “to say: will say.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what will take place.


The active voice indicates that the King will produce the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact or reality.

Next we have the nominative subject from the masculine singular article and noun BASILEUS, meaning “the King.”  This is followed by the dative indirect object from the plural article, used as a demonstrative pronoun, meaning “to those.”  With this we have the preposition EK plus the adverbial genitive of place from the neuter plural adjective DEXIOS with the possessive genitive from the third person masculine singular personal use of the intensive pronoun AUTOS, meaning “on his right.”

“Then the King will say to those on his right,”
 is the second person plural aorist active imperative of the verb, used as an adverbial interjection, “Come.”  Then we have the vocative masculine plural articular perfect passive participle of the verb EULOGEW, which means “to be blessed.”


The article functions as a demonstrative pronoun, meaning “those.”


The perfect tense is a consummative perfect, which describes a past, completed action with present, existing results.  This can be translated by use of the English auxiliary verb “having.”


The passive voice indicates that those on the right have received the action of being blessed.


The participle is circumstantial.

Next we have the ablative of agency from the masculine singular article and noun PATĒR with the possessive genitive of the first person singular personal pronoun EGW, which means “by My Father.”

““Come, those having been blessed by My Father,”
 is the second person plural aorist active imperative of the verb KLĒRONOMEW, which means “to inherit.”


The aorist tense is a constative/historical aorist, which views the entire past action as a fact.


The active voice indicates that those having been blessed are expected to produce the action.


The imperative mood is a command.

Next we have the accusative direct object from the feminine singular article and noun BASILEIA, meaning “the kingdom.”  With this we have the accusative direct object from the feminine singular perfect passive participle of the verb HETOIMAZW, which means “to be prepared.”


The perfect tense is a consummative perfect, which emphasizes that this is a past, completed action with continuing results.  This can be translated by use of the English auxiliary verb “having.”


The passive voice indicates that the kingdom received the action.


The participle is circumstantial.

Next we have the dative of advantage from the second person plural personal pronoun SU, meaning “for you.”  Finally, we have the preposition APO plus the ablative of origin from the feminine singular noun KATABOLĒ plus the genitive of identity or possessive genitive from the noun KOSMOS, which means “from the foundation of the world.”

“inherit the kingdom having been prepared for you from the foundation of the world.”
Mt 25:34 corrected translation
“Then the King will say to those on his right, “Come, those having been blessed by My Father inherit the kingdom having been prepared for you from the foundation of the world.”
Explanation:
1.  “Then the King will say to those on his right,”

a.  The Lord continues the description of the judgment of Tribulational believers and unbelievers at His second advent by telling us what He will say in judgment to all those who have been assembled.


b.  The Lord refers to one of His more prominent titles, ‘the King’.  Jesus is the King of the Jews, but this judgment involves more than just Jews.  Thus this title serves to declare Jesus as the King/Lord of all the earth, of every person entering into His kingdom.


c.  Those on the right of Jesus are the sheep, who do not have the mark of the Beast, which designates them as being sheep.  They are in the place of highest honor, which they receive because of their faith alone in Christ alone.  The King now addresses them with a declaration of what He wants them to do.

2.  ““Come, those having been blessed by My Father,”

a.  The command, “Come” is not asking them to come to where they already are or to get closer to the King as He speaks, but is the invitation to enter into the kingdom of God—the kingdom of the Lord Jesus Christ, the God and King of Israel.


b.  Notice that these sheep or people on the right hand side of Jesus have already been blessed by the King’s Father, that is, by God the Father.  When did this blessing occur?  It occurred the moment they believed in Christ.  For the moment they believed their faith was made effective for salvation; their faith was credited to them as righteousness; they received the imputed righteousness of God; they were adopted into the family of God; they were given eternal salvation, eternal life, and eternal security; and many more things such as justification and a spiritual life.  Theologians have cataloged more than forty things Church Age believers receive at salvation.  Many of these same things are received by believers in the Age of Israel (some of which I cited above).


c.  These believers are like the slave with five talents, entering into the kingdom is adding to the blessings already received.  It is receiving five more talents.  Entering into the new heavens and new earth is like receiving even more talents from those who did nothing with the opportunity provided them.

3.  “inherit the kingdom having been prepared for you from the foundation of the world.”

a.  This added blessing is now mentioned as inheriting the kingdom of God.  Notice the word ‘inherit’.  Only the children of the father inherit from their father.  In order to inherit from God, a person had to be a child of God.  We are all children of God the moment we believe in Christ, which is why only believers inherit the kingdom of God.


b.  This kingdom is said to have been prepared from the foundation of the world.  The foundation of the world refers to the creation of the earth prior to the existence of man on earth.  God prepared the most wonderful world for His children to live in from before the fall of Satan.  God planned this in eternity past and prepared a perfect world for us before we existed.


c.  Notice the phrase “for you,” which is the dative of advantage in the Greek.  The kingdom was not only prepared from a time before we existed, but was prepared for our advantage, our blessing, our pleasure, our enjoyment, our happiness.


d.  God has always had the future blessing of His children in mind.  God the Father was thinking about us long before we existed and has always thought about our future existence and happiness.  He has made careful preparation for the thousand-year kingdom of His Son and the rest of His children.

4.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “The sheep inherit the kingdom, and inheritance is based on birth.  Because they had been born again through faith, they inherited the kingdom.”


b.  “God intended from the beginning to fashion creatures in community for fellowship with himself.”


c.  “Since ‘the Son of Man’ will have come in glory and it is He who will be sitting on ‘His glorious throne’, it will be He who is now called the King.  This appears to be the only passage in which Jesus refers to himself as king.  It is He who will pronounce the verdicts over those in either group.  First He calls on those on His right to ‘come,’ and addresses them as ‘My Father’s blessed ones.’  ‘Inherit the kingdom,’ He says, where His verb draws attention to a significant aspect of their salvation.  Something that is inherited comes to one as a gift, not as the result of one’s own earnings, and that may be why the word is used of the life of the world to come.  What they are to inherit is the kingdom, which signifies a sure and accepted place in the kingdom of God rather than that they are to be kings themselves.  And the kingdom they will inherit is no afterthought, but one ‘prepared for you from the foundation of the world.’  This strong expression brings out the truth that this has always been in the plan of God.  Jesus is not speaking of some afterthought, but of what God had always planned to bring about, and that will come to its consummation at the end of this age.  He leaves the sheep in no doubt but that they are entering into a glorious destiny.  This should not be overlooked when we come to consider the words commending those who go into the kingdom.  Some interpret the passage as though those on the King’s right merited their salvation by their good works, but here we have the kingdom prepared for them by God before ever they were born.  We should not miss the implication that they are God’s elect.”


d.  “The perfect participle (having been blessed) refers to all that God’s grace wrought on these people during their lives.  In His eternal and infallible foreknowledge God beheld all of us before we were born, and beheld us as all that His grace would succeed in making of us.  This heavenly rule and kingdom is already awaiting us; it is not something that is yet to be prepared.”
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
