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

 is the continuative use of the postpositive conjunction DE, meaning “Then” with this nominative subject from the masculine singular article and proper noun IĒSOUS, meaning “Jesus.”  Next we have the temporal adverb PALIN, meaning “again.”  This is followed by the nominative masculine singular aorist active participle of the verb KRAZW, which means “to cry out.”


The aorist tense is a constative/historical aorist, which views the entire past action as a fact.


The active voice indicates that Jesus produced the action.


The participle is circumstantial “crying out.”

With this we have the instrumental of association from the feminine singular noun PHWNĒ and adjective MEGAS, meaning “with a loud voice.”

“Then Jesus again, crying out with a loud voice”
 is the third person singular aorist active indicative from the verb APHIĒMI, which means “to let go, to send away, to give up.”


The aorist tense is a constative/historical aorist, which views the entire past action as a fact.


The active voice indicates that Jesus produced the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Finally, we have the accusative direct object from the neuter singular article, used as a possessive pronoun and the noun PNEUMA, meaning “His spirit.”

“gave up His spirit.”
Mt 27:50 corrected translation

“Then Jesus again, crying with a loud voice gave up His spirit.”
Mk 15:37, “Then Jesus, after uttering a loud declaration, expired.”

Lk 23:46, “And crying out with a loud voice, Jesus said, ‘Father, into Your hands I am entrusting My spirit.’  Then, after having said this, He expired.”
Jn 19:30, “Therefore when Jesus had received the sour wine, He said, ‘It is finished!’  And then, after bowing His head, He delivered up His spirit.”
Explanation:
1.  “Then Jesus again, crying out with a loud voice”

a.  The Lord Jesus made two loud cries or shouts on the Cross, and both near the end of His time on the Cross.



(1)  The first loud cry is recorded in Mt 27:46, “Then about the ninth hour Jesus cried out with a loud voice, saying, ‘Eli, Eli, lema sabachthani?’ that is, ‘My God, My God, why have You forsaken Me?’”



(2)  The second loud cry is recorded in Lk 23:46, “And crying out with a loud voice, Jesus said, ‘Father, into Your hands I am entrusting My spirit.’”

b.  Mark denotes both cries in Mk 15:34 and 37.


c.  Luke only mentions the second loud voice, Lk 23:46, “And crying out with a loud voice, Jesus said, ‘Father, into Your hands I am entrusting My spirit.’  Then, after having said this, He expired.”


d.  So the word “again” in our verse (Mt 27:50) confirms that there were two very loud shouts by our Lord on the Cross, the first denoting His separation from the Father and the second denoting the entrusting of His spirit to the Father.  Both of these cries were made for the benefit of those listening to denote with certainty our Lord’s relationship to/with God the Father.  Our Lord Jesus was preoccupied with the Father in His greatest moment of spiritual death and greatest moment of physical death.  Our Lord wanted us to know that relationship with God the Father is the all-important factor in the life of any believer.  Jesus didn’t shout because God was so far away in heaven that Jesus couldn’t be heard unless He shouted.  The Father hears the whisper of the smallest child, and He certainly heard the cries of His Son.
2.  “gave up His spirit.”

a.  No one killed our Lord Jesus Christ.  He exhaled and did not inhale again (Mark and Luke ‘expired’).  He gave up, let go, sent away His human spirit.  John uses a different verb, “He delivered up His spirit.”  The spiritual/physical mechanics of exactly how this is done is not explained in Scripture.  All we know is that Jesus had the ability to end His own life at the exact moment He wanted and He did so by releasing His human spirit from His human body and sending it to God the Father in heaven for care until the moment of His resurrection, when the Father sent Jesus’ human spirit back to His body in the grave/tomb.

b.  At the same time that Jesus was giving up His spirit to the Father, He also delivered up His human soul to the care of the Holy Spirit and went to several compartments of Hades to inform the fallen angels and the Nephalim of Gen 6 of their failure to prevent His first advent by the corruption of the human race into half-angel/half-human creatures (called the Nephalim).  At the resurrection of Jesus, God the Holy Spirit returned our Lord’s human soul to His body in the grave.


c.  This trichotomous separation of the spirit, soul, and body of Jesus is unique to Him and has never been performed by any other person nor will it be.  It is one of the great mysteries of the person of our Lord Jesus Christ.

3.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “The fact that Jesus shouted with a loud voice indicates that He was in complete control of His faculties.  Then He voluntarily yielded up His spirit and died.”


b.  “Jesus was in complete control of His life and died at the precise moment He determined by dismissing His spirit.  No man took Jesus’ life from Him, as He had said (Jn 10:11, 15, 17–18).  He laid His life down in keeping with God’s plan and He was involved in taking it back up again in His resurrection.”


c.  “Jesus’ final statement, ‘Father into Your hands I entrust My Spirit’ (which quotes Ps 31:5), was an act of faith by a person forsaken by God; for Jesus, knowing that there was no viable alternative, placed His own future, no matter how bleak it looked, into God’s hands.  I imagine the offer of Lk 4:6–7 was still open (Lk 4:13), so Jesus, by entrusting His spirit to God, won the ultimate, final victory over Satan.  In this final recognition from the cross lay Satan’s ultimate and resounding defeat.  Then Jesus chose to die, as Matt 27:50 records and Mark 15:44 confirms; for He, of His own volition, gave up His spirit.  His life was not taken from Him; He dismissed His own soul; He laid down His life voluntarily.  The proof of this startling claim was not long in coming; for when Joseph of Arimathea asked for His corpse an hour or so later, Pilate was incredulous that He could be dead already and called the centurion to confirm this.  When the price of sin had been paid, Jesus’ earthly work was over, so He had no purpose left for life and by an act of will dismissed His spirit from His body.  He thus fulfilled His earlier claim that no man would take His life from Him (Jn 10:17–18).”


d.  “Gave up His spirit is simply idiomatic for physical death because Jews believed that one’s spirit departed the body after one had stopped breathing.  But the text may also be hinting that Jesus in His human nature chooses the moment voluntarily to relinquish His struggle for life.  Even in death He is in some kind of control (Lk 23:46).”


e.  “Both Matthew and Mark say that Jesus gave a loud cry, though neither indicates what He said.  It seems likely that this is the cry that John reports immediately before Jesus’ death, ‘It is finished’ (Jn 19:30).  [This is wrong; the last thing Jesus said was ‘Father, into Your hands I am entrusting My spirit.’  If so, it points to the completion of the saving work that Jesus came to do.  [This is correct, but it is not the last thing He said.]  He had taught and healed and had set the example in His own life, and now He gave His life ‘a ransom for many’ (Mt 20:28).  With that loud cry Jesus yielded up his spirit.  None of the Evangelists uses any of the usual ways of saying that Jesus died, and this may be part of the way they bring out the truth that there was something in His death that set it apart from all other deaths.  There appears to be an element of voluntariness.  Most of the crucified were in a state of absolute exhaustion at the end, but Jesus’ utterance of a loud shout does not comply with this and supports the view that to some extent His death was voluntary.”


f.  Lenski devotes three pages (1153-1155) of explanation on the separation of Jesus’ soul/spirit and body, which is too complicated to repeat in detail and wrong in several places.
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
