Philippians 1:10



- is the preposition EIS plus the accusative of result (translated “with the result that”) from the neuter singular article and present active infinitive from the verb DOKIMAZW, which means “to draw a conclusion about worth on the basis of testing, prove, approve, here the focus is on the result of a procedure or examination: accept as proved, approve; prove the genuineness of love 2 Cor 8:8; for what he approves Rom 14:22; approve (or discover) what is essential Rom 2:18; Phil 1:10.”


The present tense is an aoristic present, which presents the action as a fact without reference to its beginning, end, progress, or result.


The active voice indicates that the Church Age believer produces the action of approving the things of greater value after learning them and using them in his spiritual life.


The infinitive is an infinitive of result and functions like a finite verb in this accusative-infinitive construction.  The entire construction is translated “with the result that you may approve after testing.”
With this we have the adverbial accusative of general reference from the second person plural personal pronoun SU, meaning “you,” referring to all Church Age believers, and functioning as the subject of the infinitive.  This is followed by the accusative direct object from the neuter plural article and present active participle from the verb DIAPHERW, which means “to be of considerable value, in view of having certain distinctive characteristics—‘to be valuable, to have worth.’”
  It means “to be worth more than, be superior to used absolutely: the things that really matter Rom 2:18; Phil 1:10.”


The article is used as a demonstrative pronoun meaning “those things.”

The present tense is an aoristic present for a present fact without reference to its progress, result, etc.


The active voice indicates that certain things produce the action of being superior or really mattering in the grand scheme of things.


The participle is circumstantial and used as a substantive.
“with the result that you may approve after testing those things of greater value,”
- is the conjunction HINA, used to introduce a purpose clause, and translated “in order that.”  Then we have the second person plural present active subjunctive from the verb EIMI, meaning “you may be.”

The present tense is an aoristic present for a present fact or state of being without reference to its beginning, end, progress, or result.


The active voice indicates that the Church Age believer produces the action of being something.


The subjunctive mood is used with HINA to form the purpose clause, and expresses action that is expected to take place in the future.

Then we have the accusative direct object from the masculine plural adjective EILIKRINĒS, which means “unmixed, without alloy, then in moral sense pertaining to being sincere, without hidden motives or pretense, pure.”
  With this we have the connective conjunction KAI, meaning “and” with the predicate nominative from the masculine plural adjective APROSKOPOS, which means “without offense (1) pertaining to being without fault because of not giving offense, undamaged, blameless (2) pertaining to not causing offense, giving no offense 1 Cor 10:32.”

“in order that you may be pure and blameless”
- is the preposition EIS plus the adverbial accusative of measure of extent of time (“indicating: to, until, on of specific time (1) up to which something continues and (2) for or on which something happens.”
) from the feminine singular noun HĒMERA and the possessive genitive from the masculine singular proper noun CHRISTOS, meaning “on the day of Christ,” which refers to the resurrection or rapture of the Church.
“on the day of Christ,”
Phil 1:10 corrected translation
“with the result that you may approve after testing those things of greater value, in order that you may be pure and blameless on the day of Christ,”
Explanation:
1.  “with the result that you may approve after testing those things of greater value,”

a.  The entire sentence reads: “In fact, I pray this that your virtue-love may keep on abounding still more even to a greater degree by means of full knowledge and all discernment, with the result that you may approve after testing those things of greater value [those things that really matter], in order that you may be pure and blameless on the day of Christ,…”

b.  God wants our virtue-love to keep on increasing throughout our spiritual life with the result that we will draw the conclusion after using virtue-love as a spiritual problem solving device under testing that it is of greater value than anything else in life.

c.  God wants us to learn about virtue-love as a problem solving device.


d.  Then God wants to test us in our use of virtue-love.


e.  By having to use virtue-love under testing, we will discover that virtue-love is more important than simply doctrinal understanding.  It is also one of those things given to us by God that really matters in life.


f.  God wants us to use virtue-love under testing, so that we draw our own conclusion that having personal love for God and unconditional virtuous love for others is one of the most valuable things we will ever have in life.


g.  To come to this conclusion requires:



(1)  A lot of time spent in learning, inculcating, and thinking about the subject of virtue-love.


(2)  A lot of testing in the area of personal love for God as our motivation in life.



(3)  A lot of testing in the area of unconditional virtuous love toward others as our function in life.



