Philippians 2:9



- is the strong inferential conjunction DIO, which is used to introduce a conclusion, meaning “Therefore, for this reason Rom 1:24; 2:1; 13:5, denoting that the inference is self-evident Rom 4:22; 15:22; 2 Cor 1:20; 5:9; Phil 2:9.”
  This is followed by the adjunctive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “also” plus the nominative subject from the masculine singular article and noun THEOS, meaning “God” and referring to God the Father, the author of the divine plan.  Then we have the accusative direct object from the third person masculine singular intensive pronoun AUTOS, used as a personal pronoun, meaning “Him” and referring to our Lord Jesus Christ.  This is followed by the third person singular aorist active indicative from the verb HUPERUPSOW, which means “to raise to a high point of honor, raise, exalt; to raise someone to the loftiest height;”
 “to regard a person as being exceptionally honored in view of high status—’to give exceptional honor.’”


The aorist tense is a culminative aorist, which gathers the entire session of Christ into a single whole and emphasizes the continuing results of that completed action.  It is translated by the English auxiliary verb “has.”

The active voice indicates that God the Father produces the action of permanently exalting our Lord Jesus Christ because of His obedience to the Father’s will and perfect execution of His plan.

The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of doctrine.
“Therefore also, God has exalted Him to the maximum”
- is the connective use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and” followed by the third person singular aorist deponent middle indicative from the verb CHARIZOMAI, which means “to give graciously; to bestow graciously.”

The aorist tense is a culminative aorist, which gathers into a single whole the glorification of our Lord by God the Father at the session, but regards it from the standpoint of its existing results.  It is translated by the English auxiliary verb “has.”

The deponent middle is middle in form but active in meaning, God the Father producing the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

Then we have the dative of indirect object from the third person masculine singular intensive pronoun AUTOS, used as a personal pronoun, and meaning “to Him” and referring to our Lord.  This is followed by the accusative neuter singular direct object from the article and noun ONOMA, which means “name” in the sense of “the classification under which one belongs, noted by a name or category: title, category.”
  A title can also be a rank, as in the military; hence, we call a high ranking officer “General, Colonel, Major,” etc.  Then we have the appositional accusative from the neuter singular article used as a relative pronoun, meaning “which title or rank.”  The article is used here to create a substantive out of the prepositional phrase which follows.  Literally this says “the over and above every rank,” but this is awkward to the English ear, and therefore, we turn it into a relative clause, translated “which is.”  Then we have the preposition HUPER plus the accusative of comparison (meaning “a marker of a degree beyond that of a compared scale of extent, in the sense of excelling, surpassing, over and above, beyond, more than”
) from the neuter singular adjective PAS and the noun ONOMA, meaning every title or rank.
“and has graciously bestowed on Him the rank which is over and above every rank,”
Phil 2:9 corrected translation
“Therefore also, God has exalted Him to the maximum and has graciously bestowed on Him the rank which is over and above every rank,”
Explanation:
1.  “Therefore also, God has exalted Him to the maximum”

a.  Paul now comes to a dogmatic conclusion based on the fact that Jesus Christ was completely obedient to the Father’s will, plan, and purpose for His life.

b.  God the Father exalted, glorified, recognized, raised to the highest possible level, and rewarded to the maximum our Lord Jesus Christ because of His faithful obedience to the will of the Father.

c.  Our blessing and reward by God is based upon our obedience to His will; that is, our willingness to learn, believe, and execute the word of God.


d.  Related Scripture:



(1)  Mt 28:18, “And Jesus came up and spoke to them, saying, ‘All authority has been given to Me in heaven and on earth.’”


(2)  Acts 2:33, “Therefore having been exalted to the right hand of God, and having received from the Father the promise of the Holy Spirit, He has poured forth this which you both see and hear.”


(3)  Eph 1:20-22, “which [superior power of omnipotence] He put into operation by means of Christ when He raised Him from the dead and seated Him at His own right hand in heavenly places, superior to every authority, both human power and authority as well as angelic power and authority, and superior to every title that can be named [awarded], not only in this age [Church Age] but also in the one destined to come [Millennium].  And He [Father] has subordinated all [insubordinate angels and humans] under His [Christ’s] feet; furthermore, He [the Father] has appointed Him ruler over all things for the church, far above all rule and authority and power and dominion, and every name that is named, not only in this age but also in the one to come.”



(a)  The first phase of operation footstool is the resurrection, ascension, and session of Christ.  




(b)  The second phase of operation footstool is the Second Advent of Christ.  At that time, the baptism of fire will remove all unbelievers from the earth, both Jews and Gentiles.  Also in this second phase of operation footstool, Satan is sentenced to 1000 years of jail.




(c)  Another part of the second phase of operation footstool occurs at the end of the Millennium with the suppression of the Gog and Magog Revolution, sponsored and led by Satan, having been just released from the angelic prison called the Abyss.  Then there is the second resurrection of believers, who lived through the Tribulation and millennial reign of Christ as well as all unbelievers.  These believers are evaluated at the Last Judgment and enter into the eternal state.  All the unbelievers of human history are then judged at the Last Judgment and cast into the eternal lake of fire along with the execution of the prehistoric sentence of Satan and all fallen angels.




(d)  There would be no royal family without the appointment of Christ as prince-ruler over the Church.  This means He rules all Church Age believers today, winners and losers.  




