Rev 12:8



 is the adversative use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “But, However, or Nevertheless.”  Then we have the negative OUK, meaning “absolutely not” plus the third person singular aorist active indicative from the verb ISCHUW, meaning “to be in control, have power, be mighty Acts 19:20; win out, prevail Rev 12:8.”


The aorist tense is a constative/historical aorist, which regards the action as a historical fact, even though it has yet to happen.


The active voice indicates that Satan, the serpent, will not produce the action of winning in the angelic conflict.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of doctrine.
“However, he did not win;”
 is the coordinating negative conjunction OUDE, meaning “nor, and not, not even, or not in fact.”  With the temporal adverb ETI (usually meaning “yet or still”), which occurs four words later the two words together mean “no longer.”  With this we have the nominative subject from the masculine singular noun TOPOS, meaning “a place” plus the third person singular aorist passive indicative from the verb HEURISKW, which means “to be found.”

The aorist tense is a constative/historical aorist, which regards the action as a historical fact, even though it has yet to happen.


The passive voice indicates that a place in any of the heavens received the action of no longer being found for Satan and the fallen angels.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of doctrine.

Then we have the objective genitive
 from the third person masculine plural personal use of the intensive pronoun AUTOS, meaning “for them” and referring to Satan and the fallen angels.  This might also be considered a possessive genitive—the idea being that a place belonging to Satan and the fallen angels was not found.  This is followed by the preposition EN plus the locative of place from the masculine singular article and noun OURANOS, meaning “in heaven” and referring to the stellar universe—the second heaven.
“in fact a place was no longer found for them in heaven.”

“However, he did not win; in fact a place was no longer found for them in heaven.”
Explanation:
1.  “However, he did not win;”

a.   Satan loses this battle in heaven just as he has and will lose every other battle against God.

b.  Satan has lost the following battles against God and the elect angels.


(1)  Satan lost the battle to convince all of the angels to follow him.  Two-thirds of the angels rejected him.



(2)  Satan lost the battle to overturn his condemnation by the fall of mankind, when Adam and the woman believed in Christ’s promise of salvation after their fall.



(3)  Satan lost the many battles to prevent the coming of Jesus Christ as true humanity.




(a)  Satan lost the battle to corrupt true humanity by the sexual infiltration of the human race by the Nephalim in Gen 6.




(b)  Satan lost the battle to corrupt the line of Christ through the attacks on the line of Christ: Cain’s murder of Abel, Sarah being in the harem of the Egyptian Pharaoh, the attempts of Pharaoh to destroy the male children of Israel (when Moses was delivered), the attack at the Red Sea, the many attempted murders of David by Saul, the satanic attempt to exterminate the Jews in the book of Ruth, the murder of the entire Jewish royal family except one man (Athaliah, the mother of Jehoahaz killed everyone in the royal seed, and the only survivor was Joash, 2 Chr 23:3), and the murder of all the male children of Israel two years old or less after the birth of Christ.


(4)  Satan lost three battles against the Lord during our Lord’s first advent.




(a)  He lost the battles of temptation in the wilderness, Mt 4.




(b)  He lost the battle to get our Lord to sin during his life on earth.




(c)  He lost the battle to get our Lord to come down off the Cross.



(5)  Satan lost the battle against the human life of our Lord, when our Lord was raised from the dead.



(6)  Satan lost the battle to prevent his expulsion from the third heaven.



(7)  Satan loses the battle to prevent his expulsion from the second heaven.



(8)  Satan loses the battle to exterminate the Jews from human history prior to the second advent of Christ.



(9)  Satan loses the battle to keep from being imprisoned for a thousand years.



(10)  Satan loses the battle of the Gog/Magog revolution.



(11)  Satan loses his entire appeal to keep from being thrown into the lake of fire.


c.  Satan is the consummate loser of angelic and human history, and those who follow him are losers as well.


d.  Satan has never won a single argument or battle against God.  All he has done is fight delaying actions.  The inevitable defeat of Satan has already been decreed by God in eternity past.
2.  “in fact a place was no longer found for them in heaven.”

a.  John adds an emphatic point to what he is seeing in this vision—there is nowhere in the universe left for Satan to exist, except on the surface of planet earth.

b.  With the fall of Satan at a time prior to human history, Satan was no longer authorized to be in the presence of God (unless God held a convocation of angels as a part of the appeal trial of human history; we have examples of this convocation of angels in Job 1-2).

c.  Midway through the Tribulation the arrogance of Satan reaches its peak with his demand to be worshipped on earth as god.  This results in Michael and his angelic army being given permission by God to cast Satan and his angels out of the second heaven, the stellar universe, and confine Satan’s activities to the earth.

d.  We might think of this in terms of the elect angels no longer being able to stand the arrogance of Satan and not even wanting to share the same space with him and his minions.
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
