Rev 14:1



 is the continuative use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “And then,” followed by the first person singular aorist active indicative from the verb EIDON, meaning “to see; to look: I looked.”

The aorist tense is a constative/historical aorist, which presents the entire action of John seeing as a past fact.


The active voice indicates that John produced the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

This is followed by the connective conjunction KAI with the particle of exclamation IDOU, meaning “and behold/notice.”  Then we have the nominative subject from the neuter singular article and noun ARNION, meaning “the Lamb” and referring to our Lord Jesus Christ as previously in Revelation.  This is followed by the nominative neuter singular perfect active participle from the verb HISTĒMI, meaning “to stand: standing.”

The perfect tense is an intensive perfect, which presents the action as the present state resulting from a past action.


The active voice indicates that the Lamb produces the action of standing.


The participle is circumstantial.

Then we have the preposition EPI plus the accusative of place from the neuter singular article and noun OROS, meaning “on the mountain” plus the descriptive genitive from the feminine singular noun ZIWN, meaning “of Zion.”  Literally this says “on the mountain of Zion,” which can be translated simply “on Mount Zion.”
“And then I looked, and behold, the Lamb, standing on Mount Zion,”
 is the connective conjunction KAI, meaning “and,” followed by the preposition META plus the genitive of association from the third person masculine singular personal use of the intensive pronoun AUTOS, meaning “with Him.”  Then we have the predicate nominative (the thought here is: ‘and standing with Him were the 144,000’, making this a predicate nominative) from the feminine plural cardinal adjectives HEKATON (=one hundred), TESSERAKONTA (=forty), and TESSARES (=four) with the noun CHILIAS, meaning “one thousand” or “one hundred and forty-four thousand.”
“and with Him one hundred and forty-four thousand,”
 is the appositional or explanatory nominative feminine plural present active participle of the verb ECHW, meaning “to have: having.”

The present tense is a descriptive present, which describes the present action or state or condition.


The active voice indicates that the 144,000 produce the action of having something.


The participle is circumstantial.

Then we have the accusative direct object from the neuter singular article and noun ONOMA with the possessive genitive from the third person masculine singular personal use of the intensive pronoun AUTOS, meaning “His name.”  With this we have the connective conjunction KAI, meaning “and” plus the accusative direct object from the neuter singular article and noun ONOMA plus the possessive genitive from the masculine singular article and noun PATĒR with the possessive genitive from the third person masculine singular personal use of the intensive pronoun AUTOS, meaning “the name of His Father.”  This is followed by the appositional/explanatory accusative neuter singular perfect passive participle from the verb GRAPHW, meaning “to be written.”

The perfect tense is an intensive perfect, which conveys the idea of a present state of being as a result of a past, completed action.  The past completed action occurred in Revelation 7.


The passive voice indicates that the 144,000 received the action of having the names of Jesus Christ and God the Father written on them.


The participle is circumstantial.

Finally, we have the preposition EPI plus the adverbial genitive of place from the neuter plural article and noun METWPON with the third person masculine plural personal use of the intensive pronoun AUTOS, meaning “on their foreheads.”
“who have His name and the name of His Father written on their foreheads.”
Rev 14:1 corrected translation
“And then I looked, and behold, the Lamb, standing on Mount Zion, and with Him one hundred and forty-four thousand, who have His name and the name of His Father written on their foreheads.”
Explanation:
1.  “And then I looked, and behold, the Lamb, standing on Mount Zion,”

a.  John now sees another exciting vision of our Lord Jesus Christ (the Lamb of God from Rev 5:6, 8, 12-13; 6:1, 16; 7:9-10, 14, 17; 12:11; 13:8, 11) standing on Mount Zion.

b.  Mount Zion is “one of the eminences on which Jerusalem was built.  It was surrounded on all sides, except the north, by deep valleys, surpassing Mt. Moriah in height by 105 feet.  It was the south-eastern hill of Jerusalem.  When David took it from the Jebusites (Josh 15:63; 2 Sam 5:7) he built on it a citadel and a palace, and it became “the city of David” (1 Kg 8:1; 2 Kg 19:21, 31; 1 Chr 11:5).  In the later books of the Old Testament this name was sometimes used (Ps 87:2; 149:2; Isa 33:14; Joel 2:1) to denote Jerusalem in general, and sometimes God’s chosen Israel (Ps 51:18; 87:5).”


c.  “Mount Zion is ‘my [God’s] holy hill’ (Ps 2:6), ‘the holy habitation of the Most High (Ps 46:4); it is ‘Mount Zion, which he loves,’ where God ‘built his sanctuary like the high heavens’ (Ps 78:68-69).”


d.  Zion is mentioned in Heb 12:22, “But you have come to Zion; that is, to the city of the living God, the heavenly Jerusalem, and to countless millions of angels, to a festal gathering.”

e.  John sees our Lord standing on the place where He will return at His second advent to defeat the forces of Satan in the final battle of the Tribulation.
2.  “and with Him one hundred and forty-four thousand,”

a.  With the Lord are the 144,000 Jewish evangelists of the Tribulation, previously mentioned in Rev 7:4, “And then I heard the number of those who had been sealed, one hundred forty four thousand, having been sealed from every tribe of the sons of Israel.”

b.  Our Lord associates Himself with His Jewish evangelists of the Tribulation as a sign of ownership.
3.  “who have His name and the name of His Father written on their foreheads.”

a.  John now gives us the proof of our Lord’s ownership of these 144,000 Jewish evangelists.  They have His name and the name of God the Father written on their foreheads.

b.  This is a picture of these believers having God the Son and God the Father in their souls because they have believed in Christ.


c.  “Allegiance to God was often represented by a mark or seal on the forehead:”



(1)  Ezek 9:4, “The Lord said to him, ‘Go through the midst of the city, even through the midst of Jerusalem, and put a mark on the foreheads of the men who sigh and groan over all the abominations which are being committed in its midst.’”


(2)  Rev 7:3, “saying, ‘Do not damage the land nor the sea nor the trees until we have sealed the slaves of our God on their foreheads.’”


(3)  Rev 22:4, “they will see His face, and His name will be on their foreheads.”
4.  This vision presents a picture of the victorious Christ (Rev 19:11-16) “as having already returned to earth bringing with Him that select number who have suffered martyrdom at the hand of the beast (Rev 13:15).”
  “Since this is primarily an earthly scene, it may well picture the saints at the start of this final period and signify their victorious status before God and the glory that awaits them.”


(1)  This vision is in contrast to the temporary victory of Satan and the two beasts over tribulational believers in the previous vision.


(2)  This vision takes us to the place of safety and victory, where our Lord will regather Israel after the final defeat of the armies of the earth.


(3)  The previous sealing of believers, which is a picture of their eternal security, is now demonstrated with their return with our Lord to the earth to enter into His millennial reign.


(4)  The fact that only the 144,000 Jewish evangelists are mentioned is done to demonstrate our Lord’s fulfillment of the unconditional covenants to Israel.


(5)  “Zion came to signify the location where the Messiah would deliver his people and gather them to himself.”
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
