Rev 17:13



 is the nominative subject from the masculine plural demonstrative pronoun HOUTOS, meaning “these” and referring to the ten kings.  Then we have the accusative direct object from the feminine singular cardinal adjective HEIS (meaning “one”) and the noun GNWMĒ, meaning “(1) that which is purposed or intended: purpose, intention, mind, mind-set; ‘unity of mind’ 1 Cor 1:10; Rev 17:13; it is also used for: motive, attitude or disposition = mind-set; (2) a viewpoint or way of thinking about a matter: opinion, judgment, way of thinking 1 Cor 7:25, 40; 2 Cor 8:10.”
  These kings have a single ideology, which is their mind-set, their way of thinking, their motive and purpose in life.  The word “ideology” best summarizes all these concepts.  Then we have the third person plural present active indicative from the verb ECHW, which means “to have.”

The present tense is an aoristic present, which presents the action as a timeless fact without reference to its progress.


The active voice indicates that these ten kings produce the action of having one mind-set, one way of thinking, one purpose and intention, one motive and attitude.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.
“These have one ideology;”
 is the additive or adjunctive function of the conjunction KAI, meaning “furthermore or in addition.”  Then we have the accusative direct object from the feminine singular article and noun DUNAMIS, meaning “power” with the connective use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and” plus the accusative direct object from the feminine singular noun EXOUSIA, meaning “authority.”  With this we have the possessive genitive from the third person masculine plural personal use of the intensive pronoun AUTOS, meaning “their.”  This is followed by the dative of indirect object from the neuter singular article and noun THĒRION, meaning “to the beast” and referring to the dictator of the Revived Roman Empire.  Finally, we have the third person plural present active indicative from the verb DIDWMI, which means “they give.”

The present tense is a descriptive/futuristic present, which describes what will happen in the future as if happening now.


The active voice indicates that the ten kings/rulers produce the action of giving their power and authority to the beast.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic fact.

“furthermore, they give their power and authority to the beast.”
Rev 17:13 corrected translation
“These have one ideology; furthermore, they give their power and authority to the beast.”
Explanation:
1.  “These have one ideology;”

a.   The angel continues with the description of the thinking of these ten rulers.  They have the same thinking as the Antichrist, the dictator of the Revived Roman Empire.


b.  The ten rulers agree totally with his purpose to annihilate the Jews and all believers in the Lord Jesus Christ.


c.  They have the same intention, which is to rule the world under the leadership of the beast.


d.  They have the same mind-set or unity of mind in worshipping the beast and his image along with the rejection of everything related to the one true God.


e.  Their motives, viewpoint, opinions, and way of thinking is the same.

f.  This unity of ideology is the satanic counterfeit of the unity of thinking of believers in the Lord Jesus Christ, as mentioned in Phil 2:2, “bring to completion my happiness, namely, that you might be thinking the same thing, having that same virtue-love, united in the soul, thinking one and the same thing.”

g.  The same word (GNWMĒ) is used by Paul in 1 Cor 1:10, “Now I exhort you, brethren, through the person of our Lord Jesus Christ, that all of you agree with one another, and that there be no divisions [fragmentations, schisms] among you, but that you may be mended by means of the same mind [doctrinal thinking] and by means of the same opinion [toward doctrine].”

h.  “This is an idiom from the arena of politics and speaks of unanimity on the part of citizens (here rulers) regarding a point of action.  …they are of ‘of one accord’ in yielding their authority to the beast.  They follow him wholeheartedly and give him their absolute support, agreeing with everything he does.”

2.  “furthermore, they give their power and authority to the beast.”

a.  In addition to their compatible thinking is their agreement to surrender all their power and authority to the beast-dictator of the Revived Roman Empire.

b.  They submit politically, militarily, economically, religiously, and culturally to the Antichrist.

c.  These ten kings are vassal kings in subordination to the power and authority of the Antichrist, who has received all his power and authority from Satan.


d.  There is no struggle for power during the last half of the Tribulation between these ten kings and the beast-dictator or with each other.


e.  They are surely motivated by Satan and demon influence to surrender their power and authority to the beast.  But the permissive will of God allows this to happen as a part of His overall plan for the control of history and the judgment of the unbelievers of the Tribulation, Rev 17:17, “For God has put it in their hearts to execute His purpose by having a common purpose, and by giving their kingdom to the beast, until the words of God will be fulfilled.”
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
