Rev 22:21



 is the nominative subject from the feminine singular article and noun CHARIS, meaning “The grace” plus the possessive genitive from the masculine singular article and nouns KURIOS and IĒSOUS, meaning “of the Lord Jesus.”
“The grace of the Lord Jesus”
 is the preposition META plus the genitive of association from the masculine plural adjective PAS, meaning “with all.”  The word “Amen” does not occur in the best manuscripts.  There is no verb.  It must be supplied, and is probably the ellipsis of the verb EIMI, meaning “to be: [is].”
“[is] with all.”
The Textus Receptus, following Sinaiticus almost all minuscules, the Latin, Syriac, Coptic, Armenian, and other translations, concludes the book with .  If, however, this word were present originally, it is difficult to account for its omission in such witnesses as Alexandrinus and several other good manuscripts.”
  It is most likely not a part of the original text.

“The grace of the Lord Jesus [is] with all.”
Explanation:
1.  This final statement is the typical conclusion of many New Testament epistles.


a.  Col 4:18, “Grace [be] with you all.”

b.  Tit 3:15, “Grace [be] with all of you.”

c.  1 Tim 6:21, “Grace [is] with you all.”

d  2 Tim 4:22, “Grace [be] with all of you.”

e.  Heb 13:25, “Grace [is] with all of you.”

f.  Phlm 25, “The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ [be] with your spirit.”

g.  Phil 4:23, “The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ [be] with your spirit.”

h.  Gal 6:18, “The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ [is] with your spirit, brethren.  I believe it.”

i.  1 Cor 16:23, “The grace of the Lord Jesus [is] with you.”  John’s ending most closely resembles Paul’s ending here.


j.  1 Thes 5:28, “The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ [is] with all of you.”

k.  2 Thes 3:18, “The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ [is] with all of you.”

l.  2 Cor 13:13, “The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ and the love of God and the fellowship of the Holy Spirit [is] with all of you.”

m.  Eph 6:24, “Grace [be] with all who unconditionally love our Lord Jesus Christ with incorruptibility.”
2.  “The grace of the Lord Jesus [be] with all.”

a.  The grace of the Lord Jesus is the premiere attribute of our Lord Jesus Christ, which was demonstrated at the Cross and will again be demonstrated by the deliverance of all believers from Satan’s evil system at the Second Advent. 

b.  The grace of our Lord is being demonstrated to us on a daily basis and will continue to be demonstrated to us until our death or resurrection, whichever occurs first.

c.  The grace of our Lord will be with us for His entire millennial reign and then forever.


d.  The grace of our Lord was with us in eternity past, throughout our lifetime, and will be with us throughout eternity.


e.  There has never been and never will be a time when the grace of our Lord is not with us.


f.  The grace of our Lord is with every believer: new, baby, growing, mature, and apostate.  No believer exists without or apart from the grace of our Lord.


g.  We were created in grace, saved by grace, live by grace, and depend upon the grace of the Lord Jesus Christ.  To Him be the glory both now and forever.  Amen.
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
