Rev 6:15



 is the continuative use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “And then,” followed by the nominative subject from a series of masculine plural articles and nouns connected by the additive use of KAI, meaning “and”:
BASIEUS plus the descriptive genitive feminine singular from the article and noun GĒ means “the kings of the earth.”
MEGISTAN means “a person of high rank: great man, courtier, magnate Mk 6:21; Rev 18:23; 6:15.”
  It refers to the nobility of the kingdom under the kings of the earth.

CHILIARCHOS means “‘leader of a thousand soldiers’, the Roman military tribune, the commander of a cohort=about 600 men, in this sense (roughly equivalent to lieutenant colonel or colonel) Jn 18:12; Acts 21:31–33, 37; and many other passages.—Of high-ranking military officers generally Mk 6:21; Rev 6:15; 19:18.”

The adjective PLOUSIOS is used as a substantive and means “the rich.”
The adjective ISCHUROS is used as a substantive and means “the powerful.”
The adjective PAS and the noun DOULOS means “every slave.”
The adjective ELEUTHEROS is used as a substantive and means “freeman.”  The previous adjective PAS governs both of these nouns, so that it means “and every slave and freeman.”
“And then the kings of the earth and the nobility and military commanders and the rich and the powerful and every slave and freeman [working classes]”
 is the third person plural aorist active indicative from the verb KRUPTW, which means “to hide: they hid.”

The aorist tense is a constative/historical aorist, which views the action of hiding in its entirety as a past fact.


The active voice indicates that the kings, nobility, commanders, rich, powerful, and various social and working classes of mankind produced the action of hiding.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Then we have the accusative direct object from the third person masculine plural reflexive pronoun HEAUTOU, which means “themselves.”  This is followed by the preposition EIS plus the accusative of place from the neuter plural article and noun SPĒLAION, which originally meant “caves, but was also used for a robbers’ hideout Mt 21:13; Mk 11:17; Lk 19:46 as a place of refuge; Heb 11:38; Rev 6:15.”
  With this we have the connective/additive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and,” followed by the preposition EIS plus the accusative of place from the feminine plural article and noun PETRA, meaning “among the rocks” (see BDAG, p. 289 for the translation ‘among’ for the preposition EIS).  Finally, we have the descriptive genitive from the neuter plural article and noun OROS, meaning “of the mountains.”
“hid themselves in the caves and among the rocks of the mountains;”
Rev 6:15 corrected translation
“And then the kings of the earth and the nobility and military commanders and the rich and the powerful and every slave and freeman [working classes] hid themselves in the caves and among the rocks of the mountains;”
Explanation:
1.  “And then the kings of the earth and the nobility and military commanders and the rich and the powerful and every slave and freeman [working classes]”

a.  As a result of the world-wide earthquake, the meteor shower, the disappearance of the sky, the sun looking black, and the moon looking red, the unbelievers of the earth are completely and totally terrified.

b.  John makes a detailed description of those to whom this terror applies.  It applies from the greatest even to the smallest of men.

c.  The greatest of men include:



(1)  The kings of the earth, which includes every ruler of every country on earth.



(2)  The nobility who serve those kings.  This includes all the legislators, supreme court judges, cabinet members, and political royalty of those nations; those people who make government function.


(3)  The highest, greatest, and bravest of military commanders are included.



(4)  The rich will be equally terrified with the poor.



(5)  The powerful men of industry, commerce, banking, and big business will be just as terrified as the janitors and maids who clean their toilets.

d.  The least of men includes every slave and freeman, which means every other person without regard for rank, nobility, privilege, or social standing.


e.  Not a single person on earth will be exempt from this terror except those who have believed in Christ.


f.  “The inclusive list of classes also reveals that God is no respecter of persons but judges all on an equal basis regardless of their social, political, or economic standing.”

2.  “hid themselves in the caves and among the rocks of the mountains;”

a.  In the face of these cataclysmic events, every man from the greatest even to the least will seek to hide from the wrath of God.

b.  Every one, except believers, will seek to hide themselves somewhere.

c.  It is interesting to note that men don’t seek to hide themselves in the places of power to which they are accustomed, such as: their homes, offices, board rooms, conference rooms, etc.


d.  Men attempt to hide from God, as if they can somehow get away from God.  Just as people think they can hide their sins from God, so these unbelievers are no different and think they can hide themselves from God.  Nothing has changed since Gen 3:8, “And the man and his wife kept themselves hidden from the face of the Lord God in the middle of the trees of the garden.”

e.  Isa 2:9-21, “So the common man has been humbled and the man of importance has been abased, but do not forgive them.  Enter the rock and hide in the dust from the terror of the Lord and from the splendor of His majesty.  The proud look of man will be abased and the loftiness of man will be humbled, and the Lord alone will be exalted in that day.  For the Lord of the armies will have a day of reckoning against everyone who is proud and lofty and against everyone who is lifted up, that he may be abased.  And it will be against all the cedars of Lebanon that are lofty and lifted up, against all the oaks of Bashan, against all the lofty mountains, against all the hills that are lifted up, against every high tower, against every fortified wall, against all the ships of Tarshish and against all the beautiful craft.  The pride of man will be humbled and the loftiness of men will be abased; and the Lord alone will be exalted in that day, but the idols will completely vanish.  Men will go into caves of the rocks and into holes of the ground before the terror of the Lord and the splendor of His majesty, when He arises to make the earth tremble.  In that day men will cast away to the moles and the bats their idols of silver and their idols of gold, which they made for themselves to worship, in order to go into the caverns of the rocks and the clefts of the cliffs before the terror of the Lord and the splendor of His majesty, when He arises to make the earth tremble.”

f.  Ezek 33:27, “Thus you shall say to them, ‘Thus says the Lord God, “As I live, surely those who are in the desert will fall by the sword, and whoever is in the open field I will give to the wild animals to be devoured, and those who are in the strongholds and in the caves will die of disease.”
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
