Romans 1:30




- is the appositional accusative from the masculine plural adjective KATALALOS, meaning “speaking evil of others, slanderers.”  Then we have the appositional accusative from the masculine plural adjective THEOSTUGĒS, which means “pertaining to hatred for God - hating God, one who hates God; haters of God.”

“slanderers, haters of God,”

- is the appositional accusative from the masculine plural noun HUBRISTĒS, which means “a violent, insolent (rude, disrespectful) man.”
  This word is also used in 1 Tim 1:13, “even though I was formerly a blasphemer and a persecutor and a violent aggressor.”  Then we have the appositional accusative from the masculine plural adjective HUPEREPHANOS, which means “arrogant, haughty, proud Lk 1:51.”
  This is followed by the appositional accusative from the masculine plural noun ALAZWN, which means “boaster, braggart”
 and is also found in 2 Tim 3:2, “For men will be lovers of self, lovers of money, boastful, arrogant, revilers, disobedient to parents, ungrateful, unholy.”

“insolent [rude and disrespectful], arrogant, braggarts,”

- is the appositional accusative from the masculine plural noun EPHEURETĒS, which means “inventor, contriver.”
  With this we have the objective genitive from the neuter plural adjective KAKOS, which means “of evil.”

“inventors of evil,”

 - is the dative of indirect object from the masculine plural noun GONEUS, meaning “to parents” with the appositional accusative from the masculine plural adjective APEITHĒS, which means “disobedient.”

“disobedient to parents,”
Rom 1:30 corrected translation
“slanderers, haters of God, insolent [rude and disrespectful], arrogant, braggarts, inventors of evil, disobedient to parents,”
Explanation:

1.  “slanderers, haters of God,”

a.  The entire sentence so far reads, “Furthermore, since they did not think it worthwhile to have God in full knowledge, God delivered them over to a degenerate pattern of thinking to do what is not proper, being filled with all wrongdoing, wickedness, greed, depravity, full of envy, murder, strife [enjoy causing trouble] deceit, malice, gossipers, slanderers, haters of God, insolent [rude and disrespectful], arrogant, braggarts, inventors of evil, disobedient to parents,”


b.  Paul continues his list of characteristics of the degenerate unbeliever in reversionism with the second verbal sin—slander.



(1)  The degenerate unbeliever not only slanders others, but he also slanders God.



(2)  A person who slanders has no respect for others.  Their disrespect and disregard for others motivates them to slander and criticize everything.



(3)  The slanderer uses their tongue in revenge and with great malice.



(4)  This person enjoys saying things that will hurt others.  They take pleasure in hurting others by what they say.



(5)  Related Scripture.




(a)  Prov 10:18, “He who conceals hatred has lying lips, and he who spreads slander is a fool.”




(b)  Isa 32:7, “As for a rogue, his weapons are evil; he devises wicked schemes to destroy the afflicted with slander, even though the needy one speaks what is right.”




(c)  Mk 7:20-23, “And He was saying, ‘That which proceeds out of the man, that is what defiles the man.  For from within, out of the heart of men, proceed the evil thoughts, fornications, thefts, murders, adulteries, deeds of coveting and wickedness, as well as deceit, sensuality, envy, slander, pride and foolishness.  All these evil things proceed from within and defile the man.’”




(d)  Eph 4:31, “Let all bitterness and wrath and anger and clamor and slander be put away from you, along with all malice.”




(e)  Col 3:8, “But now you also, put them all aside: anger, wrath, malice, slander, and abusive speech from your mouth.”




(f)  1 Pet 2:1, “Therefore, putting aside all malice and all deceit and hypocrisy and envy and all slander.”


c.  The degenerate unbeliever is also a hater of God.



(1)  They begin by being apathetic to God.



(2)  Apathy turns into rejection of the love of God.



(3)  Rejection of the love of God turns into antagonism toward God.



(4)  Antagonism toward God turns into hatred of God.



(5)  Hatred of God is manifest in violence and persecution of anyone who does not join them in their hatred of God.  This is why the spiritually mature believer will always be hated and persecuted by the degenerate unbeliever in reversionism.

2.  “insolent [rude and disrespectful], arrogant, braggarts,”

a.  The degenerate unbeliever is violent, rude, disrespectful, impudent, and impertinent.



(1)  They are violent toward those who oppose, and justify their violence as necessary to get what they want, because what they want is more important than anything else.



(2)  They are rude and disrespectful toward authority and those around them, especially those whom they consider beneath them.



(3)  From the attitude of impudence and impertinence they do whatever they want and believe that the rules do not apply to them.


b.  They are motivated by arrogance in all that they think.



(1)  They think they are always right, and even if they are wrong, they still are not as wrong as the person who is right.



(2)  They believe that whatever they do is justified because they are right or doing what is for the common good.



(3)  They believe that others will eventually see the reality of how right they are and how right they have been all along.



(4)  They believe that their “wrongs” are still better than the “rights” of others.  Therefore the end justifies the means.  They believe it is right to do whatever is necessary to achieve their goal.



(5)  They believe they are superior in their thinking, their understanding, the application of their knowledge, and their importance in the scheme of things regardless of facts to the contrary.



(6)  They always believe their cause is just and that God is on their side or that they don’t need God on their side because they are right regardless of what God thinks.


c.  Therefore, they brag and boast about themselves, what they believe, what they are doing, and all that they have and will accomplish.



(1)  The braggart is more than happy to tell you about all of their past accomplishments.


(2)  They also brag about what they will do in the future.



(3)  They take credit for things they have not done and for the things others have done.


(4)  They say whatever is necessary to make themselves look good in any given situation with total disregard of the truth.
3.  “inventors of evil,”

a.  This phrase deals with the thinking of the degenerate unbeliever.


b.  Evil is the system of thinking of Satan found in two systems of thought.  One system is indifferent to God and the other system is openly antagonistic to God.


c.  The degenerate unbeliever invents new systems of evil function within these systems of thinking created by Satan.


d.  This unbeliever is constantly thinking of new ways to improve the world, to create world peace, to create a one-world order.  “New age” thinking and the “One world order” are excellent examples of this type of function.

4.  “disobedient to parents,”

a.  The degeneracy of the unbeliever begins in the home with disobedience to parents.  It continues into adult life with disrespect and disregard for all authority.


b.  One of the basic problems of the degenerate person is that they reject authority.  They always have and they continue to do so throughout their life.


c.  They are insolent and disrespectful to parents.  They see no need to have to obey someone, when they know better what is good for them and others.


d.  They believe that they have a right to do whatever they want and that no one has the right to tell them what to do.  This is first manifestation in rejection of parental authority and then grows into rejection of all other authority in life, especially the authority of God.


e.  This person never honors their father or mother.


f.  They never respond to parental discipline.


g.  They grow up taking their parents for granted, despising and hating their parents, and eventually hating God as well.
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
