Romans 5:5
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- is the continuative use of the postpositive conjunction DE, meaning “And” plus the nominative subject from the feminine singular article and noun ELPIS, which means “absolute confidence.”  This is followed by the absolute negative OU, meaning “not” plus the third person singular present active indicative from the verb KATAISCHUNW, which means “to dishonor, disgrace, disfigure; put to shame, cause shame of the shame and disappointment that come to one whose faith or hope is shown to be vain—to disappoint.”


The present tense is a gnomic present for a universal truth or maxim.


The active voice is the causative active voice and indicates that absolute confidence in God produces the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of Bible doctrine.
“And absolute confidence [in God] never causes shame and disappointment,”
- is the causal use of the conjunction HOTI, which means “because” plus the nominative subject from the feminine singular article and noun AGAPĒ, which means “the love.”  Then we have the objective genitive from the masculine singular article and noun THEOS, which means “for God.”  The word in the genitive (THEOS=God) receives the action implied by the noun of action (AGAPĒ=love), and therefore functions as the object of the verbal idea contained in the noun of action.  This is followed by the third person singular perfect passive indicative from the verb EKCHEW, which means “to pour out” and is used in a figurative sense here.

The perfect tense is a consummative perfect, which emphasizes the past, completed action of God the Holy Spirit pouring out the love for God in our hearts.

The passive voice indicates that the love of God receives the action of having been poured out into our doctrinal understanding by the teaching ministry of God the Holy Spirit.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact and the reality of what happens to all believers that are positive to the teaching of the word of God.

Then we have the preposition EN plus the locative of place from the feminine plural article and noun KARDIA with the possessive genitive from the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, which means “in our hearts” and refers to the right lobe of the soul, the location of all metabolized (or believed) Bible doctrine.

“because the love for God has been poured out in our hearts”
 - is the preposition DIA plus the ablative of agency from the neuter singular noun PNEUMA and the adjective HAGIOS, meaning “through the Holy Spirit.”  The ablative of agency indicates the personal agent who performs the action expressed by a verb in the passive voice.  (This cannot be the ablative of means since the ablative of means is used to indicate the impersonal means used in producing the action of a verb.)  This is followed by the genitive neuter singular articular aorist passive participle from the verb DIDWMI, which means “to be given.”

The article is used as a relative pronoun and is translated “who.”

The aorist tense is a constative or historical aorist, which gathers into a single whole the action of God the Holy Spirit being given to us at the moment of salvation, and it states this action as a fact without reference to its beginning, end, or progress.


The passive voice indicates that the Holy Spirit receives the action of being to us for our benefit.

The participle is circumstantial and precedes the action of the main verb.

Finally, we have the dative of indirect object and dative of advantage from the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, which means “to us for our benefit.”
“through the Holy Spirit, Who was given to us for our benefit.”
Rom 5:5 corrected translation
“And absolute confidence [in God] never causes shame and disappointment, because the love for God has been poured out in our hearts through the Holy Spirit, Who was given to us for our benefit.”
Explanation:
1.  “And absolute confidence [in God] never causes shame and disappointment,”

a.  Paul continues to explain the statement made in verse 2, “let us have pride based on absolute confidence in the glory of God.”

b.  Absolute confidence or confident expectation in the glory and love of God belongs to the growing and mature believer.  The believer in perpetual carnality or reversionism does not have this confidence in God.

c.  As we have already seen in verse two, we are expected to have absolute confidence and confident expectation in the glory and love of God directed toward us.  This results in our reciprocal love for God and produces motivational virtue in life.

d.  Absolute confidence and confident expectation in God should exist in many categories in our soul.



(1)  We should have absolute confidence in our eternal salvation.



(2)  We should have absolute confidence in our eternal security.



(3)  We should have absolute confidence in the blessings in time that God has available for us.


(4)  We should have absolute confidence in the blessings in eternity that God has available for us.


e.  Our absolute confidence in God produces an expectation of blessing from God, because of who and what God is and all that He has promised to do for those who demonstrate their love for Him by believing in Christ.


f.  This expectation of blessing from God never causes any positive believer to be ashamed or disappointed.  They have confidence that they will receive a full reward from God.  2 Tim 4:7-8, “I have fought the good fight, I have finished the course, I have guarded the doctrine; in the future there is laid up for me the crown of righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous Judge, will award to me on that day; and not only to me, but also to all who have loved His appearing.”


(1)  Notice that the confidence that Paul has is based on knowing that he has executed the will of God and done what God wanted him to do.



