 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1
is the accusative direct object from the masculine plural relative pronoun HOS, meaning “who” and referring to the Jewish false teachers in Paul’s day.

is the third person singular present active indicative from the indeclinable verb DEI, which means “to be necessary, must, one ought, one should.”  It denotes compulsion or duty.


The present tense is a customary present for what is reasonably expected to occur.


The active voice indicates that the pastor must know the correct teaching of the word of God so well and present it so clearly that those proclaiming false doctrine will not be able to say anything.


The indicative mood indicates the reality of what must happen through the correct teaching of the word of God.

 is the present active infinitive from the verb EPISTOMIZW, which is used in a figurative sense and means “to stop the mouth; hence, to silence someone; to bridle someone.”

The present tense is a customary present for an action, which is expected to take place.


The active voice indicates that the correct teaching of doctrine performs the action.


The infinitive is a complementary infinitive, which is used with verbs such as DEI to complete their meaning or thought.
“who it is necessary to silence,”
is the nominative subject from the masculine plural qualitative relative pronoun HOSTIS, which is used “to emphasize a characteristic quality, by which a preceding statement is to be confirmed “who (to be sure, by his very nature), in so far as, who are such a kind as.”
is the accusative direct object from the masculine plural adjective HOLOS, meaning “whole, entire.”
 is the accusative direct object from the masculine plural noun OIKOS, meaning “households, families.”  This refers directly to an entire family of believers in one household, to an entire church, since believers met in the homes of certain believers, and indirectly refers to the family or household of God in the Church Age, that is, the royal family of God—all Church Age believers.

 is the third person plural present active indicative from the verb ANATREPW, which means “to overturn, destroy, upset, ruin.”  A parallel passage is found in 2 Tim 2:18, “they are upsetting the faith of some.”   Here it means to destroy or ruin whole families.


The present tense is a descriptive present for what is now going on.


The active voice indicates that these false teachers with a Jewish background are producing the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

“who are the kind that destroy entire families,”
 is the nominative of explanation from the masculine plural present active participle of the verb DIDASKW, which means “to teach.”

The nominative masculine plural refers to the false teachers.


The present tense is a descriptive present for what is now going on.


The active voice indicates that the false teachers produce the action.


The participle is circumstantial.

is the accusative direct object from the neuter plural relative pronoun HOS, meaning “things which” and referring to their teaching.

 is the subjective negative adverb MĒ, meaning “not” plus the third person singular present active indicative from the impersonal verb DEI, meaning “it is necessary.”

The present tense is a descriptive present for what is now going on.


The active voice indicates that the things being taught by these false teachers produce the action of not being necessary.


The indicative mood is declarative for dogmatic statement of fact.

 is the ablative of cause from the neuter singular adjective AISCHROS, which means “ugly, shameful, base; hence, dishonest.”
 is the ablative of cause from the neuter singular noun KERDOS, meaning “gain, profit.”  This is the same word used by Paul in Phil 1:21, “For me to live—Christ, to die-profit.”
is the accusative of the noun CHARIS, used as a preposition and with the ablative of cause; almost always after the word it governs; and meaning “for the sake of, on behalf of, on account of.”
“teaching things which are not necessary for the sake of dishonest profit.”
Tit 1:11 corrected translation
“who it is necessary to silence, who are the kind that destroy entire families, teaching things which are not necessary for the sake of dishonest profit.”
Explanation:
1.  This verse continues the previous sentence of verse 10.  There should not have been a verse break here.  Paul continues with the characteristics of false teachers and/or degenerate pastors and the reasons why the honorable pastor-candidate must be able both to exhort in the sphere of sound teaching and to expose those who oppose.

2.  Because it is necessary to silence the false teachers.


a.  Error is silenced by the truth.


b.  This is a directive to Titus to select as pastors those men who are so well prepared in doctrine, and so well prepared to refute the errors taught by false teachers that they can put the false teachers to silence with the truth of the word of God.


c.  Paul is not suggesting that they not be permitted to speak, or that one should use force or coercion to stop another from speaking.  Far from it.


d.  Paul wants the truth of the word of God to silence the wickedness of satanic lies and the doctrines of demons.  It is an obligation, a necessity for a pastor to be able to teach the truth, so that error is exposed.


e.  The false teachers will stop speaking of their own free will, when they realize that no one is listening any more.  In order for no one to listen to false teaching any more, the truth has to be proclaimed constantly and consistently.


f.  Only prepared men are able to proclaim the truth constantly and consistently.  Therefore, Titus was not to select unprepared men for the pastorate.

4.  The kind that destroy entire families.


a.  These false pastors destroy entire families by their false doctrine.  Families are split by the teaching of doctrine, both true doctrine and false doctrine.


b.  Some people will always accept the truth and some people will always reject the truth.  Some people will always accept the lie and some people will always reject the lie.


c.  Differences in belief split families.


d.  The most dramatic differences in belief are the differences between truth and error.


e.  False teachers teach error, which dramatizes the differences in volition among members of a family.  Not all false teachers destroy families.  But some false teachers destroy entire families, sweeping all members of that family away with their error.

5.  Teaching things which it is not necessary for the sake of dishonest profit.


a.  False teachers avoid teaching the Scripture.  They teach what people want to hear in order to make money.


b.  False teachers are greedy for monetary reward.  They are in monetary reversionism.


c.  False teachers do not know the Scriptures, therefore, they are unable to teach the Scriptures.


d.  False teachers don’t want their reward from God; they seek their reward from men.


e.  False teachers teach the doctrine of demons, the principles of Satan’s systems of thinking, such as: the philosophy of psychological living, liberalism, socialism, sociology, psychology, evolution, etc.

f.  False teachers are rewarded financially by Satan rather than being rewarded spiritually by the understanding of the word of God.


g.  One of the greatest rewards and blessings of the pastor is his understanding of God, the Scriptures, and the spiritual life.  He has the best of the best, whether others know it or not.


h.  The false teacher does not seek understanding of the Scripture or understanding of God.  He prefers to understand man and teach the things that stimulate the itching ears of the old sin nature.


i.  The old sin nature loves to learn human viewpoint, because it provides more information for use in self-justification, self-deception, self-absorption, and self-gratification.

j.  The false teacher completely justifies his teaching of things other than the Scripture by saying they are “what the people want to hear.”  


k.  The false teacher completely deceives himself by thinking that his teaching of false doctrine has anything to do with the spiritual life of the Church Age.


l.  The false teacher is completely absorbed with how much he can earn through being in the ministry rather than how much he can learn from the teaching ministry of God the Holy Spirit.
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
