is the strong adversative conjunction ALLA, meaning “but” and setting up a contrast between what the pastor should not be and what he should be.

 - is the accusative direct object from the masculine singular adjective PHILOXENOS, which has been used since the time of Homer (900 B.C.) and means “hospitable 1 Pet 4:9; there is a parallel passage in 1 Tim 3:2.”
“but hospitable,”
- is the accusative direct object from the masculine singular adjective PHILAGATHOS, which has been in use since the time of Aristotle (350 B.C.) and means “someone who loves what is intrinsically good.”  This is the only occurrence of this word in the Bible.  It refers to a love of virtue, a love of what is right, honorable, noble, and good.  It is a love of the plan and system of God.  Here it is a love of the spiritual life.

is the accusative direct object from the masculine singular adjective SWPHRWN, which has been in use since the time of Homer and means “prudent, thoughtful, self-controlled; it is listed with other virtues in Tit 2:2.  It is found in the list of qualifications for a bishop in 1 Tim 3:2 —It is used especially of women who are chaste, decent, modest in Tit 2:5.”  In reference to the pastor all three meaning apply:


1.  He must be prudent in how he presents the word of God, so that negative believers do not take what he says in the wrong way and use it for their own desires.


2.  He must be thoughtful in presenting difficult doctrines so they can be clearly understood by all.


3.  He must be self-controlled in repeating his subject as much as necessary until everyone has understood what he is teaching.

is the accusative direct object from the masculine singular adjective DIKAIOS, which means “upright, just, righteous,” conforming to the laws of God and man; applied to model citizens in the Greco-Roman world.  With emphasis on the legal aspect, it means: just, honest, good Mt 1:19. General definition he who does what is right, is righteous 1 Jn 3:7; cf. Rev 22:11; Rom 5:7.   Here it means “just, honest.”
“prudent [thoughtful/self-controlled], just [honest, righteous],”
 is the accusative direct object from the masculine singular adjective OSIOS, which has been used since the time of Aeschylus (5th Century B.C.) and means “devout, pious, pleasing to God, holy.”  Here “pleasing to God” is the best meaning as long as we connect it with the function of the execution of the spiritual life of the Church Age.

 is the accusative direct object from the masculine singular adjective EGKRATĒS, which means “self-controlled, self-disciplined.”  Here self-disciplined is the better meaning, because “self-controlled” is inherent in the meaning of the previous word SWPHRWN.  Self-discipline refers to the pastor’s life of studying and teaching.

“pleasing to God, self-disciplined,”
Tit 1:8 corrected translation
“but hospitable, someone who loves intrinsic good, prudent [thoughtful/self-controlled], just [honest, righteous], pleasing to God, self-disciplined,”
Explanation:
1.  In contrast, Paul now gives the positive side of what the pastor-teacher is required to be.

2.  The pastor must be hospitable.


a.  Hospitality is enjoined upon all believers, but especially on the pastor.



(1)  All believers are expected to show hospitality toward others, Rom 12:13, “contributing to the needs of the saints, practicing hospitality.”


(2)  One of the qualifications for widows receiving financial support from the church is given in 1 Tim 5:10 as hospitality, “having a reputation for good works; and if she has brought up children, if she has shown hospitality to strangers, if she has washed the saints’ feet, if she has assisted those in distress, and if she has devoted herself to every good work.”


(3)  Showing hospitality to others, both believers and unbelievers, is commanded in Heb 13:2, “Do not neglect to show hospitality to strangers, for by this some have entertained angels without knowing it.”


(4)  Lk 7:44, “Turning toward the woman, He said to Simon, ‘Do you see this woman?  I entered your house; you gave Me no water for My feet, but she has wet My feet with her tears and wiped them with her hair.’”


(5)  Jn 13:14, “If I then, the Lord and the Teacher, washed your feet, you also ought to wash one another’s feet.” Washing the feet was the act of welcoming someone into one’s home, and therefore, showing hospitality to them.


(6)  Acts 9:36, “Now in Joppa there was a disciple named Tabitha (which translated in Greek is called Dorcas); this woman was abounding with deeds of kindness and charity [hospitality] which she continually did.”


(7)  1 Tim 3:2, “An overseer, then, must be above reproach, the husband of one wife, temperate, prudent, respectable, hospitable, able to teach,”


(8)  1 Tim 6:18, “Instruct them to do good, to be rich in good works, to be generous and ready to share.”

b.  Hospitality is the receiving and entertaining of strangers or guests generously and kindly.


c.  Hospitality includes kindness toward others, openness and trust in helping strangers, opening your home to others without fear, being generous to others in providing food, shelter, and clothing, especially toward strangers and travelers.


d.  The pastor must exemplify hospitality with a generous and gracious attitude of kindness toward all.

3.  The pastor must be someone who loves intrinsic good.


a.  The pastor must be fair and just toward all.


b.  The pastor must have a well-developed sense of honor and integrity.


c.  The pastor must love that which is right rather than that which is wrong.


d.  The pastor must understand, teach, and live a life of virtue.


e.  The plan of God is intrinsic good.  The pastor must love the plan of God as demonstrated by his execution of that plan for his life.


f.  The pastor cannot become tired of doing intrinsic good; because for him intrinsic good is the consistent studying and teaching of the word of God.


g.  To love good, the pastor must study the good, that is, the plan of God, and teach intrinsic good—the spiritual life of the Church Age, and virtue as the system of thinking of the plan of God for the Church.

