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is the mild adversative postpositive conjunction DE, meaning “But; However” plus the nominative subject from the second person singular personal pronoun SU, meaning “you” and referring directly to Titus.

 is the second person singular present active imperative from the verb LALEW, which means “to say, speak, communicate, assert, proclaim.”

The present tense is an aoristic present, which presents the action as a simple event without any reference to its progress.  This is also an iterative present for an event, which recurs at successive intervals.


The active voice indicates that Titus is to produce the action.


The imperative mood is a command.

is the nominative subject from the neuter plural relative pronoun HOS, translated “the things which.”
 is the third person singular present active indicative from the verb PREPW, which means “to be fitting, seemly, or suitable.”

The present tense is a retroactive progressive present for an action, which has begun in the past and continues into the present.


The active voice indicates that Titus is to produce the action.


The indicative mood is a declarative indicative for the reality that certain things are fitting, seemly, and suitable to God.

“But you proclaim the things which are suitable”
 is the articular dative feminine singular present active participle from the verb HUGIANINW, which means “to be in good health, to be healthy; hence, figuratively “to be sound.”

The article is used to identify DIDASKALIA as the noun with the participle HUGIAINW functioning as an adjective.


The present tense is a gnomic present for a condition which perpetually exists, is always true.


The active voice indicates that the things, which Titus teaches, produce the action.


The participle is ascriptive, being used as an adjective modifying the following noun DIDASKALIA.

 is the dative of reference (meaning “with regard to”) from the feminine singular noun DIDASKALIA, which means “teaching.”
“to sound teaching.”
Tit 2:1 corrected translation
“But you proclaim the things which are suitable to sound teaching.”
Explanation:
1.  Compare the following Scriptures:


a.  1 Tim 1:10, “to fornicators, to homosexuals, to kidnappers, to liars, to perjurers and whatever else is opposed to correct doctrine”

b.  2 Tim 4:3, “For the time will come when they [reversionists] will not endure [listen willingly to] sound doctrine; but according to their own lusts they will accumulate to themselves false teachers, because they have an itch in their faculty of hearing.”

c.  Tit 1:9, “holding firmly to the true doctrine on the basis of instruction, in order that he might be able both to exhort in the sphere of sound teaching and to expose those who oppose.”

d.  1 Tim 4:6, “By teaching these things to the brethren, you will be an honorable minister of Christ Jesus, constantly being nourished in the principles from doctrine even from sound doctrine on which you have concentrated with the result that you possess it.”

e.  1 Tim 6:3, “If anyone teaches a different doctrine and does not concur with sound doctrine, namely those doctrines of our Lord Jesus Christ, even to that doctrine pertaining to the spiritual life.”

f.  2 Tim 1:13-14, “Retain the standard of sound doctrine which you have heard from me in the faith and love which are in Christ Jesus.  Guard through the Holy Spirit who dwells in us the treasures which have been entrusted to you.”
2.  Sound teaching includes the following characteristics:


a.  It is the doctrines of our Lord Jesus Christ.


b.  It is doctrine regarding the spiritual life of the Church.


c.  It is nourishment to the soul.


d.  It exposes those who reject Bible doctrine.


e.  It causes negative and degenerate believers to walk away from the teaching of the word of God.


f.  It is opposed to the functions of the old sin nature.


g.  It is based upon the principle of inerrancy of Scripture in the original languages.


h.  It is based upon comparison of Scripture with Scripture.


i.  It has to be endured.


j.  It has to be retained.

3.  This is a command from the apostle to all pastors to teach the word of God—to communicate Bible doctrine.


a.  This command was first given by our Lord to Peter after our Lord’s resurrection, “Feed My sheep.”

b.  This command is now echoed from Paul to Titus, and by extension to all men with the spiritual gift of pastor-teacher.


c.  Failure to execute or obey this command results in a lifetime of absolute misery and failure for the man with the spiritual gift of pastor-teacher.


d.  Pastor’s are commanded to teach sound doctrine.  This means that they must be absolutely accurate in what they teach.


e.  Inaccuracy in teaching the word of God results in severe divine discipline; far more severe than any other sin you can name or imagine.


f.  The word of God is perfect.  Our mentor, the Holy Spirit, is a perfect teacher of doctrine to the pastor.  Therefore, the pastor is required to diligently study and accurately present the word of God.

4.  This is also a command to avoid the silliness and worthless activities in public worship, which distract from the teaching of the word of God.


a.  Some church services are so full of ritual, they teach nothing.


b.  Some church services are so full of entertaining the audience with music, they teach nothing.


c.  Some church services are so full of prayers, announcements, baptisms, offerings, meaningless responsive reading, etc., that they teach nothing.


d.  The major focus of the worship service is communion and the teaching of the word of God.


e.  Prayers, singing, and giving are certainly legitimate forms of worship, but they are not to dominate the worship service.  The worship service is to focus on this command to “proclaim the things which are fitting to sound teaching.”
