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 is the nominative masculine plural present deponent middle participle from the verb PROSDECHOMAI, which means “to wait for, to expect.”

The nominative masculine plural refers to all Church Age believers with doctrine in their souls.


The present tense is a durative present for an action, which has begun in the past and is continuing at the present time.


The deponent middle is middle in form but active in meaning, all doctrinally oriented Church Age believers are those producing the action.


The participle is a temporal participle, which is translated “while waiting for,” since the action of the present participle is coterminous with the action of the main verb.

 is the accusative direct object from the feminine singular article and adjective MAKARIOS, which means “blessed, fortunate, or happy, usually in the sense privileged recipient of divine favor.”  With this we have the noun ELPIS, which means “confident expectation.”  The object should be translated “the happy expectation.”
is the simple connective use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and” plus the accusative direct object from the feminine singular noun EPIPHANEIA, which means “appearing, appearance.  As a religious technical term it means a visible manifestation of a hidden divinity, either in the form of a personal appearance, or by some deed of power by which the deity’s presence is made known.”  The Granville-Sharp rule applies here.  We have two noun ELPIS and EPIPHANEIA both connected by KAI and governed by a single article.  This means that “the happy expectation and appearance” are two sides of the same coin, two aspects of one event.

“while waiting for the happy expectation and appearance”
 is the objective genitive from the feminine singular article and noun DOXA, meaning “of the glory.”
is the possessive genitive from the masculine singular article, adjective MEGAS, meaning “great” and the noun THEOS, meaning “God.”  This is a reference to the Lord Jesus Christ.  It is translated “of the great God.”
is the ascensive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “even” plus the appositional genitive from the masculine singular noun SWTĒR, meaning “savior” with the possessive genitive from the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, meaning “our.”
 is the appositional genitive from the masculine singular proper names IĒSOUS and CHRISTOS, “Jesus Christ.”
“of the glory of the great God, even our savior Jesus Christ,”
Tit 2:13 corrected translation
“while waiting for the happy expectation and appearance of the glory of the great God, even our savior Jesus Christ,”
Explanation:
1.  The corrected translation of the entire sentence reads: “So the saving grace of God is showing itself to all mankind, training us through corrective discipline, so that by rejecting the unspiritual life and the desires of the cosmic system, we might live in a self-controlled manner both righteously and in a spiritual manner in this present age, while waiting for the happy expectation and appearance of the glory of the great God, even our savior Jesus Christ,...”
2.  While we are living our spiritual life in a self-controlled manner through the development of spiritual capacity righteousness, we should be waiting for the appearance of our savior Jesus Christ.


a.  We wait with a confident expectation that He will come.


b.  This expectation is characterized as a blessing for us because it produces a unique happiness in the soul.


c.  When we think about Christ, we become occupied with Him.  A major part of thinking about Christ is thinking about being with Him.


d.  One of the greatest events in all creature history will be the appearance of our Lord at the Rapture of the Church.  We wait for this event with eager anticipation.  It is not something to be feared or for us to worry about.


e.  The appearance of our Lord is one of the happiest events that will ever take place.  And we play an intimate part in that event.


f.  Our Lord appears because He is coming for us, to give us a resurrection body and take us to be with Himself forever.  Therefore, we eagerly anticipate with a maximum amount of happiness the appearance of our Lord at the resurrection of the Church.

3.  At the Rapture (resurrection) of the Church, the appearance of our Lord, He will be manifest in all of His glory as never before.


a.  The appearance of Christ at the Rapture of the Church will be the most magnificent display of His glory as God, and the glory of His humanity in resurrection body.


b.  This glory was first manifest on the Mount of Transfiguration, Mt 17:1-2, “Six days later Jesus took with Him Peter and James and John his brother, and led them up on a high mountain by themselves.  And He was transfigured before them; and His face shone like the sun, and His garments became as white as light.”

c.  The glory of our Lord is also described in a number of passages:



(1)  Dan 10:5-18.

Dan 10:5, “I lifted my eyes and looked, and behold, there was a certain man dressed in linen, whose waist was girded with a belt of pure gold of Uphaz.”
Dan 10:6, “His body also was like beryl, his face had the appearance of lightning, his eyes were like flaming torches, his arms and feet like the gleam of polished bronze, and the sound of his words like the sound of a tumult.”
Dan 10:7, “Now I, Daniel, alone saw the vision, while the men who were with me did not see the vision; nevertheless, a great dread fell on them, and they ran away to hide themselves.”
Dan 10:8, “So I was left alone and saw this great vision; yet no strength was left in me, for my natural color turned to a deathly pallor, and I retained no strength.”
Dan 10:9, “But I heard the sound of his words; and as soon as I heard the sound of his words, I fell into a deep sleep on my face, with my face to the ground.”
Dan 10:10, “Then behold, a hand touched me and set me trembling on my hands and knees.”
Dan 10:11, “He said to me, ‘O Daniel, man of high esteem, understand the words that I am about to tell you and stand upright, for I have now been sent to you.’  And when he had spoken this word to me, I stood up trembling.”
Dan 10:12, “Then he said to me, ‘Do not be afraid, Daniel, for from the first day that you set your heart on understanding this and on humbling yourself before your God, your words were heard, and I have come in response to your words.”
Dan 10:13, “But the prince of the kingdom of Persia was withstanding me for twenty-one days; then behold, Michael, one of the chief princes, came to help me, for I had been left there with the kings of Persia.”
Dan 10:14, “Now I have come to give you an understanding of what will happen to your people in the latter days, for the vision pertains to the days yet future.’”
Dan 10:15, “When he had spoken to me according to these words, I turned my face toward the ground and became speechless.”
Dan 10:16, “And behold, one who resembled a human being was touching my lips; then I opened my mouth and spoke and said to him who was standing before me, ‘O my lord, as a result of the vision anguish has come upon me, and I have retained no strength.”
Dan 10:17, “For how can such a servant of my lord talk with such as my lord?  As for me, there remains just now no strength in me, nor has any breath been left in me.’”
Dan 10:18, “Then this one with human appearance touched me again and strengthened me.”


(2) Rev 1:12-18.
1:12, “And I turned around to see the voice that was speaking to me.  And when I turned around I saw seven golden lampstands;”

1:13, “and in the middle of the lampstands, [I saw] one resembling the Son of Man, being attired in a robe reaching down to His feet [high priest robe], and having belted on a golden sash across the chest [sign of aristocracy—third title of royalty].”
1:14, “Moreover, His head and His hair were white like white wool like snow; and His eyes were like a flame of fire;”
1:15, “and His feet were like bronze [economic judgment] when it is being refined in a furnace, and His voice was like the sound of many waters [military judgment].”
1:16, “And having in His right hand seven stars [Bible teaching pastors] and a sharp double-edged broad sword came out of His mouth; and like the sun His overt appearance shines in His power.”

4.  Hope is our confident expectation of happiness.  We have three hopes and must understand each.  Hope 1 is our confident expectation of eternal life based upon the promise of God in the message of the gospel.  Hope 2 is our confident expectation of blessings in time from God based upon our obedience to His will and plan for our lives.  (The major fulfillment of this hope is during the millennial reign of Christ.)  Hope 3 is our confident expectation of blessings in eternity based upon our execution of His plan for our lives and our willing obedience to His commands.
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
