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 is the inferential conjunction HINA, which means “in order that” and introduces the purpose for mature female believers being able to teach.

- is the third person plural present active subjunctive from the verb SWPHRONIZW, which means “to bring someone to their senses; to bring someone to reason; to encourage, exhort, spur on; or advise.”

The present tense is an aoristic present, which presents the action as a simple fact without any reference to its progress.


The active voice indicates that the older woman in spiritual adulthood produces the action.


The subjunctive mood indicates a potential in the future, this potential being dependent upon the spiritual advance of the older woman and the willingness of the younger woman to be taught.  It is translated by the word “might.”
 is the accusative direct object from the feminine plural article and adjective NEOS, which means “new, young, fresh, or novice.”  Here it refers to the younger Christian woman or to even an older woman who is new to Christianity.  Age is not the issue here, but amount of time in the spiritual life and resultant spiritual growth.  It can be translated “the younger woman” with the understanding that age is not the issue.

“in order that they might bring the younger women to their senses”
 is the accusative direct object from the feminine plural adjective PHILANDROS, which means “loving-husband.”
 is the present active infinitive from the verb EIMI, which means “to be.”

The present tense is a tendential present for an action being contemplated, proposed, or attempted but which has not actually taken place.


The active voice indicates that younger women produce the action.


The infinitive is a substantival infinitive used as a modifier of the main verb.  When the infinitive explains, limits, or modifies a verb it is said to be epexegetical.  This is also called the infinitive of indirect object.

 is the accusative direct object from the feminine plural adjective PHILOTEKNOS, which means “children-loving.”
“to be husband-loving, children-loving,”
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“in order that they might bring the younger women to their senses to be husband-loving, children-loving,”
Explanation:
1.  The entire sentence reads, “In the same way, the older female believer must be worthy of reverence in behavior, not a slander of others, nor enslaved to much wine, teaching what is good, in order that they might bring the younger women to their senses to be husband-loving, children-loving,”
2.  The mature Christian lady must be worthy of reverence from younger women and teaching the absolute good of the spiritual life in order to bring the newer Christian woman to the right frame of mind regarding loving their husband and loving their children.

3.  The mature Christian lady must be worthy of the respect of the younger woman.  Without their respect, the younger woman will not listen to anything the older woman has to say.

4.  We cannot be a hypocrite and expect others to listen to what we have to say, whether male or female.

5.  The mature Christian lady must teach the younger Christian woman.


a.  There are some things only women can teach each other, like how to love your husband, like how to love your children.  There are many things a man will never be able to teach a woman as well as a woman can teach a woman, like how to love your husband, and how to love your children.


b.  Some things are not worth teaching others, like how to commit sin.


c.  The greatest thing an older woman can teach a younger woman is the absolute good of the plan of God.



(1)  Good is the plan of God for the Church Age believer.



(2)  Good is our spiritual life.



(3)  Good is our right thinking, which is our spiritual life.



(4)  Good is our application of the word of God which we have believed.



(5)  Good is our use of God’s problem solving devices: being influenced by the Spirit, acknowledging sins to God, being occupied with Christ, having personal love for God as the primary motivation in life, having unconditional virtue-love towards others, having a personal sense of destiny, resting in the promises of God, etc.


(6)  Teaching a younger woman how to apply unconditional love, virtue, honor, and integrity toward her husband is absolute good.



(7)  Teaching a younger woman what the spiritual life is really all about and how God has a perfect plan for her life as a Christian wife and mother is absolute good.

6.  Younger women are out of their minds.


a.  Younger women have to be brought to their senses.


b.  Women grow up with distorted beliefs about men.



(1)  Some women grow up thinking all men are wonderful.



(2)  Some women grow up thinking all men are lousy.



(3)  Some women grow up not thinking at all about men.



(4)  Some women grow up thinking too much about men.



(5)  Some women grow up thinking they will find that one perfect man that no one else has.



(6)  Most women never find what they fantasized about in a man.



(7)  Most women become angry, discouraged, bitter, or resentful because they got a lot less than they expected in their man.



(8)  Most women become bored, arrogant, self-righteous, and pushy because they realize very quickly that they are smarter, wiser, better, etc., than their man.



(9)  Most women are miserable because of these things.


    
(10)  A few women are marvelously happy because they are occupied with Christ through their spiritual life rather than pre-occupied with the faults and flaws of their husband.


c.  This is the challenge, which the older Christian woman must teach the younger Christian woman.

7.  The older Christian woman is happy, content, and tranquil; and her status is obvious to the younger woman.  This motivates the younger woman to want to learn their “secret” of happiness.  Their secret is not good sex, good meals, good housekeeping, or good money management.  Their secret is the absolute good of the spiritual life, which motivates all those other things just mentioned.
8.  Older women teach younger women to be husband-loving.


a.  Women innately love their man.  This poses a great problem for the woman, when the husband uses his volition to reject their love, their help, their suggestions, and their advice.


b.  It is very easy for a woman to devote her entire life to her husband, and have that husband turn on her in unfaithfulness.


c.  Younger women are much more impatient with their husbands and must learn the mechanics of loving their husband from the older woman.  The principle of loving one’s husband is easy; the mechanics of how to do it is very difficult.


d.  The younger woman must learn how to respect her husband.  Respect is the greatest form of love a woman can have for a man.  No woman loves a man she does not first respect.


e.  Love is based upon respect, and respect is based upon righteousness.  A righteous man is a man with honor, virtue, and integrity.


f.  A woman in her right mind, who has come to her senses, will love and respect a righteous man far more than she will ever love a “handsome” man, a “wealthy” man, a “sexy” man.


g.  The righteous man has far more to offer a woman than just looks, riches, and sex.  He has the honor, virtue, and integrity, which the other men never bother to attain.


h.  An older woman can teach that principle to a younger woman quickly and effectively, and the younger woman will listen and learn.  If a man tries to teach her that, then all she thinks is, “What does he know about women loving anyone?  He’s only a man.”

i.  So the pastor is dependent upon the older mature women in his congregation to take aside the younger women and sit them down and explain to them the truth of this principle.

9.  Older women teach younger women to be child loving.


a.  Women innately love children, but that does not mean they know how to love their own children correctly.  How to love a child correctly must be taught.

b.  When the woman’s children use their volition to reject their teaching, their training, their authority, their discipline, and their love, this poses a great problem for the woman.

c.  It is very easy for a woman to devote her entire life to her child, and have that child then turn on her.


d.  Younger woman are much more impatient with children and must learn the mechanics of loving their children from the older woman.


e.  The principle of loving one’s child is easy; the mechanics of how to do it is very difficult.


f.  Tough, fair discipline of children is taught from mother to daughter.  Younger women have to learn from older women what works and what does not work in loving one’s children and disciplining them without destroying their souls.

g.  You can love your child so much in protection that you fail to discipline them.  The result is an arrogant, self-righteous, and self-indulgent child.  You can correct your child so much in disciplining them, that you over-discipline them.  The result is an insecure, depressed child, who is full of self-pity.  There must be a right balance between the two.  Older women teach this to younger women.
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
