 is the adverbial accusative of manner from the masculine singular noun LOGOS, which has to basic meaning of “speaking, the spoken word.”  From this are derived a number of uses and meanings: a word, a statement, a question, prayer, preaching, command, proclamation, wisdom, message, assertion, declaration, speech, statement, report, teaching, discussion, complaint, written word, treatise, Christian message, gospel.”  Here it refers to the teaching of the word of God by the pastor as his message of Christ or Christian message.

is the accusative of manner from the masculine singular adjective HUGIĒS, which means “healthy” or “sound” in the sense of correct and accurate teaching of the word of God.

 is the accusative of manner from the masculine singular adjective AKATAGNWSTOS, which means “not condemned, beyond reproach.”  The word KATAGNWSIS, means “condemnation” and with the negative Greek prefix “a” it means “uncondemned.”
“in an uncondemned, sound message,”
is the conjunction HINA, which introduces a purpose clause and is translated “in order that.”
is the nominative subject from the masculine singular article used with the following prepositional phrase to indicate the subject of the purpose clause.

- is the preposition EK plus the ablative of source from the feminine singular pronominal adjective ENANTIOS, which means “opposite, against, contrary; opposed, hostile.”  Literally it means “from the opposition; from the hostile viewpoint.”  With the article in the nominative case this forms a neat little Greek idiom.  Literally it says “the one from the opposition.”  In modern English we say “the opponent.”
 is the third person singular aorist passive subjunctive from the verb ENTREPW, which in the passive means “to be put to shame.”

The aorist tense is a gnomic aorist to state a universal truth or a fact.  This may also be a constative aorist for a condition, which exists throughout the Church Age.


The passive voice indicates that the opponent of the pastor receives the action of being put to shame.


The subjunctive mood is used with HINA to indicate the purpose of the main verb—how Titus is to present himself to others.  This is translated by the word “might.”
“in order that the opponent may be put to shame,”
- is the accusative direct object from the neuter singular cardinal adjective MĒDEIS, which means “nothing.”
 is the articular nominative masculine singular present active participle from the verb ECHW, which means “to have: having.”

The present tense is a descriptive present for what is now going on in local churches—someone is always complaining.


The active voice indicates that the one doing the complaining and criticizing produces the action.


The participle is circumstantial.

- is the present active infinitive from the verb LEGW, which means “to say, to speak.”

The present tense is static present for a condition, which perpetually exists.


The active voice indicates that the opponent of Bible doctrine produces the action.


The infinitive is used as a complementary infinitive, which completes the meaning of the compound verbal idea “having…to say.”
 is the preposition PERI plus the adverbial genitive of reference from the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, meaning “concerning us.”
 is the accusative direct object from the neuter singular noun PHALOS, meaning “evil, bad, worthless.”
“having nothing bad to say concerning us.”
Tit 2:8 corrected translation
“in an uncondemned, sound message, in order that the opponent may be put to shame, having nothing bad to say concerning us.”
Explanation:
1.  The corrected translation of the entire sentence reads, “With respect to all things, present yourself as a pattern of intrinsically good production by means of your teaching in incorruption, in honorableness, in an uncondemned, sound message, in order that the opponent may be put to shame, having nothing bad to say concerning us.”  The heart of this thought is this: Present yourself by teaching a sound doctrinal message, in order that the opponents of Bible doctrine may be put to shame.

2.  This verse is a classic example of the fact that the verse divisions are not inspired.  The first clause is really the conclusion of the last clause of the previous verse.


a.  The pastor is to present himself as a pattern of intrinsically good production of divine good by teaching the word of God in the manner of a sound message which is uncondemned by God or others.


b.  The emphasis is on teaching the word of God in a sound manner rather than the behavior of the pastor.  The pastor’s behavior is not to be neglected; for it is a part of his spiritual life just like any other Christian.  However, the emphasis here is on the content and accuracy of his doctrinal teaching.

3.  The purpose of correct doctrinal teaching is that the opponent of the word of God may be put to shame and have nothing bad to say of the members of the royal family of God.


a.  There will always be opponents of Bible doctrine.


b.  There will always be those critical of the teaching of doctrine.


c.  There will always be opponents of the pastor.


d.  Leave them alone.  This passage gives us no right to attack those who oppose the word of God.


e.  The pastor has the right, the obligation, and the authority to make sure his congregation can recognize those who are in opposition to the word of God.


f.  Those in opposition to the word of God receive shame from their own souls as a part of their divine discipline.  Shame is something we do to ourselves.  We make ourselves ashamed of ourselves.  Shame is a part of self-induced misery added to divine punishment for rejection of doctrine.  For example, when the opponent of doctrine criticizes the mature believer for not loving God, and the mature believer in turn treats the opponent of doctrine with deference, respect, esteem, and partiality as a part of unconditional love, then the opponent of doctrine is ashamed of his criticism of the mature believer.  This shame is added to his divine discipline for his verbal sins.


g.  The opponent of doctrine suffers both internally from self and externally from God.  He is hurting so much, he quickly shuts his mouth in shame.  The result is he has nothing bad to say about believers positive to doctrine.


