 is the genitive from the neuter singular relative pronoun HOS, meaning “whom” and referring to God the Holy Spirit (from the end of the previous statement).  The relative pronoun is actually a nominative subject, but it is so strongly attracted to the case of the antecedent (PNEUMA) that it takes the case of the antecedent.  Then we have the third person singular aorist active indicative from the verb EKCHEW, which means “to pour out, to cause to pour out” and is used figuratively meaning “to cause someone to experience something in an abundant or full manner - ‘to cause to fully experience.’

The aorist tense is a culminative aorist, which looks at the entirety of the filling of the Holy Spirit but regards it from the viewpoint of a completed action.  It is translated by the English auxiliary verb “has/have.”

The active voice indicates that our Lord Jesus Christ, the subject of this sentence (“our Savior”) produced the action of pouring out the Holy Spirit or causing us to experience the filling of the Holy Spirit in abundance at the moment of salvation and thereafter throughout our spiritual life, whenever we are in fellowship with God.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of doctrine.

“who has been poured out”
 is the preposition EPI plus the accusative of place from the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, meaning “on us.”
 is the adverb of manner PLOUSIWS, which refers to “a high point on any scale and having the implication of value as well as abundance; it means “great, abundant, abundantly, greatly, extremely.”
 is the preposition DIA plus the ablative of agency from the masculine singular proper names IĒSOUS and CHRISTOS, meaning “through Jesus Christ.”
is the genitive of apposition from the masculine singular article and noun SWTĒR, meaning “Savior” plus the possessive genitive from the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, meaning “our Savior.”
Tit 3:6 corrected translation
“who has been poured out on us abundantly through Jesus Christ, our Savior,”
Explanation:
1.  God the Holy Spirit is given to us two ways at the moment of salvation: we are indwelt with the Holy Spirit; we are filled with the Holy Spirit.

2.  The indwelling of the Holy Spirit is given to us to provide a home for the indwelling of Christ who is in union with us.  The filling of the Holy Spirit is given to us to provide the power for the execution of the spiritual life of the Church Age.

3.  This verse refers to the filling of the Holy Spirit.


a.  The prophecy and fulfillment of the filling of the Holy Spirit in the Church Age is given in the following passages:



(1)  As stated by our Lord:




(a)  Jn 14:16-17, “I will ask the Father, and He will give you another Helper, that He may be with you forever; that is the Spirit of truth, whom the world cannot receive, because it does not see Him or know Him, but you know Him because He abides with you and will be in you.”



(b)  Jn 14:26, “But the Helper, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name, He will teach you all things, and bring to your remembrance all that I said to you.”



(c)  Jn 15:26, “When the Helper comes, whom I will send to you from the Father, that is the Spirit of truth who proceeds from the Father, He will testify about Me.”



(d)  Jn 16:7, “But I tell you the truth, it is to your advantage that I go away; for if I do not go away, the Helper will not come to you; but if I go, I will send Him to you.”


(2)  Acts 1:4-8, “Gathering them together, He commanded them not to leave Jerusalem, but to wait for what the Father had promised, ‘Which,’ He said, ‘you heard of from Me; for John baptized with water, but you will be baptized with the Holy Spirit not many days from now’.  So when they had come together, they were asking Him, saying, ‘Lord, is it at this time You are restoring the kingdom to Israel?’  He said to them, ‘It is not for you to know times or epochs which the Father has fixed by His own authority, but you will receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you shall be My witnesses both in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and even to the remotest part of the earth.’”


(3)  Acts 2:1-4, “When the day of Pentecost had come, they were all together in one place.  And suddenly there came from heaven a noise like a violent rushing wind, and it filled the whole house where they were sitting.  And there appeared to them tongues as of fire distributing themselves, and they rested on each one of them.  And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit was giving them utterance.”

b.  The promise of the enduement of the Spirit to Old Testament believers is given in Prov 1:23, “Turn to my reproof; behold, I will pour out my spirit on you; I will make my words known to you.”

c.  The prophecy of the pouring out of the Holy Spirit in the millennial reign of Christ is given in:



(1)  Isa 44:3, “For I will pour out water on the thirsty land and streams on the dry ground; I will pour out My Spirit on your offspring and My blessing on your descendants.”


(2)  Joel 2:28-29, “It will come about after this that I will pour out My Spirit on all mankind; and your sons and daughters will prophesy, your old men will dream dreams, your young men will see visions.  Even on the male and female servants I will pour out My Spirit in those days.”


(3)  Zech 12:10, “I will pour out on the house of David and on the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the Spirit of grace and of supplication, so that they will look on Me whom they have pierced; and they will mourn for Him, as one mourns for an only son, and they will weep bitterly over Him like the bitter weeping over a firstborn.”
4.  Church Age believers receive the filling of the Holy Spirit in greater abundance than any other believers in human history because we are spiritual royalty.


a.  Church Age believers are in union with Christ through the baptism of the Holy Spirit.  The baptism of the Holy Spirit identifies us with Christ in His death, burial, resurrection, ascension, and session.


b.  Church Age believers are spiritual royalty as a part of Christ’s battlefield royalty because of His victory in the angelic conflict on the Cross.

c.  The bride of Christ receives the greatest possible blessings that the Groom can offer.  The Church Age believer, as the bride of Christ, receives the same unique spiritual life which the Groom had while He lived His spiritual life on earth.


d.  The spiritual life is God the Holy Spirit filling the soul of the believer and influencing our souls from the moment of faith in Christ.


e.  We receive the filling of the Spirit at the moment of faith in Christ and the filling of the Spirit continues until we commit our first sin as believers and grieve the Holy Spirit.


f.  The filling of the Spirit and restoration of the spiritual life begins the moment we acknowledge our known sin or sins to God the Father, 1 Jn 1:9.


g.  So because we are in union with Christ and are therefore spiritual royalty, we receive the filling of the Holy Spirit in abundance—to the greatest possible degree.

5.  The filling of the Holy Spirit is the greatest birthday gift given by God the Father through the Lord Jesus Christ to every Church Age believer.
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