(4)  A lot of time thinking about and realizing that God’s system of love as a motivator and problem solver in life is something we cannot live without.


h.  God wants us to realize from our own doctrinal understanding and application of doctrine how important His love for us is and how important our love for Him is.


i.  God wants us to realize from our own doctrinal understanding and application of doctrine how important our unconditional virtuous love for others is.


j.  The realization of the value of love in our life takes time, testing, and thought.


k.  But if we learn, apply, and think about God’s love for us, our love for Him, and our resultant love for others, then this should result in drawing the conclusion that God’s love for us and our love for Him is of the greatest value to us.

l.  What really matters in life is God’s love for us.


m.  What really matters in life is our love for God.


n.  What really matters in life is our execution of God’s will through the motivation of reciprocal love for God and the function of unconditional virtuous love toward others.


o.  Those things with the greatest value in life are the invisible, immaterial things related to our relationship with God.  Money cannot buy the love of God.  Money cannot buy honor, integrity, or virtue.  Things that money can buy are of little value compared to what God has given to us without charge.

p.  God wants and expects us to test His love.  Test God’s love and see if it will ever fail.  It will not.  Test God’s virtue and see if it is true.  It is.  Try unconditional virtuous love for others and see if it works.  It does.  Try God’s system of love as a problem solving device and you will discover what a wonderful system it is.  We will draw our own conclusion that it is of far greater value than all the material things of this life.

2.  “in order that you may be pure and blameless on the day of Christ,”

a.  God has a purpose in wanting us to learn about His love, test His system of love as a problem solving device, and come to our own conclusion as to its value.

b.  His purpose is that we may be pure.


(1)    The Concept of Purity in the New Testament.




(a)  Jesus taught that religious purity that is concerned only with external aspects of life is inadequate (Mt 23:25-26; Lk 11:41).  The purity required of the Church Age believer is far greater than morality.  It consists of a dedication to God that consistently functions in the spiritual life through the filling of the Spirit.  Purity of the thinking of the soul—which is far above purity of hands—is what counts before God.




(b)  The concept of purity is a primary doctrine in the Pastoral Epistles, Hebrews, John, James, and 1 Peter.





i.  Jam 1:27 claims that pure religion consists of keeping oneself undefiled by Satan’s systems of thinking (apathy toward God and antagonism toward God).





ii.  Jam 4:8 demands a purifying of the heart through the use of the recovery procedure of 1 Jn 1:9.  “Draw near to God and He will draw near to you.  Cleanse your hands, you sinners; and purify your hearts, you double-minded.”




iii.  1 Pet 1:22 calls for a purifying of the soul in the obedience to doctrine, resulting in a genuine virtue-love, “Since you have purified your souls in obedience to the truth resulting in a genuine love of the brethren, constantly love one another from a pure heart.”




iv.  Eph 5:26 uses the symbolism of baptism to portray Christ’s spiritual purification of the believer through the inculcation of Bible doctrine in the soul, “that, having purified her [salvation ministry on the cross], He might cause her to be sanctified [experientially] by means of the washing of water with the word [learning the real truth].” 




v.  By salvation and spiritual advance, we receive a pure heart and a good conscience that results in virtue-love, 1 Tim 1:5, “But the objective of preaching is virtue-love from a pure heart and from a good conscience and from doctrine without hypocrisy,”




vi.  The writer of Hebrews sees the spiritual purity of the offering of Christ, which cleanses and purifies the conscience of the Church Age believer as far superior to the ritual purity of the Mosaic Law, which could only purify the body but not the soul, Heb 9:13, “For if the blood of goats and bulls and the ashes of a heifer sprinkling those who have been defiled sanctify for the cleansing of the flesh, how much more will the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered Himself without blemish to God, cleanse your conscience from dead works to serve the living God?”




vii.  By the consistent use of God’s recovery procedure for the spiritual life (1 Jn 1:9), we maintain the purity which Christ had in His perfectly pure spiritual life, 1 Jn 3:3, “And everyone who has this hope fixed on Him purifies himself, just as He is pure.”



(c)  We are commanded to keep ourselves pure; that is, virtuous, 1 Tim 5:22, “Do not ordain anyone too hastily, and stop participating in sins belonging to others; keep yourself pure [be guarding yourself with reference to a pure mental attitude].”



(d)  Occupation with Christ is pure motivation, 2 Cor 11:3, “However I am afraid that perhaps, as the serpent deceived Eve with his crafty dishonesty, your minds might be led astray from the sincere devotion and purity, which [exists] because of Christ.”



(e)  The wife influences her husband by her pure or virtuous behavior totally about from nagging, criticizing, maligning, etc., 1 Pet 3:2, “when they observe your pure manner of life associated with respect.”