(e)  So Christ is the ruler of all creatures, angelic and human, no matter how rebellious.  The most rebellious of all creatures today are not demons but born-again believers, who fail to fulfill the principle of post-salvation rehabilitation of what they believe to be the truth in the perception, acceptance, and application of Bible doctrine.


(4)  Heb 1:9, “You [Jesus] have loved righteousness and hated evil [impeccability of Christ]; therefore, God [the Father], Your God, has anointed You above all Your associates with the ceremonial oil of optimum happiness.”


(5)  Heb 2:9, “But we do see Him, who was made for a little while lower than the angels, namely, Jesus, because of the suffering of death, crowned with glory and honor, so that by the grace of God He might taste death for everyone.”

e.  The glorification of Christ results in the glorification of those in union with Him.


(1)  The word ‘glory’ is used to describe the strategic victory of Christ in the angelic conflict.




(a)  Heb 2:10, “To have led to glory many sons.”  God brings many sons to glory by judging our sins, so that, when we believe in Christ, we enter into a relationship with His glory.  We receive the imputation of God’s perfect righteousness, which is the potential for blessing from the integrity of God.




(b)  In 1 Tim 3:16 we have the phrase, “Christ taken up into the place of glory,” which refers to the third heaven, the location of the integrity of God.



(2)  The royal family is called to eternal glory since Christ is seated in the place of glory.  The formation of the royal family comes under the phrase, “being called to eternal glory,” 1 Pet 5:10; 2 Pet 1:3.  This is the status of the royal family being called into eternal relationship with the integrity of God.



(3)  The resurrection body is described in terms of glory, 1 Cor 15:43a, “It is sown in a state of dishonor; it is raised in a state of glory.”  Our resurrection body is raised in glory because we are in the status quo of everlasting life.  We will live forever in a state of glory.  In 2 Thes 2:14, “the attainment of the glory of our Lord Jesus Christ” refers to having a resurrection body exactly like His.”

f.  The session is that doctrine of Christology pertaining to the glorification of our Lord’s humanity at the right hand of the Father.


g.  Upon arrival in the third heaven, our Lord was seated at the right hand of God the Father; this is the doctrine of the Session.  Then He received His third royal patent [privilege] and the title “King of kings, Lord of lords, the Bright Morning Star.”  Because His third royal warrant [authority] had no accompanying royal family, the Church Age was inserted for the calling out of a royal family.



(1)  This is why this doctrine of ascension and session is the missing link between the resurrection of Christ and the spiritual life of the Church Age.



(2)  Something new had to be created to accompany the new royalty of Jesus Christ, a new royal family.  His new royalty had to create a new spiritual species, as per 2 Cor 5:17.



(3)  Therefore, the dispensation of Israel was interrupted seven years short of its completion.  Then the omnipotence of the Father and of the Spirit was made available to believers.  The Day of Pentecost is the day the royal family began with the baptism of the Holy Spirit, the first day of the Church Age.


h.  1 Pet 3:22, “Who [Jesus Christ] is at the right hand of God, having gone into heaven, after angels and authorities and powers had been subordinated to Him.”


(1)  With the resurrection of Jesus Christ, all angelic creatures including fallen angels, are subordinated to Him in His humanity.  That fact is very important.



(2)  In His deity, Jesus Christ is the creator of angels.  In His humanity, He was made lower than angels, Heb 2:7.  But now in His resurrection, He is higher than angels in His humanity.



(3)  Some day in our resurrection body, we will share that same privilege experientially.  Being in union with Christ, we are already positionally higher than angels.  But in resurrection bodies, we will be experientially and physically higher than angels.


i.  The session demands a new mental attitude of the Royal Family, Col 3:1‑2, “If therefore you have been raised in Christ [and you have in baptism of the Spirit and current positional truth], keep on desiring to possess the above things [escrow blessings] where Christ is, sitting at the right hand of the Father.  Keep thinking objectively about the above things [doctrine], not things on the earth.  For you have died, and your life is hidden with Christ in God.”

j.  The session of Jesus is our motivation for spiritual self-confidence under people testing, Heb 12:2‑3, “Let us fix our eyes [concentrate] on Jesus, the author and perfecter of our doctrine, who for the joy that was set before Him, endured the cross, disregarding the shame, and has sat down at the right hand of the throne of God.  For consider Him who has endured such opposition by sinners against Himself, so that you do not grow weary and faint in your souls.”
2.  “and has graciously bestowed on Him the rank which is over and above every rank,”

a.  In addition to the glorification of the humanity of Christ at His session, God the Father also gave our Lord a new name, a new title, and a new rank.

b.  Our Lord received His royal title “King of kings, Lord of lords, the Bright Morning Star.”  This is the name, title, and rank that is over and above every other name, title, and rank in both angelic and human creation.

c.  Along with this rank and title goes the authority over all creation both angelic and human:


(1)  Heb 1:9, “Therefore, God [the Father], Your God, has anointed You above all Your associates.”


(2)  Eph 1:21-22, “and seated Him at His own right hand in heavenly places, superior to every authority, both human power and authority as well as angelic power and authority, and superior to every title that can be named [awarded], not only in this age [Church Age] but also in the one destined to come [Millennium].  And He [God the Father] has subordinated all [insubordinate angels and humans] under His [Christ’s] feet; furthermore, He [God the Father] has appointed Him ruler over all things for the church, far above all rule and authority and power and dominion, and every name that is named, not only in this age but also in the one to come.”