(2)  Based upon this Paul has absolute confidence in his eternal rewards and blessings.


(3)  These rewards and blessings, including the confidence that goes with them, are given to all believers who develop personal love for God.  Those who do not develop personal love for God have no confidence and have no rewards.


g.  No believer positive to doctrine will ever be ashamed at the evaluation throne of Christ.


h.  No positive believer will ever be disappointed with their rewards and blessing for time or eternity.


i.  God has never once disappointed anyone, and will never do so.  The love of God expressed in the grace of God is not capable of disappointing any believer.  No negative believer or reversionist will ever be disappointed by God.  They will be ashamed of themselves, disappointed by themselves, but they will never be disappointed by God.


j.  God never causes us to be ashamed of Him.  We cause ourselves to be ashamed of God.  We have no right to ever be ashamed of our Lord Jesus Christ or what others might think of us because we have believed in Christ.  They are the ones who will be ashamed for all eternity as unbelievers and be ashamed at the evaluation throne of Christ, if they are believers.

k.  The absolute confidence of the mature believer is confidence in the love of God, which glorifies God forever.

l.  Absolute confidence in the love of God will never be disappointed by the love of God.  The integrity of God will never permit this to happen.


m.  To understand the absolute confidence of the mature believer in the love of God we must understand the concept of hope as confident expectation of what God will do for us in both time and eternity.
2.  “because the love for God has been poured out in our hearts”

a.  Then Paul gives us the reason why the growing and mature believer has this absolute confidence in God.  It is because the love for God has been poured into our souls.

b.  We have confidence in God because God has loved us from eternity past and has continued to love us in time.

c.  God demonstrated His fantastic eternal love for us by sending His Son to be a propitiation for our sins.


d.  We love God in return because He first loved us.  This is our reciprocal love for God.


e.  We learn about God’s love for us through the teaching ministry of God the Holy Spirit.


f.  Only those believers who want to learn the word of God come to understand the love of God for them.


g.  These believers are the only ones that develop absolute confidence in the love of God for them.


h.  So the love of God for us begins to be poured into our souls the moment God the Holy Spirit makes the gospel real to us.

i.  The love of God for us continues to be poured into our souls every time we learn more about God through the teaching ministry of the Holy Spirit in the classroom of the local church.


j.  We receive the understanding of the love of God for us through the teaching ministry of the Holy Spirit and not through our own cognition, mental ability, or system of thinking.  Understanding the love of God is a spiritual gift given by God the Holy Spirit to any believer who is positive to doctrine and willing to persevere in learning the word of God.

k.  The heart is the right lobe of the soul, the place where the word of God or Bible doctrine that has been believed is placed and stored by the Holy Spirit.  All of our doctrinal vocabulary, categories, values, memories, and application occurs in the right lobe of the soul.  All of our academic understanding of the word of God occurs in the left lobe of the soul.  When we believe the word of God, God the Holy Spirit transfers the doctrine from the left lobe to the right lobe of the soul.  This is called the metabolization of doctrine.


l.  As we learn and believe what is taught about the love of God for us, God the Holy Spirit pours this understanding and the system of confidence regarding the love of God into our vocabulary storage, categorical storage, frame of reference, memory center, wisdom department, and staging area for application.

m.  Therefore, what God the Holy Spirit does in pouring out the love for God in our hearts is directly related to our spiritual metabolization of the word of God.
3.  “through the Holy Spirit, Who was given to us for our benefit.”

a.  Love for God the Father and love for the Lord Jesus Christ is accomplished for the Church Age believer through the agency of God the Holy Spirit.  He teaches us and motivates us to have unconditional personal love for the other member so the Trinity.  This is the main reason God the Father and God the Son sent the Holy Spirit to us.  He teaches us about the love the God has for us, which in turn motivates our love and appreciation for all God does for us.

b.  The Holy Spirit is our Helper, and part of that help is helping us love and appreciate the Father and Son, especially our gratitude for the Father’s plan and salvation, and the Son’s substitionary sacrifice of Himself, being judged for our sins.

c.  The Holy Spirit was given to us, the Church, at Pentecost for our benefit.  He is here to teach us and lead us and help us understand God’s plan, the Son’s work, and everything that God is doing for us, so we might appreciate and return that love in a perfect reciprocal relationship.  John said it so simply, when he wrote, ‘We love God because He first loved us’.


d.  The sacrifice of God the Son was a grace gift for our benefit.  Our so-great salvation is a grace gift to us from the Father.  And sending the Holy Spirit to help us love the Father and Son is also a grace gift to us from both the Father and Son.