4.  The pastor must be prudent, thoughtful, and self-controlled.


a.  The pastor must be wise in his understanding and application of doctrine.



(1)  Prov 13:16, “Every prudent man acts with knowledge, but a fool displays folly.”


(2)  Prov 17:28, “Even a fool, when he keeps silent, is considered wise; when he closes his lips, he is considered prudent.”


(3)  Prov 18:15, “The mind of the prudent acquires knowledge, and the ear of the wise seeks knowledge.”


(4)  Prov 19:14, “House and wealth are an inheritance from fathers, but a prudent wife is from the Lord.”


(5)  Prov 22:3, “The prudent sees the evil and hides himself, but the naive go on, and are punished for it.”


(6)  Prov 27:12, “A prudent man sees evil and hides himself, the naive proceed and pay the penalty.”


(7)  Amos 5:13, “Therefore at such a time the prudent person keeps silent; for it is an evil time.”


(8)  1 Cor 4:10, “We are fools for Christ’s sake, but you are prudent in Christ; we are weak, but you are strong; you are distinguished, but we are without honor.”


(9)  1 Tim 3:2, “An overseer, then, must be above reproach, the husband of one wife, temperate, prudent, respectable, hospitable, able to teach.”

b.  The pastor must be thoughtful of others.  Being thoughtful means being full of thought.  We think about the needs, desires, wants of others, and take them into consideration before we think, speak, or act.  Being thoughtful of others does not mean we always do what everyone else wants, but it does mean that we are not selfish in always demanding to get our way.


c.  The pastor must be self-controlled.



(1)  The pastor must have control of himself, his emotions, his thoughts, his feelings, and his tongue.



(2)  The pastor must have the self-control to keep on studying regardless of the distractions.



(3)  Self-control also means that the pastor does not allow others to control him, but controls himself by the execution of the spiritual life.

5.  The pastor must be just, honest, righteous.


a.  The pastor must deal with others showing no partiality.


b.  The pastor must always be honest in all he says and does.


c.  The pastor must maintain the high standards of Christian integrity and virtue regardless of how he is hurt or maligned by others.


d.  There is no place for bitterness or revenge in the pastor’s life.  These are monstrous distractions to his correct thinking and execution of the spiritual life.


e.  Being just, honest, and righteous are all a part of the pastor’s honor, integrity and virtue without which he is going nowhere in the spiritual life.


f.  Justice, honesty, and virtue are manifestations of doctrinal norms and standards, which have been metabolized in the soul and are circulating in the stream of conscious thoughts.

g.  You cannot teach others to be just and not be just yourself.


h.  You cannot teach others to be honest and be dishonest yourself.


i.  You cannot teach others virtue and be without virtue yourself.

6.  The pastor must be pleasing to God.


a.  This refers to the execution of the spiritual life.


b.  Related Scripture.



(1)  Prov 16:7, “When a man’s ways are pleasing to the Lord, He makes even his enemies to be at peace with him.”


(2)  Jn 8:29, “And He who sent Me is with Me; He has not left Me alone, for I always do the things that are pleasing to Him.”


(3)  2 Cor 5:9, “Therefore we also have as our ambition, whether at home or absent, to be pleasing to Him.”


(4)  Eph 5:8-10, “For you were once in the status of darkness [spiritual death], but now you are light in the Lord.  Begin walking as children of light.  For the production of the light is in all intrinsic goodness [the function of the royal family honor code and impersonal love, Christian integrity and virtue] and righteousness and absolute truth, constantly finding out what is pleasing to the Lord.”


(5)  1 Thes 2:4, “but just as we have been approved by God to be entrusted with the gospel, so we speak, not as pleasing men, but God who examines our hearts.”


(6)  Heb 13:21, “equip you in every good thing to do His will, working in us that which is pleasing in His sight, through Jesus Christ, to whom be the glory forever and ever. Amen.”


(7)  1 Jn 3:22, “and whatever we ask we receive from Him, because we keep His commandments and do the things that are pleasing in His sight.”

c.  The pastor must do the following things to be pleasing to God.



(1)  Learn, use, and teach the spiritual skills: being filled with the Spirit, applying the word of God to life through the use of God’s problem solving devices.


(2)  Learn, use, and teach the spiritual mechanics of how to be filled with the Spirit; how to pray; God’s system for learning the word of God; how important obedience is in the spiritual life; what the great commands of the spiritual life are for us, and many other things.


(3)  Learn, use, and teach all the doctrines related to the spiritual life of the Church Age.



(4)  Diligently study the Scripture daily.



(5)  Be prepared to teach doctrine to both negative and positive believers.



(6)  Teach the word of God.



(7)  Be filled with all the fullness of God.

7.  The pastor must be self-disciplined.


a.  This refers more to his study habits than his personal behavior, though certainly he must be self-disciplined and self-controlled in his personal behavior.


b.  The pastor must have a regimented life of studying the word of God.  Time must be set aside each day for study.


c.  Distractions must be ignored.  They sometimes take care of themselves.


d.  The pastor cannot and must not allow others (whether family or friends or church members) to influence him away from studying doctrine.  Without doctrine he has no purpose in life, and without purpose in life, God has no use for him.


e.  The pastor must ignore many things that are normal and wonderful in life in order to understand Scripture and be prepared to teach.  Others often will never understand this because they don’t have the responsibility nor the spiritual gift.


f.  No one can discipline the pastor with regard to time management except the pastor.  If you have the spiritual gift of pastor-teacher and don’t have the ability to manage your time, then you are in serious trouble and will never be prepared to teach.
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