h.  The believer positive to doctrine never has to defend himself.  God does that for him.  The pastor who correctly and accurately teaches the word of God never has to defend himself.  God does that for him.  We only need to keep on having unconditional love toward our enemies, especially toward other believers who are antagonistic to doctrine.


i.  This is the exact same principle given to the Christian wife who is to win her husband without a word by her honorable manner of life.


j.  We never win our opponents to our cause by arguing with them.  That is the worst thing we can do.  We win our opponents by showing them respect, deference, admiration, honor, esteem, consideration, and partiality.


q.  Rom 14:1-15:7

14:1, “Now receive [welcome] that one who is weak in the doctrine, not for the purpose of getting into quarrels about opinions.”
14:2, “On the one hand, the one category [mature believers] believes [holds the opinion] that he may eat all things, on the other hand, that one [weak believers] because of weakness eats only vegetables.”     

14:3, “He who eats [mature believer], let him stop regarding with contempt that one who does not eat [weak believer], furthermore, he who does not eat, let him stop judging that one who keeps on eating everything for the God has admitted him into friendship.”
14:4, “You there, who are you the one who keeps judging a house slave belonging to another, to his own Lord he stands firm or becomes a casualty; in fact he will hold his ground, for the Lord has the power to make him hold his ground.”
14:5, “For on the one hand, this one [weak believer] considers one day greater than another day, on the other hand, that one [spiritual believer] considers every day alike from the Lord.  Let each one be fully convinced in his own mind.”
14:6, “He who observes the day [mature believer], observes it to the Lord, and he who eats, eats to the Lord, for he gives thanks to the God; in fact he who does not eat [weak believer], with reference to the Lord he does not eat, and he gives thanks to the God.”
14:7, “For not one of us lives for himself, and not one of us dies for himself.”
14:8, “For just as when we live, we live to the Lord, so also when we die, we die to the Lord; so not only if we live but also if we die, we are the Lord’s.”
14:9, “You see, for this reason, Christ died and lived, in order that He might be Lord over both dead and living.”
14:10, “But you, why do you judge your brother?  Or you also [spiritual believer], why do you despise your brother?  For all believers will be present at the tribunal judgment seat of the God [Jesus Christ].”   

14:11, “For it stands written, ‘I keep on living and by Myself I have sworn, “Every knee shall genuflex to Me, and every tongue shall confess to the God [Father]”.’”
14:12, “So, therefore, each one of us shall give an account to God concerning himself.”
14:13, “Therefore, let us no longer judge each other, but rather determine this—not to place an obstacle or a distraction in front of his brother [weak believer].”
14:14, “I know and have received confidence in the Lord Jesus that there is nothing unclean by means of itself; except the one who presumes something to be unclean, to that one it is unclean.”
14:15, “For if because of food your brother is distressed [and distracted] [and he is], you no longer walk according to love.  Because of that food stop destroying him in behalf of whom Christ died.”
14:16, “Therefore, let not the good attained by you be slandered [or maligned].”
14:17, “For the kingdom of God is not eating and drinking but righteousness, prosperity, and happiness by means of the Holy Spirit.”
14:18, “For he who serves the Christ in this is pleasing to the God and respected by men.”
14:19, “Consequently, we run after those things [the doctrines] related to prosperity and those things related to the edification complex from which comes blessing to each other.”
14:20, “Because of food do not tear down [destroy] the work of the God.  To be sure all foods are clean, but it becomes evil to that man [spiritual believer] who by eating gives offense [to weak believers].”
14:21, “It is honorable not to eat meat nor to drink wine in a specific situation, nor do anything else by which your brother stumbles.”
14:22, “You there [mature believer].  The doctrine which you have, be having it to yourself in the right of the God.  Happy is that one who does not condemn himself in what he approves.”
14:23, “But he [weak believer] who doubts is condemned [by the weak conscience] if he eats [meat contrary to his taboo], because he does not eat by means of doctrine.  And everything which is not eaten by means of doctrine is tantamount or equal to sin.”
15:1, “Now we the strong are obligated to keep bearing the weaknesses of the weak and not to accommodate ourselves.”
15:2, “Let each one of us [mature believers] accommodate his neighbor for the purpose of the good to the edification complex.”
15:3, “For even the Christ did not accommodate Himself, but as it stands written, [Psalms 69:9] ‘The blasphemous insults of those who insulted You [Father] fell on Me [Jesus Christ].’”
15:4, “For as many [doctrines] as have been written before [Old Testament] for our instruction they were written, in order that through perseverance and comfort [encouragement] from the Scriptures we might have hope.”
15:5, “Now may the God of perseverance and encouragement give to you to be thinking the same category of things [Bible doctrine] in the presence of one another according to Christ Jesus.”
15:6, “in order that with one motivation [doctrine of the soul] by one message [doctrinal teaching] you may glorify the God even the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ.”
15:7, “Therefore, be receiving one another of the same kind, even as Christ has received us for the purpose of the glory of God.”
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