(f)  We are commanded to continue believing and applying the word of God under the spiritual status of a pure conscience, which means the filling of the Holy Spirit, which demands the consistent use of 1 Jn 1:9 as a problem solving devise, 1 Tim 3:9, “but holding to the mystery of the faith with a pure [clear] conscience.”



(g)  There is nothing pure about the unbeliever, Job 15:14, “What is man, that he could be pure?  Or one born of woman that he could be righteous?”



(h)  Our Lord was absolutely pure, Heb 7:26, “For it was fitting that we should have such a high priest: holy, blameless, pure, set apart from sinners, exalted above the heavens.”



(i)  Virtue is related to the conscience of the believer, Phil 4:8, “Therefore, brethren, whatever is true, whatever is honorable, whatever is righteous, whatever is pure, whatever is kind, whatever is commendable, if there is any virtue, if there is any praise, concentrate on these things.”



(j)  The spiritual life under the filling of the Holy Spirit is pure.  It is pure virtue, pure happiness, and free from all sin.  It is a life of maximum purity.  As long as we remain inside the spiritual life, the purity factor remains in status quo.  The humanity of our Lord Jesus Christ remained absolutely, perfectly pure throughout His entire life, even while bearing our sins.




(k)  Although we have an old sin nature and personal sin, we can become pure through faith in Christ and can remain pure by living under the power and influence of the Holy Spirit in our very own pure spiritual life.




(l)  Personal sin destroys our purity, but our purity can be restored perfectly by acknowledgment of sin to God, 1 Jn 1:9.




(m)  We will be pure for all eternity in our resurrection bodies, Rev 19:14, “And the armies which are in heaven, clothed in fine linen, white and clean, were following Him on white horses.”



(n)  The word of God is pure, Jam 3:17, “But the wisdom from above is first pure, then peaceable, gentle, reasonable, full of mercy and divine good production, impartial, without hypocrisy.”

c.  God’s purpose is that we may be blameless.



(1)  1 Cor 1:8, “who will also strengthen you until the end (of the CA), the blameless ones on the day of our Lord Jesus Christ.”


(2)  Eph 1:4, “since He Himself [F] has elected us in Him [Christ] before the foundation of the world that we should be holy [experiential sanctification] and blameless before Him [ultimate sanctification];”


(3)  Eph 5:27, “that He might cause her to be presented to Himself as a glorious Church [ultimate sanctification], having no stain [sin], or wrinkle [human good], or any such categories as these [evil]; but that she should be holy and unblemished (blameless).”


(4)  Phil 2:15, “In order that you yourselves might become blameless [not censored by God for reversionism] even innocent [full of doctrinal integrity], faultless [from the standpoint of establishment] sons of God in the middle of a crooked [rejection of establishment] and perverted [under influence of evil] generation, among whom you [mature believers] keep shining as light-giving bodies in the world,”


(5)  Col 1:22, “Yet now, He has reconciled [you] in His human body through His [spiritual] death, in order to present you before Him [God the Father] holy both blameless [no personal sin] and irreproachable [no old sin nature and Adam’s original sin].”


(6)  2 Pet 3:14, “For this reason, beloved, since we eagerly anticipate these things, begin to make every effort to be found by Him in the sphere of harmony, pure [the execution of the spiritual life] and blameless [having no human good or evil].”


(7)  Jude 1:24, “Now to Him [God the Father] who is able to protect you from stumbling and to set you blameless in the presence of His glory full of exultation,”

d.  God the Father will ensure that we are pure and blameless on the day we are given our resurrection bodies and are evaluated by the Lord.  He will do this by giving us a resurrection body that is without a sin nature, without the imputation of Adam’s original sin, and is incapable of committing any personal sin.


e.  We are expected to be pure in our execution of the spiritual life and blameless with regard to human good and evil on the day that we are evaluated by Jesus Christ in our resurrection body.

f.  Because we are in resurrection body and because of our Lord’s work on the cross, we will be purified from sin.


g.  Our execution of the spiritual life by the consistent use of the recovery procedure of 1 Jn 1:9 and our avoidance of human good and evil through the motivation of personal love for God and the function of unconditional virtuous love for mankind will give us the final evaluation of “Well done, good and faithful servant.”

h.  The function of reciprocal love for God is the motivation for the believer to be pure and blameless at the evaluation throne of Christ.

i.  The function of unconditional virtuous love for all is the demonstration of the believer’s purity in the execution of the spiritual life and blamelessness with regard to the cosmic system of Satan.

j.  These two problem solving devices are of greater value, and that greater value will be proven by God on the day of our evaluation before Jesus Christ.
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
